MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: Now we 
take up further consideration of the 
motion moved by Dr. Laxminarayan 
Pandeya on the 26th July, 1974:

“That the Bill further to amend 
the Consliuttion of India, be taken 
into consideration.”

What is the position? Who was
speaking on the last occasion?

SHRI CHINTAMANI PANIGRAH1 
(Bhubaneswar): Hon. Deputy Spea­
ker, Sir, by all standards we are 
rapidly becoming a country of young 
people and, Sir, in our society 
and in our culture we have
always tricld to adjust and ac­
commodate the new thoughts, new 
generation and the new culture and
the Indian culture and society has
developed a capacity to assimilate
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whatever new thoughts and changes 
that come into it. Therefore, when 
we first introduced adult franchise in 
this country and the voting age was 
fixed at 21 I had seen myself many 
people in this country who thought 
this as something which could not be 
practised and even many people out­
side thought India has done some­
thing revolutionary and the Indian 
democracy may not survive. But 
during the last 26 years we have 
found that we have taken to a right 
path and this experiment has proved 
to be a success. I was reading a 
poem written by an eminent writer, 
Robert Frost, in one of his most 
passive mood and he has written.

“Two roads diverged in a wood 
and I took that one less travelled 
by

And that has made all the diffe­
rence."

I find that this Government and 
the great Congress party itself which 
is the harbinger of democratic 
thoughts in this country during the 
last many years have never been 
afraid of introducing new thoughts, 
and changes and thereby becoming 
younger and younger everyday though 
older in age.

Therefore, I must appeal that let 
the new generation get a passport to 
this new dense wood where there are 
so many forked-roads which go m 
different directions. This nciw gene­
ration which has imagination and 
which thinks and feels to contribute 
something to rejuvinate the process 
of our democratic institutions, I hope, 
they have enough scope and we have 
also will and determination to ac­
commodate the new generation. Even 
Lord Jagannath takes a new shape 
every 12 years and it is called ‘Nava 
Kalevar’. The system is: left us
change. This new young generation 
which was born in 1955-56 have 
achieved the age of 18 by 1974. It 
we divide the years of Independence 
into half and half then we will find

that those who were born in 1955-56 
will come into the age of 18 by 1974 
Therefore, in all fairness, let us 
welcome this change. It may not be 
decided today or tomorrow; it may 
not be decided in two years but this 
is a process of thought which has 
started and we hope the Government 
will give serious consideration to this 
thought and, in fact, many of the 
young people whom I have met 1 
found they have in thetr mind this 
aspiration and feel that they have the 
energy to change the present burden 
ciratic and depersonalised structure 
and they want to find some channel 
through which they can direct the it 
energy to bring about something new,
I have talked to many young men 
and 1 know their feelings. Any 
system that gets stabilised resists 
change without knowing that chang6 
is the only method by Wftfeh internal 
tensions could be avoided. In this 
respect the following observations ot 
Mr. MacNamara in his book called 
Essence of Security is quoteworthy:

"It has been often said that man 
is the only creative animal on 
eaith, though paradoxically his 
resistance to change sometimes can 
be almost heroically obstinate. He 
builds institutions in order to 
preserve past innovations but in 
that very act often fails to promote 
the environment for the growth ot 
new ones and so there have deve­
loped the so-called gaps that trou­
ble our generation.”

Therefore, in this age of galloping 
radical changes to remain relevant to 
our society and to our own times, it 
is necessary that we shall have to 
keep m touch with the galloping 
ratio of changes that arcj taking place 
all around us and even in our own 
country during the last four or five 
years. In view of these considera­
tions. I feel that the time has come 
to give a fresh consideration to this 
matter. 1 do not say that the hon. 
Minister should agree to this propo­
sal today; I do not say that Govern­
ment must agree to it today or to­
morrow. but the process of thought



[Shri Chintamani Panigrahi] 
has started in the country, and in the 
minds of young men, and I am quite 
sure that the Congress Party and the 
Grovftfnm̂ tnt have been seized of this 
matter. Matty difficulties may be 
there, such as article 19, the Funda­
ment*! Rights and so on, but I would 
eppeal to the hon. Minister and the 
Government that keeping in view the 
radical change that are taking place 
in our society and in our country and 
in the minds of young people the 
time has come when this thought 
process on this matter has to start, 
and it may be that in a period of one 
year or two years or three years wet 
may think of reducing the voting age 
so that the vast number of younger 
people who are coming up now could 
get the opportunity for getting them­
selves involved in this process. In 
this age of protests it is better to 
allow them to channelise their pro­
test though these new democratic 
institutions so that these institutions 
remain ever fresh and remain young 
and relevant.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: Before
we proceed further, I would like to 
draw the attention of the House that 
when we started we had a balance of 
just 25 minutes for this particular 
discussion.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, I am sorry, I havt) 
to sound an opposite point of view 
I feel that the founding fathers, wnvn 
they made the Constitution of out 
country, had given this matte' n 
deal of thought. Although, of course, 
the time has changed and we have 
produced some atom TxJmbs, th > 
question today is: do we wani
that our children, who are still in t*’ c 
colleges, enter into this type ui 
politics or do we want them to con­
duct their studies carefully, theirebv 
making themselves more equipped, 
better equipped, more responsible 
citizens, before they cast their votes 
to determine what type of govern­
ment and what type of democracy 
they want? Personally, I am oppos­
ed to any change at this stage. I feel 
that the age of 21 is the correct â t' 
and people at 21 are mature enough 
to decide as to what type of country 
and government they should have.

1 feel that many of us sometimes 
are carried away by western idea*- 
and perhaps England and some jth**t 
countries have gone to the voting <>i-,*' 
of 18. But those countries have iii o 
gone very far towards a permis5’v<* 
society. Many of us who havt- Malt­
ed those countritls lately would not 
like our country go that way 

I am not by any means belittling 
the fact that the youth our country 
is capable of taking a decision on 
their destinies or the destinies of tno 
country. But in my mind I am still 
quite clear that the time has not 
come when the age should be lowetod 
to 18. The question before all of us 
in this House is: do we want a
mature democracy to enlergc, parti­
cularly on account of the chaotic con-

ditions in Which we have landed us, 
or do we want fo increase the voting 
strength of the radical section of {he 
community? There & no doubt m 
our mind that we have all been once 
18 years old. When we were 18 
years, our blood was hot and we 
thought differently.

Therefore, 1 
do weel that whatever tfie founding 
fathers have done, they have 'done 
after giving a great deal of thought, 
and we should not amend the Consti­
tution.

•SHRI E. R KRISHNAN (Salem) • 
Mr Chairman, Sir, I erftend my 
whole-hearted support ID Dr. L ik h - 
minarayan Pandey’s Constitutional 
Amendment Bill, seeking to amend 
Article 19 and Article 326 of the 
Constitution for the purpose of re­
ducing the voting age to 18. At the 
\ery outset, £ would say that this is 
a Bill which should be welcomed >>y 
all the Members of the House.

After the great split tn 1969 in thi 
Congress Party when ’the old bandi­
coots were thrown out, {he ruling 
Congress Party took certain radical 
and progressive Steps like the aboli­
tion of privy purses, nationalisation 
of II major commercial banks, natio 
nalisation of coal-mines, natioiEtrfsa- 
tron of General Insurance Companies 
etc. which were wtflcomed by tho 
youth of the country. Sir, the ruling 
Congress Party got a new life in tho 
two problem States of West Bengal 
and Kerala with the active support ot 
the youth of th«'se two States. But

the same youth today are greatly 
disillusioned because the Congress 
Party has nut brought down the vot­
ing age to 18. Their disillusionment 
has betjn rejected in the recently 
held Delhi University Students Elec­
tions m Which the Akil Bharatiya 
Vidyarthi Panshad scored a signifi­
cant victory over the students’ orga­
nisation supported by the ruling party 
After this debacle in the University 
Students Elections, the Government 
nriy now be inclined to give the 
voting right to 18-year olds.

It is paradoxical that, while the 
Evidence Act, the Criminal Proce­
dure Code, the Hindu Marriages Act 
etc. rec-ogmse the 18-year olds, the 
People’s Representation Act does not 
recognise the ri«ht of the 18-year 
olds to vole. The denial of the right 
to vote for the 18-year olds is fur­
ther aggravated by the fact that dll 
the Vice-Chancellors of Universities 
in the country have unanimously sug­
gested that the voting agci should be 
reduced to 18 The hon. Minister ot 
Law may not agree to this Bill of 
Dr Pandey who belongs to Jan 
Sangh, an Opposition Party. But I 
hope that ho will at least respect the 
views of a senior Congress Member, 
who was former Education Minister 
and former Vn e-Chancellor of Delhi 
University, Shri V. K R. V. Rao. 
Shri Rao, in his speech on this Bill, 
has given cogent reasons for reduc­
ing the voting age to 18 and he has 
extended his full support to this Bill. 
I expect that the hon. Law Minister 
may agree to this proposition m 
principle and later on bring a Bill 
to amend the Constitution for achieve 
ing this objective.

In the State of Gujarat there was 
widespread students’ unrest. The 
students in Bihar are agitating for so 
many months now It is feared that 
the students’ unrest might spread to 
other Statds also It is time that the 
Government formulate a legislative 
proposal to channelise the ebbing 
energies of the student community in 
the court'v into constructive lines.

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[Shri £. R. Krishnan]
As the students are* the future guar­
dians of the country, I feel strongly 
that the Government should not look 
at tHis Issue from the ruling party’s 
political interests. While those who 
are on the throes 6f  death have got 
the right to vote, it is surprising that 
those who are on the threshold of 
life should he denied this right. Sir,
I am of the view that, once the 18- 
year olds arej given the right to vote, 
the student community may start be­
having in a responsible manner.

Sir, we are not tired of referring to 
the parliamentary procedures pre­
valent in the United Kingdom. In 
the United Kingdom, the 18-year 
olds have been given the right to 
vote. I fail to understand why the 
Government are hesitant to emulate 
this itxample from the United King­
dom. Dur Government have entered 
into a long-term friendship treaty 
with the Soviet Russia* Our Gov­
ernment frequently fall upon the 
experience of Soviet Russia in im­
plementing socialist programmes. 
When the voting age has been reduc­
ed to 13 inSoviet Russia, I wonder 
why our Government have not yet 
given the voting right to the youth 
of our country.

Sir, according to 1971 Census the 
student population in the age group 
of 18 is roughly about 10 crores. 
This is about 20 per cent of our 
country*s population. To deny to 20 
per cent of the country’s population 
the right to vote is definitely a slur 
on Indian democracy.

From whatever angle the Govern­
ment may look at this question. I 
am sure that they will realise the 
need for reducing the voting age to 
18, bearing in mind the arguments 1 
have) advanced. I hope that the hon. 
Law Ministry will soon come forward 
before this House with legislative 
proposals to make the cherished dream 
of the youth of country a reality.

With these words, I conclude.

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SHRI VIKRAM MAHAJAN (Kang- 
ra): Mr. Chairman, Sir, this Bill
has raised a discussion which,—if I 
am not using a strong word,—is more 
akm to what one may term as 
‘slogan-mongering’.

Now, it is very easy for one to say: 
Give right of voting to an 18 yeji 
old boy or girl. It is still ea îei tc. 
say, give him right to be elected and 
to be a representative.

Then, the next person will turn 
round and say. why this should be 
18, why not 16, what is wrong with 
a boy of 16 or a girl of 16. The next 
man will ask, why can this not be U 
and so on. We should know what K 
the basis concept behind right ol 
voting and right to be elected v^hidi 
is followed by some of the countries. 
Of course, a slogan was raised in one 
of the western countries and I think 
they have reduocld I will come io 
this later. But so far as slogan- 
mongering is concerned, there is no 
end of competition and if one says 
18 the other would say 16 and tlic 
third one will say 14. And there is 
no end to competition in slogan- 
mongering for bringing it to 16 or 
14 or even 12.

The basic point which we should 
remember is this, that our nation 
wants its youth to have a sense of 
responsibility and devotion and de­
dication to worlc and we must first 
educate our younger generation. 
That is the basic point.

Age of entry in most of the univer­
sity is 18. A person who is less than
17 years is not permitted to sit in 
the matriculation examination. A 
boy or a girl who has just appeared 
in matriculation examination is m 
the threshold of what you may 
call 'learning stage’. At that stage, 
one has to devote himself to the art 
of learning which will enable him to- 
serve the country and also to make 
a living for himself and his family. 
If you permit him to devote himself 
for political purposes, for a tempo- 
lary purpose of course, you will 
succeed yourself. But, in the long 
run, you will only do disservice 10 
the generation of our country. Tne 
objective of the legislation is to have 
a generation and to make an effort 
to build that generation which, in tne 
long run, builds up a nation. There­
fore, what I submit is that instead of 
reducing the aqe you should extend 
it to that he not only lenrns the basic 
methods of building a nation and bn 
should also be able to make a living 
himself—that is learning thf1 art ot 
livine, also I have a grievance here. 
If you lower this age of a person* 
that does not give him a change 10 
make a career Tor himself. Timt r  
one of the reasons why today you 
find more and more of corruption in 
the country A repiesentative should 
learn how to make a living for him­
self and his family. Nobody can he 
sure whether he will be returned
next time in the election. What
happens is* this. You give a t-hanco 
to the person in a very early age to 
get elected. Suppose he loses in the 
next eleclion. He has nothing to
stand on. You have to see that he u
resourceful otherwise there will only 
be corruption. I suggest that you 
make it a condition for a representa­
tive to have a source of living which 
will enable him to stand in bad 
times so that he can look after him­
self. He should have rcisources for 
that purpose. That is one reason for 
the corruption if you encourage re­
duction in the age of a voter. You 
should bring a bill and say that un­
less a person has a source of living 
either as a farmer or as a professional
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man or some other means of living, 
he should not fight for an election. 
If you do it, then you will see that 
corruption in the country will go 
down. As long as you permit thti 
people who have no other sources of 
living to rome here and if you en­
courage that, you will find that every­
day the corruption will go up And 
you will never be able to eradicate 
that at all. The only way to eradi­
cate the corruption in the country is 
this. You should see to it that the 
people learn how to make their 
living for themselves. Only they 
should come in and not those who 
have no ofheir source or who are only 
taking the politics as a career. You 
should discourage this if a youth or 
any person comes to politics only for 
the purpose of making it as his 
career. It should be his duty to serve 
his country. He should come here 
with the object of doing his duty to 
the country Normally, a man can 
do his duty only if he has the source 
will happen to him after the term of 
will happen to him after five years' 
He will always think, if he has no 
other source of income, as to what 
will happen Kim after the| term of 
five years. He will never do his 
duty to the country.

Therefore, I submit that the age of 
voting should be such arid at that 
age, a person should be able to start 
making a living for himself. That 
should be the age of vSSflng at which 
he may be able to get himself elected 
If he has the source of income to 
make a living for himself and for 
his family, he knows what is right or 
what is wrong.

MR. CHAIRMAN: If this is done-
then only pensioners will be able to 
come here?

SHRI VIKRAM MAHAJAN: I do
not think so. This is an outmoded 
concept.

SHRI C. K. CHANDRAPPAN 
(Tellicherry): If you do that, then
only landlords will come forward 
here.
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SHRI VIKRAM MAHAJAN: My
learned friend, please correct your­
self. He is interested m giving slo­
gans. If I come forward with con­
crete suggestions, he will accuse me 
that I am supporting the capitalists or 
I am a reactionary, this and that. 
What I am saying is this. The peo­
ple who have the source of living or 
who have learnt to make a living 
alone should come in the House so 
that they do not loolf forward to this 
when there is bad time and when 
they are not returned to the House 
They should not be thrown on the 
road if they are not returned. They 
should be able to make a way of 
living. If they only depend on the 
membership of the House, then you 
will only encourage them to become 
corrupt—they may not necessarily 
become corrupt but there is a chance 
of their becoming corrupt.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Mr. Chandrap-
pan, the hon. Member is not against 
the age factor. He is only on the 
point of resource factor.

SHRI VIKRAM MAHAJAN: That
is why if you make a person atter 
thirty to thirty-five years then he 
would have learnt fhei art as to how 
to make a living This will help le- 
duce corruption also. We in this 
House should not indulge in slogan 
mongering and ruin the generations 
one after another We have already 
done a lot of harm to the coming 
generations. For heaven sake give 
constructive suggestions so that thp 
future generations do not say that 
this generation for their own consi­
derations ruined the nation.
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SHRI RAMAVTAR SHASTRI: You 
do not know that.

SHRI VIKRAM MAHAJAN: I
will bring the Book from the library 
and you will havti to apologise.

SHRI C. K. CHANDRAPPAN: It is 
18 in Russia and “in so many other 
countries.

MR CHAIRMAN: Mr Mahajan you 
can go to the library and bring your 
book.

SHRI N IM BA LK AR  (K olhapur): 
F irst o f all, I want to thank you very 
m uch for  giving me this oppoitunity 
to speak.

I am very much fo r  this Bill, though 
I do not agree w ith the argum ents put 
forw ard either from  this side or from  
the other side. I do not, for  instance, 
agree w ith the argument that because 
in the socialist countries 18-year olds 
and above are a llow ed  to vote, there­
fore  we must have the same thing in 
our country. In the socialist countries 
o f which people are speaking, even if 
unborn babies were allowed to vote, 
the result w ou ld  be  the same. So to 
say that the 18-year olds in our coun­
try should be brought into the voters’ 
list just because it is so in the socialist 
countries is an argument I do not 
accept.

SHRI C. K. CH ANDRAPPAN: No­
body argued like that.

SHRI N IM BA LK A R ; If you  say
that 18-year olds are also allowed to 
vote in socialist cou n tr ie s ...

SHRI C. K . CHAN DRAPPAN........
and in many other countries.

SHRI N IM BALK AR: If you say 
that, it becom es an argum ent. P rof. 
Mavalankar should at least agree with 
m e on that.

SHRI P. G. M A VA LA N K A R : Shri
Mahajan challenged Shri Shastri by  
saying that in the socialist countries

they have still no vote at the age o f  
16. But Shri M ahajan is wrong In 
Russia, for  instance, the vote is given 
at the age o f 18.

SHRI N IM BA LK AR : That is apart. 
W hat Shri M ahajan wanted to say 
was different. I f  I were in the Oppo­
sition benches, I would have agreed 
w ith him on one point. But that is 
not the point. Let us consider our 
country and our society. What Shri 
M ahajan wanted to say was this, if 
I were given food  as a voter, as an 
MP and if I cease to be an MP I can­
not exist and m y food  w ill not be 
there, then it is a sort o f pressure on 
m e and as an MP I w ill not think 
freely. I w ill not be able to express 
m y thoughts freely. I f  I am the m em ­
ber o f a particular party, I w ill not 
have the courage to tell the party if 
it is going wrong. This was tne point 
he wanted to make. There i- nothing 
m ore than that.

I do not agree that that should be 
the mam point for saying ‘no to the 
18 year olds. That is not the point 
either. I cannot agree with him that 
that should be made a point fo r  say­
ing ‘no’ . What I am trying to sav is 
that what he said is not entirely 
wrong.

The real reason for me for support­
ing this lies in the census that was 
taken in 1970-71. It is a very interest­
ing revelation. Our country is young 
in every sense. If you  see the census 
figures, one third o f the nopulation o f 
our country is below  the age o f 15; 
m ore than half the population are be­
lo w  the age o f 20. N ow , I ask; i f  you  
are going to have m ajor 'tv  govern-, 
m ent here, should not the m ajority  o f  
the people be allowed to vote? I f you 
w ill not allow people o f 13 to vote, 
it means the m ajority  are not voting 
fo r  you. Then we are not com ing 
here w ith a m ajority  vote. In any case, 
w e do not com e w ith  a m ajority  vote, 
o f  the m ajority  that is a llow ed  to  vote. 
This is a very  basic point. I w ou ld  say 
that the Governm ent should definitely 
accept this because, surely, where is
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democracy if the majority of the peo­
ple are not allowed to vote? Even 
when a minority is allt,wed to vote, 
from that minority probably a mmo­
rity comes into J;Jower. This should 
not be the case. This b tile basic 
and the valid point why we should 
bring down the votin.g age to 18. It 
is not an argument to say that at 18 
we get married and we do this or that 
at 18. If that wElre so, 16 is the mini-

. mum age for girls to marry and yuu 
can as well argue that girls should get 
voting right at 16. The real argument 
is, we should be proud that our coun­
·try is young in every sense. This is
-0ne point on which there can be no
difference of opm10n. We would like
to represent this countn in tt1e real

.sense. That is the main rPaS')n why
·we should reduce the voting age to
18.

SHRIMATI T. LAKSHMIKAN-
THAMMA (Khammam): 3ir, I agree 
-that our country is a y::>ung country . 
. It is at the same time a very ancient 
<:0untry. It was said that some wes­
tern countries have given the right 
to vote at 18. Due to climatic and 
other conditions, in western countries, 
the mind matures later than in this 
,country. If westerners can think of 
lowering the voting age to 18 why not 
in India, where Shanka:-a started the 
erudition when he was only 13 and 
-toured the whole country from Hima­
layas downwards? Vivekananda at­
tained self-realisation very early. 

Gnaneswara wrote his commentory 
-on Bhagvad Gita at a very early age.
All these died young also.

Which party can say with its hand 
<in its heart that it is not exploiting 
·the youth? Whenever there is some
situation, they involve the youth for

·their own selfish purposes. None of
can claim we are f1ee from this.
The youth have a peculiar quality.

·They feel that something should be
done. If some injustice is done,
without having the patience to
go into it, the youth try to sacrifice
their lives like insects falling into
·the lamp. Is life not sweet for them?

Being young, it should be sweeter for 
them, but still why c.lo they go in 
such large numbers and sacrifices 
their lives in spite of repeated warn­
ings? How many of us here are pre­
pare::l to sacrifice our lives. As we 
become u:d, we become me.re selfish. 
Therefore, to involve the young peo­
ple in the elections at a young age 
is good for the healthy functioning 
ot democracy . 

If we accept this proposal, the in­
crease in the number of voters will 
be only 40 million, which is not a 
very big number. Pu'Jhc opinion has 
been in favour of this measure The 
newspapers have writlen editorials 
in favour of reducmg the age 0f 
voting to 21. I was seeing some 
press cutting and I find that some 
parliamentary committea where Shri 
Jaganatharao was present has also 
made this recommendation. 

There is one more reason wh.v I 
support this measure. Out of these 
40 million, about 20 m1lli:m will be 
girls who are at the age of 18, and 
they will get the right of franchise. 
I was a staunch supporter of the pro­
hibition of dowry. When this measure 
was passed I was in the A:1dhra Legis­
lature. Here also I supported it. 
Pandit Nehru gave some rights to the 
women, some economic rights, bv the 
amendment of the llinju Succession 
Act. But the effect of it is that what­
ever little rights the girls had nave 
been taken away. When a girl gets 
married at the a!{e of lil, she has no 
property right. Is 1t for this position 
that the women of lndia fought and 
voted the present government to 
power? We voted for this government 
with the expectation that certain ri!{hts 
will be given to them. So, I would 
say that equal rights should be given 
to women. 

MR. CHAIRMAN: That is a very 
good point, a very ,alid point, but do 
not bring it in this rliscu.3s10n on the 
question of voting age 

SHRIMATI T. LAKSHMIKAN-
THAMMA: If we accept this propos;;l 
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2 crores o f  girls o f  the age o f 18 will 
have an opportunity to influence the 
laws o f this country.

Further, whether we agree to the 
partyless dem ocracy o f Shri Jaiprakash 
Narayan o r  not, certainly, all the poli­
tical parlies would oe afraid of setting 
up candidates who liave no reputation 
if young people are giving the right 
to vote. So, the nartica w ill think
many times before settui* ud their 
candidates. That is aUo an argument 
in favou r o f this p rop osa l

The question o f the age fo r  congest­
ing to Parliament and State Legis­
l a t e s  has been discussed at great 
length The question is whether it 
should be reduced to 21. During the
Telengana m ovem ent w e found that
many young people were elected to 
the L ok Sabha. So, on all these 
grounds, I support this proposal.

♦SHRI JA-GDISH B H A T TA - 
CH ARYA (G hatal): Mr. Chairman.
Sir, this Constitution Amendment 
Bill brought forw ard by Dr. Pandcy 
fo r  reducing the voting age to 18 
years is a very tim ely step. In ihe 
discussion that has taken place in this 
House on this Bill, it has been seen 
that a large m aiorily  o f those partici­
pating, has supported it. A  few  
m em bers have o f  course ob jected  to it 
on various grounds. It has been stated 
by them that at the age o f 18 the boys 
are m ostly engaged in their studies and 
it w ill not be proper to drag them in 
politics at that' stage. T o that o b je c ­
tion I will say that 1here is no justi­
fication fo r  thinking that the boys w ho 
ake interest in politics, are neglecting 
their studies. Further, just because 

they have been given the voting right it 
does not autom atically fo llow  that they 
are entering politics. Sir, elections 
are held at an interval o f five years.
I f  the youth o f 18 earn the right to 
vote in those elections it does not mean 
that they are indulging in politics at 
the cost o f their studies. There is no 
ground to im agine such a thing. M ore-
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over, what is the percentage o f  eduoa~ 
ted persons am ong our present day 
voters? In our country ha idly  30 per 
cent o f the total population is liteia te 
and judging from  the trend <f things 
it can be said that at the ena o f  the 
current century people from  other 
countries w ill com e to India to see 
what an illiterate person looks like 
because illiterate persons w on ’t be 
found anywhere else on this earth. But 
they w ill be found in plenty in our 
country about that w e are quite sure. 
Therefore, I do not think that so 
much concern need unnecessarily be 
shown to the educational aspect in the- 
matter o f giving votirg  right. A n­
other objection that has been voiced  
against this B ill is that a person should 
have some source o f incom e or m eans 
o f earning his livelihood Leiore he 
gets right o f franchise. This is ha id ly  
possible at the age o£ 18. This ob jec ­
tion has been raised by Shri M ahajan. 
in this connection I w ill ask that in 
our country what is the age at w hich 
a person is provided with certain 
means o f livelihood? Is there any 
guarantee about that? In this un for­
tunate country  m any people  do  not 
get anly means o f livelihood through­
out their life. They spend Iheir en­
tire life begging from  door to door. 
Therefore, if one has to wait fo r  som e 
means o f earning his livelihood before 
he gets right o f  voting then, I am 
afraid, a large num ber o f  voters w ill 
have to be rem oved from the voters' 
list. There is also no logic fo r  saying 
that a person w ill turn corrupt or dis­
honest if he has no means of earning 
his livelihood. In our country, I be­
lieve, that they are the m ost corrupt 
persons who are auite &flluent and 
have enough means of earning a de­
cent living. The rich people are m ost 
corrupt but they have the voting r ig h t ' 
and it is also much easter for them to 
win elections.

Shri Ramavtar Shastri has justly 
pointed out that during our freedom 
struggle the majority of those who- 
jumped into the fray and risked their 
lives to free this country from the-

shackless o f  slavery, had not attained
the age o f  21. S ir, ‘Kshudiram ' the
great revolutionary em braced the gal­
low s while fighting the juien rulers.
B ut what was his age at that time?
A ccord ing to the present provisions he
was not m ature enough to get the right
o f voting.? Is it not fan t33tic? Only
the other day here we paid tributes to
the m em ory o i one o f our parly ’ s lead­
ers, Shri Hare Krishna Konar. Sir, at
the age o f  on ly  16 he suffered im pri­
sonment in the Andam ans as a revo­
lutionary in  -our freedom  m ovem ent.

Therefore, Sir, i f  the youth o f our
country could fight in the Ireer’ om
struggle and invite im prisonm ent and
death before attaining tne age o f 18, 
if  thcv are even today considered fit
to jo in  our D efence forces and the de­
fence o f our m otherland can he en­
trusted to them  at the age o f  18, there
is no justification fo r  denying them
the right o f franchise at that age. Sir,
m any o f our wom en attain m otherhood
at the age o f 18. If they are fit to
bear the heavy responsibility o f  bring­
ing up children at that nqe, su iely
they are fit enough to boar the respon­
sibility o f electing their representa­
tives to the State assemblies or tho
Parliament. Sir, if  out young boys
and girls get the right to vote at the
age o f 18, they w ill becom e conscious
o f their responsibility even earlier and
will behave in a responsible manner.
They w ill be m ore mature in their
outlook and m ore rational in their ac­
tions. They will be con^ciouF o f their
obligations to the society, because
rights and obligations go t^ e th e r .
This w ill go a long way in producing
better citizens for  tom orrow . The
young people w ill not go astray but
w ill devote them selves to constructive
activities and responsible behaviour.
Sir, I extend m y fu ll support to this
B ill.

SHRI P. M. MEHTA: If uneducated 
youths are given legal rights for all 
other purposes, why they should not 
be given. the rights for this purpose 
also. 

MR. CHAIRMAN: What is the de· 
fimtion of an adult and why do you 
say that an adult as far as the voting 
right is concerned, begins at the age 
of 21. This is the question that has 
been raised. 

SHRI NITIRAJ SINGH CHAU-
DHURY: If you read .'\rt. 326 you 
will find the definition of 'adult'. The 
constitution makers felt tliat o:1e who 
has completed twenty one years of 
age shall be entitled to vote. That is 
the interpretation of Art. :126. A per­
son, after completing 18 :years of age 
becomes .major under the Ina,an Ma· 
jority Act. If that is so why he should 
not be given the right of vote at fhe 
age of 18. That was the point raised 
by Dr. Pandeya. 

SHRI P. G. MAVALANKAR: A per• 
son who js 21 years is an adult for 
voting. For other purpo,;es the age is 
18. According to our Constitution one
who is 21 years of age is an adult and
�-ho is less than that is not. Is this
the argument?

SHRI NITIRAJ S1NGH CHAU· 
DRURY: I am only saying that as far 
as a plain reading of Art. J26 itself 
goes, the framers of the Constitution 
felt at that time that a person m•,st be 
21 years of age w':!en only ne should 
be given the voting rigl:'lt. I am only 
saying that. 

MR. CHAIRMAN: Mr. Mavalankar, 
he is only relying on Art. 326. 

SHRI NITIRAJ SINGH CHAU· 
DRURY: l am not going into the die· 
tionary meaning of the word 'adult'.
