Does the Government think that this

large-scale cscalation in the American war
effort in Vietnam is the result of a tacit
understanding between the US and China
arrived at duiing the sojourn of the American
President to Peking recently ?
' Then, does the Government sec any possi-
bility of having a volution to the Vietnam
problem through the existing international
forums and, if not, will the Government consi-
der convening of an Asan Relations Con-
ference such as was convened on Indonesia by
the Interim Government of the country. And
as a first step towards it, will the Government
consider reviving the Colombo-Power type
diplomacy to arouse world public opinion on
the question of Vietnam ?

Fnally, will the Government consider
amisting non-official agencies for convening a
world conference on the gquestion of Vietnam
to arouse world conscience ?

SHRI SWARAN SINGH : Our reaction
to the war situation escalating in Vietnam has
stated in clear terms. We regard this as a
very disconcerting development, and 1t is for
this reason that we hava expressed our strong
opposition to continued bombing. Our assess-
ment of the destruction resulting from the
large-scale bombing is more or less the same
as what the hon. Member said, and our con-
cern has increased when we hear reports about
the use of varlous types or armaments and
bombs with great destructive capacity and
weapons which 1esult in  defoliation and seve-
1al other deadly weapons that are used which
have inflicted untold misery upon the penple
of Vietnam who are struggling for their free-
dom, Any use of more sophisticated weaponry,
more destructive weaponry hes an clement of
automation, will increase the mffering of the

people of Vietnam fuf'thar, and we have every
sympathy for these unfortunate people who
have been for deeades fighting heroically for
their freedom and liberation.

Whether this escalation has got any connecs
tion with the talks in Paking between Presie
dent Nixon and the Chincse leaders, I cannot
say ; it is a sort of assessment that is goiag on
in all the capitals, and I cannot contribute
anything concrete on this aspect.

1 have already indicated the paralysis from
which the international community is suffring
so far as Vietnam is concerncd, When I say
paralysis, there is no forum which can effre.
tively deal with the Victnam, deal with in the
sense of finding a solution to the Vietnam
problem. In various international froums
includmg the Umted Nations General Agseme
bly and in the non-aligned conference n
Lusaka and several other orgamsations, state-
ments have been made bringing out the essen-
tials of the situation and the general approach
that should be adopted in rclation to Vietnam
But these are expressions of opinion, cxpressi-
uons of attitude, projecting their assessment,
But beyond that, either in the UNO or in any
organ of the Umted Nations, no cancrete step
has been taken. There has bcen a general
attitude to regard this as a matter which was
tackled by th¢ Geneva Conference and the
wmstiuments devised by the Geneva Conference
are supposed to look after 1t, although 1 have
no hesitation 1n saying that not much s being
done even by those organs which were created
by the Geneva Canference. We have at the
moment no proposal to convene an Asian
conference at governmental or non-governs
mental level,
