Reported strike by Textile Workers of
Delhi

NATHA REDDY) : Sir, the employees
in  the five textile mills in Delhi,

namely, (i)Delhi Cloth Mills, (ii) Swatan-
tra Bharat Mills, (iii) D.C.M. Silk Mills,
(iv) Birla Cotton Spinning and Weaving
Mills, and (v) Ajudhia Textile Mills are on
strike from April 11, 1973, The unions had
put forward several demands, but the main
demand relates to the enhancement of dear-
ness allowance, and pending settiement of
this issue, payment of an interim relief of
Rs. 50.00 per month. The dispute regard-
ing the adequacy of dearness allowance had
carlier been referred by the Delhi Adminis-
tration for adjudication, on the basis of a
settlement signed on 26th February, 1970
by the Kapra Mazdoor Ekta Union, Textile
Mazdoor Sangh and Kapra Mill Mazdoor
Sangh and the managements of the textile
mills. Later on, however, the' unions raised
objections about the maintainability of the
industrial dispute regarding dearness allow-
ance before the Tribunal. The Tribunal
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over-ruled the objections and held that the
Tribunal bad jurisdiction to deal with the
dispute. The unions then filed a writ peti-
tion in the Delhi High Court. The Delhi
Administration has stated that the matter is
still pending as the stay granted by the High
Court continues.

Following the strike notices by the
unions, the Industrial Relations Machinery
of the Delhi Administration held discus-
sions with the parties. Shri Bahl, Executive
Councillor for Labour also held several dis-
cussions with the workers’ and employers’
representatives in an effort to promote an
amicable settlement. A proposal put forward
by the Industrial Relations Machinery of
the Delhi Administration provided for (a)
5 per cent increase in emoluments by way
of an interim relief, and (b) arbitration ot
the dispute by Shri Hidayatullah retired
Chief Justice of the Supreme Court. The
proposal was, however, not acceptable to
the workers who wanted a minimum inte-
rim relief of Rs. 30.00 per month, which
the employers did not agree to.

Whilc efforts to promote a reasonabie
sttlement were continuing, the striking
worhers are reported to have beld demons-
tiations. Acts of violence, arson etc. on
April 30, 1973 in certain parts of Delhi
have been reported. The Government dep-
lores such acts of violence and arson and
feel deeply concerned about the continued
strike by the textile workers. There were
no reports of incidents on May 2, 1973 and
the situation is reported to be peaceful.

I'he Chief Labour Commissioner (Cen-
tral) has been helping the Delhi Adminls-
tration to promote an amicable settlement.
Deputy Labour Minister and the Union
Labour Minister have also held <everal
rounds of discussions with the workers' and
employers’ representatives in an effort to
bring about a reasonuble settlement. The
Minister of State for Home Affairs and the
Union Minister for Home Affairs have
also been holding discussions with the re-
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presentatives of the workers and the
management to resolve the dispute. No set-
tlement has been possible so far. Govern-
ment are continuing their efforts to bring
about a reasonable setilement to secure the
end of the strike as early as possible,

With 1egard to the matters mentioned
by the hon Member. regarding the law
and order situation, he may perhaps put
a question to the Homce Minister who
may be in a posibon to answer all
these questions.

With regard to the second wage board
which the hon. Member has mentioned, in
1969, the umions had raise a dispute for
mcrease 10 wages and dearness allowance
Immediately thercalter, the 1ecommenda-
tions of the Second Wage Board for Teatle
Industry were announced and the Govern-
ment of India (1ide their resoluton No.
WB'8(15) 68 dated 17-5-69) accepted thesc
recommendations and ditected the industry
to implement them in toto As a result of
negotiations held hetween the parties before
the Labour Depaitment of Delhi Adminis-
tration in the matter of the dispute raised
by the unions. a settlement was arrived at
on 26-2.70  wherein the partics agreed to
implement the majority 1ecommendations of
the Second Wage Bourd us accepted by the
Government and to allow to the workers
three adrvince increments tn addition to the
two increments duc on 1-1-69 and 1-1-70.
The parties also agreed that the question of
adequacy of dearncss allowance should be
referred by the Delbhi Administration to a
Tribunal in the following words: —

“t1) What should be the minimum wage
at Delhi in comparison to Rs. 30
at Bombay for the year 1939 for
the purpose of calculating the
grant of D.A, payable to the tex-
tile workers at Delhi;

(ii) What should be the rate of dear-
ness allowance admissible to the
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textile workers of Dellii to provids
90 per cent neutralisation of the
nse in the cost of living since
1939 to the lowest paid workers
on the basis of the consumer price
index prepared by the Luabour
Hureau, Simla.”

As a result of the abuve said settlement,
the Delhi Administration referred the
ubovesnid dispuic to a  Special Tribunal
premded over by Shri S. B. Kapur, a retired
Judge of the High Court. During the procee-
dings of the Tribunal, the unions rased a
number of technical objections 1egarding
the maintainability of the reference regurd-
ing DA. The Tribunal overruled the objec-
tions and held the reference to be compe-
tent. The unions went i a writ to the Dethi
High Court who ordered a stay on 16 3 71,
The stay order is in still in torce and the
matter is pending in the High Court. Since
the Special Tubunal was appointed for a
specific peruxi, the dispute hus since heen
tramsferied to Shn R K. Baveja, Industrial
Tubunal That 1~ the position as far us the
Second Wage Buoard reccommendations are
concerned,

As far ax hanpur s concerned, as o
result of what s populaily Anown as In-
pathi formuia, the DA of Kanpur wuotlhers
has been raised by Rs. 26. It is tue that
kanpii workers now get better wuges than
the Delhs workers

Howeser. the suggestion of the hon
Mcmber has been noted.

SHRI G. VISWANATHAN (Waadi-
wash) : The workery’ strike is now more
than threc weehs old. Even though
the hon. Minister concedes that the
demands of the workers are just, no

effective steps have been taken o far.
The Delhi Administration was not ahble
to bring about a settlement. The hon.
Minister has suid in his statement that the
Labour Minister had also held several
rounds of discussions with the workers' and
employers’ representatives in an effort to
bring about a ressonable settlement.
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I would like to know what offers have
been made from the side of the millowners,
und whether they have offered to pay Rs.
20 as interim relief, and if so, the reac-
tion of the workers' representatives.

Government assured  protection to mill-
owners from labour and get moncy and the
same Government promise protection to
the workers against exploitation by the mill-
owners and get their \otes, but fulfiling
none of the promises. I want to know from
the hon. Minister whether he is in a posi-
tion to give an assurance that he would
hring about a solution within a few days so
that all this loot, vivlence and arson which
is going on in one purt of Dethi will be
pot an end to,

Coming to the question of law and otder,
it is a miserable und dismal failure on the
part of the Delhi police that they were not
able to maintain law and order. Once the
Khosla Commission gine an indictment of
the Delhi police and said that:

“Delhi police is laching in personality.
integrity and leadership. The
average consfable  was  Jistrusted
by the law and disliked by the
people.”.

Again, when there was polive excess on the
S§SP demonstration, Mr. Jai Prakash Narain
suid:

“The Dethi Police is unfit 1o be the
guardians of law and order and
protectors of the rights of the citi-
zens.”.

This has been goung on for a long time,
whether it be the Shahdara incidemt or the
violence which was there when the Hari-
jan girl was murdered. So far, Govern-
ment have not come 10 the grip of the pro-
blem, and the police has not been able to
tuckle this looting. arson and sviolence,
