Secondly, I would like Government

toexamine thisincident fromtheangle

that of all the news agencies, the

Ananj Marg which chosetoenact this
ghastly scene from Dante, chose only

this particular news agency, the news

agency of the CBS-the Columbia'
Broadcasting Service. In no other

newsagency C!f thecountry theycould

confide. Thisshowsthattheorganisers

ofthis incident had Iullfaith in a

foreign agency namely the CBS. 'They

'Wereconfident that these agents ofthe

CBSnamely Mr.Laland MissPatricia,

would co-operate inthe enactment of

thegruesome sceneandalsothey were

sure that this organisation of CBS

would sendthe filmsabroad, and per-
haps they have succeeded indoing SO

also.

Nothing could of more relevance to

this incident than the statement of

Mr. Lal himself tothe correspondent

ofthe TimesofIndia which I want to
present before you. When she was

asked by the correspondent, "Where

isthe film which was exposed at
Purana Qila?". "It must bein Wash-

ington bynow," she said. She has

said that her husband had filmed the

self-immolation at Patna also and

succeeded insending that filmabroad
bygiving a wrong Bombay address to

the police, What is important is,

Mr. Lal added that behad been after

this sensational scoop for some days

now and was inconstant touch with

the Anand Margis. "This constant

touch withthe Anand Margis" andthe

Columbia Broadcasting Service issig-

nificant. I wouldlikethe Government

togointo allthe ramifications ofthe

contacts of s_uChorganisations with
foreign agencies.

In the end.:- I would request the

Government to be discerning enough

todistinguish between those newsmen
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who are honestly giving reports and 
those  persons who  abet crimes  to 
create nows. There is a lot of cUHer- 
ence between the bona fide newsman 
who reachcs the spot and spontaneous­
ly reports the matter, and the person 
who participates  and abets  a crime 
to c.cate news and gives  it for pub­
lication.

In this context, while the rights of 
the former bona fide reporter or jour­
nalist are to be upheld as the sentinels 
ot our democracy, any peison should 
be absolved from his share  in  the 
crime just because he wields a camera 
which has Satan’s eye for  its  lens. 
Would the Government take steps to 
s'ce that there is no organisation which 
tursts no other news  agency m  the 
tountiy tha.i those of foreign land and 
that there is no newsman who has no 
audience m this country and seeks the 
same on a foreign soil?

SHRI K. C. PANT: Sir, with regard 
to the first question as to whether or 
not it was possible that the person who 
was burnt had been earlier poisoned 
01 drugged this will naturally come 
out m the course of the investigation. 
The only thing that I can tell my hon. 
friend at this stage is that the viscera 
has been preserved and will be sent 
lor chemical analysis which will doubt­
less throw some light on this question.

About the film, the police has seized 
one film from the possession of Shri 
Snrendra Mohan Lai; the contents of 
thi«: film roll are not known as the film 
is yet to be processed.  That is  the 
position with regard to the film.

With reyard to the distinction drawn 
by my hon. friend between newsmen 
who may abet crimes and these who 
may be bona fide newsmen who report 
the crime but are not parties to the 
abetment of the crime or to any con­
spiracy, this distinction is well made.

It would certainly be borne In mind 
in the proceedings.
