The edu-
cational svetem in this  country Thss
primarily been a legacy of the British
raj. I do not say that we have not
gained anything from this educational
system. But we must also bear it
in mind that things have undergene
rapid changes in the entire world
during the last few vears. The world
has become smallar. Things which we
could not comprehend a few yeers
back have now become reslities
Man has landed on the moon, and
attempt is continuing to conguer other
planete, Various other things of im-
mense dimensions have taken wlace.
But unfortunately, the educational
system in the country has not under-
gone any basic change to keep nace
with these changes.

We talk about socialism. May I ask
mvself and my friends whether ouvr
educational system gives any impres-
gion about socialism to the students.
Does the educational system teach our
students the basic wvalues for which
we stand? Unless ideas about these
basic ideologies are introduced into
the educational system, we cannot
impart it to the students.

I will cite an example to show how
our educational system has become
obsciete today. My bhrother in class
VIIT was reading a poem ‘Casabianc.’
a story well known to most of us. Thr-
poem describes a father who was dn
officer in the navy. He carried his
child to a ship which was engaged in
a battle. He asked the boy to stand
in a particular position i: the ship
saymng ‘Do not move until 1 come
kack’. Then he went to batile a_nd
unfortunately died. Meanwhile the shio
caught fire. But the body did not move
l-arause his father did ne® come and
ssk him to do so. So ha died in that
position, Can you expect a boy cf
teday who has learnt to think by him-
self because of the eflect of demorcracy
will be inspired by such a story? 'V'his
syme of thinking might have been i1
pood one SOMe YEAIrs back. bul it has
hecome obsolele foday and I do not
think our younger generation can be
in:pired by such a way of thinking
that parents’ advice should be foilow-
ed to the latter even though it may
he extiremely harmful.
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Take the entire literature. Or take
the Hindi films. In every Hindi film
today, there is the word dil. There
is not a single film without dil
Feactions have been attributed to the
hze-t. But after heart transplanta-
tion, it has been proved that the heart
is just a pumping machine and his
nothing to do with the emotions. In
Jiterary pieces and in the school syi-
lahii we compare the beauty of our
sweetheart with the moon. But after
Armstrong has landed on the moon
we krow that the moun is nolt 82
beautiful to be described as such.

What T am submitfing 1s that things
have changed. The systsra must change
to impart a new basic idea into the
younger generation. Therefore, 2
complete change in the entire educa-
tional system in the approach is
necessary.

In paragraph 16 of his Address, the
President makes a reference to itk
But no concrete proposals have been
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put forward. I fell that a psychologi-
cal change in society has also become
necessary. I have found that the
tendency in the youg-: generation
today is to become either a politician
or a cinema star. We have associa-
ted the profession of p)i:tics and that
of the cinema gtar with a certain arti-
flenal grandeur which is attracting the
yuoatn, We have not placed the tca-
chers, the peasants and artisans m
the pedestal in which they should
hkave been placed. No bright ycung
marn wants 1o be a ter~her because in
sowejety we have not bee~ able to put
the teacher in his rightfal place How
can you expect this oosuntry to pio-
grees at the proper poc: unless you
Fut the teachers, worksr: the men i
the profession in their rightful place”
Therefore, a psychological changr in
the enfire society is necessary 1
think the present educational sywrem
cannot bring about such a psychologi-
cal change. From that aspect alse I
feel a change in the basic approach
in the educational system is necessarv

Because my time is short, 1 will
pass on to another point which has
not been touched in the Presidential
Address.
