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"STATEMENT RE. RESUMPTION OF
US ARMS SUPPLIES TO PAKISTAN

THE MINISTER OF EXTERNAL
AFFAIRS (SHRI YESHWANTRAO
CHAVAN): Hon'ble Members will
have seen the announcement from
Washington that the TUnited States
QGovernment has lifted the 10-years
old embargo on the supply of arms
to Pekistan. Government fully shares
the grave concern which would be
felt in every section of the House and
the nation at large at this decision
which can have serious consequences
for the hopes we have cherished for
peace and stability in the sub-conti-
nent and for more mature relations
with the United States.

The House will recall that in my
statement on 18th February, I men-
tioned that I had sent a communica
tion to the UB Secretarv of Stale ex
pressing our apprehension, indeed our
considered judgment regarding the
harmtul effect which would follow the
resumption of US arms supplies to
Pakistan. This decision will impede
the process of reconciliation between
India and Pakistan and lead to justi-
fied resentment in the country.

Sir, may I repeat what we have
reaffirmed time and again that we are
committed to the objective of coope-
rative relations with our neighbours
and of durable peace in the sub-
continent. On the other hand, Paki-
stan has always invoked various argu-
ments to continue its policy of sus-
picion. hostility and confrontation.
This policy has proved disastrous.
Whatever may have been said by the
US Administration from time to time
to justify arms supplies to Pakistan, it
was these arms which were used on
three occasions to commit aggression
againgt India. Our concern fs matu-
rally heightened by the unfortunate
experience of the last two decades.

Sir, the decision of the US Govern-
ment is ratrograde and will not fur-
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ther the cause of peace in the sub-
continent. 1 would like to express.
our strong disappointment and sense-
of deep regret at this decision. 1L
would also like to assure the House
that the Government 15 Tully conscious
of its responsibility and confident of
nation’s capability to meet the con-
sequences of this unfortunate decision.

MOTION OF THANKS ON TH'
PRESIDENT'S ADDRESS--contd.

MR. SPEAKER: We now resum¢
further consideration of the motion ot
thanks on the President's Address.

Mr. Frank Anthony.

SHRI FRANK ANTHONY (Nomi-
nated—Anglo-Indians): Mr. Speaker,
the President, in his Address, has
underlined the need for unity and
cohesion in the context of the critical
times through which the country 1s
passing. I also, very respecttully;
agree that this is the supreme need
we face today—unity and cohesion.

Mr. Speaker, if I may say so; per-
haps the greatest danger that we face
today is a crisis of indiscipline. This
indiscipline, which I describe as a
crisis, permeates all levels of nationalt
life from top to bottom. I hope what
I am going to say will give no offence
to any section of this House. At the
political level in this House—and I
now have the privilege of having
been officially welcomed by you as the
father of this House—, in this House
and in the Legislative Assembly, by and
large, the norms of decorum and of dis-
cipline have heen steadily, and indeed
rapidly, eroded. Comparisons are
obvious, Mr. Speaker. Perhaps, my
memory goes back longer than most
of the members of this House. I re-
member, when there were a handful of
members on this side, four or five of
us, I have been sitting in the froak
benches for many many Years, a much:
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smaller Opposition than what theie is
today, two or three members could
make a powerful impact on the de-
bate and by adequate coverage in the
Press. Today. if'I may say so, those
days have largely receded. Careful
preparation of speeches, etfectiveness
in debate, all that seems to have,
laigely. recorded

If 1 may say so with respect, Mr.
Speaker,—perhaps vou will auree
with me, at least privately—the zero
hour is now the new syndrome of
Parhaoment It epitomizes the new
technmques, the new methods, not often
desirable, certainly not very edifying.
And, if I may say so. this growth ot

mdiscipline—and I say with great
respect is  1eflected 1 the Press
today. 1 rem~mber the days when

giants used to sit in the Pre.s Gallery
and the coverage was of an entirely
different character, There was a care-
ful analysis of debates over the week:
and a careful and discriminating re-
porfage All that has disappeared. The
Press to-day competes 1n sensation-
alism. It places a premium on lack of
decorum ang even on rowdyism. That
1s why 1 say in between this amalgam
Press, the whole credibility of Parlia-
ment and the legislative functioning
is being steadily eroded.

If I may say so with respect, I am
saying this of all political Parties and
I am not pointing my finger on any
particular political Party. Perhaps
this indiscipline is a projection of the
way the candidates are being in-
creasingly selected. As I say, candi-
dates today, by and large—I do not
say always—are not selected on the
basis of character or ability, but,
largely~—all the Parties are equally
to blame—on the basis of castes and
very often, on the basis of region.
‘Character, as I say, is a lesser consi-
derstion. So, we get this projection
in the Houze.
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Another parellel feature is indisci-
pline in the Parties. I am appalled
sometimes to find it in all Parties. I
Suppose it is the right of people-in
Parties 1o dissent. Dissent and cons-
tructive criticism is humane and ig
very necessary. What I say is' fac-
tionalism all Parties have but it is
factionalism not based on pro-
grammes, factionalism not based on
any 1ideology but it is 5 factionalism
based on caste and factionalism based
on personalities. And the worst part
of it, and it is a reflection of this in-
discipline, is that this factionalism
degencrates into vilification and cha-
racter assassination,
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Our policies today is muddled large-
ly by wvilification and character assa-
ssination And, here, I want to talk
of this new idiom of a partvless de-
mocracy No one has a greater res-
pect for Jayaprakash Narayan than
myself 1 have been closely associat-
ed with him at gne time. ..

SHRI SHYAMNANDAN MISHRA
(Begusarai): Why do you want to go

on rubbing it when he himself gald
that he is not now advocating a party-
less democracy?

SHR] FRANK ANTHONY: I am

glad of that, But I see the projection )

ig for a partyless democracy, because,
whatever my friends may gay and
however much they disavow it, this
selection of candidateg as People's
Candidates is nothing but a synonym
for a partyless democracy. I do not
understand it. What I am afraid of
is this. You can never have and, at
any rate, in the kind of democracy to
which we are committed, a partyless
democracy. You cannot have people
owing no allegiance o a particular
party. You may have g handful of
independents, But, as I see it today,
a partyless democracy where people
are purported to be selected by all
Parties on the same platform owing
allegiance to nobody would’ compound
our increasing indiscipline. As I see,
the bane of the Indian politicg today
ie the ultra individualism. Mr. Speak-
er, what would be your condition if
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you have 300 partyless democrats
sitting in the House? Not even God
would Lnow.

MR. SPEAKER: I am the only $n-
dividual known as partyless member!

SHRI FRANK ANTHONY: What 1
say is that the whole thing is a mean-
ingless gimmick. When you get down
to it, every person who does not owe
allegiance—perhaps in that sense be-
cause I do not belong to any Party
but atleast I possessa...

SHRI SHYAMNANDAN MISHRA:
If I may say so, today the hon, Mem-
ber seems {0 be belonging to the yul-
ing Party He iy tilting against the
windmill. When Jayaprakash Nara-
yan said that he is not for a partyless
democracy, why is he tilting against
the windmill? He seems to have been
set up only for decrying the Opposi-
tion today He does not belong to the
Opposition at all.

You calleq him the Father of the
House and he has got this privilege
of speaking against the Opposition
We are not wanting to get any certi-
ficate from Mr. Frank Anthony about
the functioning of the House, Are we
to be treated in this manner, Sir?
(Interruptions)

MR. SPEAKER; He is not attacking
you. Order please. He is not casting
any reflection upon you.

SHRI SHYAMNANDAN MISHRA:
He says this on the functioning of the
House. We need not get any educa-
tion from him about the functioning
in the House, Today he is teaching
us about the norms of decorum and
decency. Mr. Frank Anthony should
behave....

DR. HENRY AUSTIN: You do not
have the floor; he is having the floor.

DR. KAILAS (Bombay South): He
is very much democrat. (Interrup-
tions),

MR, SPEAKER: Order please.
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SHRI NAWAL KISHORE SINHA
(Muzaffarpur): He is not being allow-
ed to speak.

SHRI SHYAMNANDAN MISHRA:
We do not want any lessons from
him.

SHRI FRANK ANTHONY: I do not
know why my friend indulges in such
cheap jibes

SHRI SHYAMNANDAN MISHRA/
You are behaving today as an obse-
quious nominated member....

SHRI C M STEPHAN (Muvattu-
puzha): Please sit down. What is
this? Why are you treating him like
this? Why are you rshouting? No
indece: ¢ Lehaviour ghould be tolerat-
ed, Sir,

SHRI FRANK ANTEONY: Why is
he indulging in cheap yibes? Nobtody
1s more obsequious than my friend
who belongs to the tail of a small
Party 1 say he Lelongs to the tail
ot a smal]l Party.

SHRI SHYAMNANDAN MIiSHRA:
Lot me ask you: Where do you be-
long? You are here by the mercy of
the Government, ig it not? You have
not come through any election. You
are here at the pleasure of the ruling
party. (Interruptions)

MR. SPEAKER: He is deploring
this. Mr, Frank Anthony is only de-
ploring this.

SHRI SHYAMNANDAN MISHRA:
Would you not remember, Sid, that
he ig not present in the House gene-
rally? Yet, he make;y such remorks
about the functioning of the House.

SHRI BHAGWAT JHA JLZAD
(Bhagalpur): That, you do every day.
(Interruptions)

SHRI FRANK ANTHONY: My
friend was making cheap jibes about
& nominated Member Let me tell
my friend that I represent my cons.
tituency more than he couid represent
any constituency in several life times.
(Interruptions). Sir, I represent my
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community. I have a gmall commu-
nity but I represent the cause of my
community which my friend could
never do either for himself or for any
community. What I have done to my
community, my hon. friend in many
of his life times will not be able to
do for anybody and not even for him-
self: (Interruptions). I do not want
any running commentary. I was mak~
ing this plea for greater discipline,
As 1 said, today, we :ee this raamifes-
tation corroding every aspect ol na-
ticnal life. I hope my hon. fizend will
not get offended if I say something
on behalf of the students. I know
scmething about education. Today
what do we find? You rpen news-
piper; any day and you read some
thirg that is happening in the cam-
pus—some students are looting while
others are burning and gheraoing
What are the reasons foc these? In
Delhi, one reason may be that buses
a1¢ running late or som~ cunduztor
has been rude to them. Teachers and
professors set 3 bad example, Today
they come out in the streets on the
slightest pretext (Interruptions). Here
my friend will get a little onfended
again because we see that in this
campaign of gimmickry and slogan
mongering—if I said this outside, per-
haps I shall get more publicity—there
is this call for a total revolution in'
education. This 1s just an empty
gimmickry and pretentious slogan
mongering—I speak wity g little
knowledge-—about tota]l revolution in
education. It is all right to indulge
in this kind of cheap slogan mon-
gering. But, what kind of revolution
is it? For thirty-three years, I have
been associated with education. Any-
body who hags anything to do with
education knows that we do not gtand
still. Every ten years we have reach-
ed higher watersheds of knowledge
and we keep on liaising with experts
not only in this country but exwerts
abroad, I am connected today with
over 600 schools; many of them are
the finest in thig country; they com-
pare favourably with the best schools
in the world. Their students go ah-
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road and they not only compete but
they are in the vanguard of competi-
tion. I do not say education‘in Tndia
is uniformly good. But, I do say that
it is pretentious ignorance to say that
education in India is uniformly bad.
Some of the greatest Indians we have
produced are the products of our
education (Interruptions).

MR. SPEAKER: Will all of you
please sit jown? Please do not inter-
rupt him,

SHRI FRANK ANTHONY: What 1
say is if some of these gentlemen who
take offence would preach and prac-
tise a little more discipline and set
an example to the teachers first and
students afterwards, you will find a
revolution in education in this coun-
try. After all slandards vary {rom
institution to nstitution and stand-
ard, depend in the final analysis on
the kind of teachers you have. Tf the
teachers are disciplined the students
wil! easily get disciplined and will
easily be led. But if politicians ask
teachers and students to come on the
streets then you corrode your educa-
tion at its very source It gets affect-
ed at its source when students and
teachers come out on the streets at
the slightest pretext.

Sir, I wag talking about corrosion
of discipline in the country. T was
for many years President of the oid-
est union of railwaymen and every-
body realises how people are suffer-
ing from inflation, But today how-
ever much you may satisfy workers
largely, I do not say always, there is
a sense of grievance and a gense cf
right. Nobody—as I can gee today—
among the politicians underlines a
sense of duty or a sense of obligation.
Notody makes a ~al] for it. What has
happened? Because of that what is
the sort of malaise from which the
country is suffering. There is lack
of production. Production in the
country has taken a terrible.beating.
It is because of this corrosion Ay this
indiscipline that there is only a sense
of rights and no corresponding sense
of duties,

Here, again my friend will take
offence, apparently the cap fits in,
when I say today indiscipline is being
carried to the exireme of nihlism and
whatever my friend may say this
extreme of nihlism is indistinguish-
able from the ideology of certain
parties that are committed to preci-
pitating chaos because they feel some
how or other if you create chaos
they can ride to power on the crest
of chaos.

Today there is an open invitation
to the destruction of rule of law and
the rule of law ig synonymous with
the survival of democracy. And the
latest exercise is—and I have been
giteved by this—beccause I am a great
fiiend of Shri Jayaprakash—but there
is an open invitation to mutiny. I do
not undetstand jt. I did one case of
mutiny --the only case of mutiny—in
the Indian Army and 1t was very peri-
pheral. Except one or two all were
let off. Even in peace time if in for-
ward areas like Kashmir {he army
1isobeys orderg they are subjected to
the same law which is there in tirme
of war, They can be shot Now,
toduy the arined forces and the para-
military organisations are being in-
vited to disobey orders. What is this!
Is it not an invitation to mutiay?
Some of these mis guided yuvung men
of the Defence forces might be Just
shot and rightly wshot. But what
happens to those who are masquarad-
ing as saviours of democracy and ut
the same time :nvile these people 1o
mutiny. How can you reconcile this
with support for democratic prin-
ciples. Ag I say parliamentary demo-
cracy postulates respect for the rule
of law.

Without the rule of law, there can
be no parliamentary democracy, I
want t{o say this, It might assuage
my friend a little. Norms have to be
observed by all political parties,
minimum norms and I say this also
to the ruling parly. The ruling parly
has to observe some norms. If the
ruling party ig high-handed, if it 1s
oppressive, then the excuse can be]
made or the reason taken that in the,
3558 .1.S.—10 I
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face of high handed rprocedures, in
the face of oppressive policies, law-
lessnegg is the only answer. But, the
crucial issue, ag I see jt today, is,
what are the methods that are to be
adopted. Lawlessness is a counsel of
despair, ag I see it. Corruption 1s 10
be fought, Let us not gtart allocating
corruption. I do cuases. We find cor-
ruption can be attributeq to all poli-
tical parties. A corporation of one
party is hopelessly corrupt. A cor-
poration of another political party is
equally corrupt. Nobody has a
monopoly of corruption in thh coun-
try. Nobody has @ monopoly of rec-
{itude in this country, Unfortunate-
ly. there is widespread corruption shd
it hay to be fought by all political
parties, not by somebody arrogating
to himself the monopoly of rectitude
and imputing to somebody else the
monopoly of corruption. There is no
such thing in this country.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, the most power-
ful and emotive impulse today to
cynicism and frustration is inflation,
Wo have inflation in this countiry.
Thank God, there iy some indicaticn
of 1t being curbed. We find it in
every countty. We find inflation rag-
ing throughout the world and as I
said, we find inflation as a powerful
emotive impulse to cynicism, frustra-
tion and then to violence and that i
the danger we face today. And that
was the plea that 1 was entering, tle
plea for some kind of minimum norms
of decency, of discipltne in public
life, norms to bc subscribed 10 by
every patty, not only by the oprosi-
tion, but normyg to be subscribed to
by the ruling party also. Unless thot
happens, as 1 see it today, this call to
lawlessness is bound to merge into
violence. Violence is boung to l-ad
{0 the destruction of democracy, as
we have knowp it, Whatever my
friends might say, all of us will ke
over-whelmed, not only this House,
but everything we cherish, an inde-
pendent judiciary and as I say, the
rule of law.

*SHRI P. K, M. THEVAR (Rama-
nathapuram). Mr, Chairman, Sir, I
am thankful to you for giving me an
opportunity lo participate in the De-
hate on the Motion of Thanks to the
Piesident's Address to both the Houses
of Patliament.

The President in his Address has
roferred to the unforescen and  stu-
pendous challenges faced by his Gov-
crnment during the past four ycars
and how his Government have faced
them with determination and with
resounding success. Duling the course
of my speech I will try to point out
whether the Central Government
have met with real success in facing
such unforesecn challenges with de-
termination or not.

The two eyes of a country are De-
fence and Development, In the de-
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fence strategy adopted by the Central
Government, the Prime Minister has
met with a certain degree of success.
The sign of that success has been the
bold statement of the Minister of Ex-
ternal Affairs which he made just now
about the resumption of Arms supply
to Pakistan.

I would like to go back to the time
when we got freedom from the Bri-
tishers. 1 would say that we got only
conditioned independence—condition-
ed independence in the sense that India
was to he divided into Pakistan and
Bharat. I would like f{o recall what
Netaji Subhash Bose spoke over the
Radio at that time, Looking at the
conditions prevalent now in the Indian
sub-continent, I think that Netaji had
made this prophetic statement:

“Don’t go for a compromise with
the Britishers. They will rush for
a compromise.”

“Pakistan means that it is an
Anglo-American basc for future
war."”

“The defence of America rests
with India, 12000 miles away from
American shores i.e. Kashmir,”

Inspite of Netaji’s warning, we agreed
for the division of the country. Pak-
istan was created, Today, Pakistan
has become a dumping ground for all
kinds of arms and ammunitions from
foreign countries. We are supplied
with milk powder; at the same lime,
our Pakistani brethren are supplied
with gun-powder. The ultimate ob-
ject of foreign countries seems to he
not to allow India to raise its head
internationally,

The Central Government have now
recompensed for all the past mistakes
by helping Bangla Desh to become
free and by also coming into a new
agreement with Kashmir, The peo-
ple of the country are no doubt gratu-

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ful that the security of the country
has bheen ensured that I have per-
force to commend the efforts of the
Central Government in this direction
These efforts augur well for the
future of the country.

What do we want? We do not want
British India or American India or
Russian India; we want only Indian
India. Here comes the question of
selfreliant economy, Have the Gov-
ernment met with equal success in
their economic dcvelopment pro-
grammes? Have they been able to
fulfil the aspirations and the ambi-
tions of the people of our countrv?

Today the country is passn:
through unprecedented  econom.
chaos. There is unending price spiral
coupled with acute scarcity of essen-
tial commodities. Poverty is wide-
spread. The purchasing power of
the people has touched the lowesi
level, Corruption and malpractices
abound in our country The pcople
of our country are conipletely frus-
trated, They don't bother whether
there is going to be democracy or
dictatorship in our countrv. AIll they
want is that their minimum require-
ments should be met. The Prime
Minister during her recent visit to
Madras has rightly attributed the
acute food scarcity and widesnread
poverty as the reason for the Con-
gress Party’s reverses in the hye-
elections.

I am constrained to recall what
Netaji used to say while fighting the
relentless war against the British, He
used to repeat that the ills of illi-
teracy, the corruption of character,
the perpetual slavery, the permanent
poverty were the main reasons for the
spoilation of this great country India.
How truly these sentiments of Netaji
reflect the present day situation in
our country. Tn fact, these reasons
have multiplied manifold times The
people have started feeling that they
should get their basic nocessities of
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life, whether the country is ruled
by Rama or Ravana,

Here, the President has referred to
the need for augmeniing agricultural
production in our couniry. I would
like to puint out the failure of his
Government in attending to this
urgent task, The Central Govern-
ment take keen interest in resolving
international river water disputes.
The Indus Water Treaty with Pakis-
tan cost India several hundreds of
crores of rupees, Yet, there is eri-
minal and inordinate delay in resolv-
ing the inland river water disputes
among the constituent States within
the country 115 Irrigation Projects
are in the cold storage because the
disputes among the States have not
been resolved, The unfortunate con-
sequence of this ,Ys that foodgrains
production js retarded The World
Bank representative, who recently
visited India, has bemoaned that India
hag nof{ yet fully cxploited its irri-
gation potential When the food pro-
duction declines on account of the
faci that the entire irrigation poten-
tial v 1thin the countrv has not been
fully exploited, naturally we have to
g0 to foreign countrics with our beg-
ging bowl for fooderains The wheat
which is a pig-feed in America is
supnlind to our neoole, T wonder
what should stand in the way of re-
snlving the inland waler disputes
among 1he States amicably and ex-
neditionsly, in the interest of the en-
tire nation,

Take for example Cauvery Water
Dispute among the States of Tamil
Nadu, Kcrala and Karnataka. 1f
Tanjore District in Tamil Nadu, which
is known as the granary of South, is
not to become an arid zone, if three
crons are to be cultivated in Tanjore
District, the existing flow of Cauverv
water should continue It should
not happen that mother's action should
make the child lame, If that is
denied to Tamil Nadu, famine will
become a permanent feasture in Tamil
Nadu.
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After 1876 when there was acute
drought, in Tamil Nadu tuday there
1s unprecedented famine after a period
of hundred years. Many lakhs of
people in Tamil Nadu are afflicted by
famine and scarcity, Dharmapuri,
Pudukkottai, Ramanathapuram are
the worst affected areas in  Tamil
Nadu, Even here, the position in
Ramanathapuram Distriet is critical.
The hon, Member belonging to the
ruling party, Shrimati Jayalakshmi
knows this, When she was there, the
women of this area surrounded her
and demanded food and work; if that
was not possible, they demanded from
her bugpotson so that they can end
thair lives peacefully. Their agony
had gone beyond their endurance.
It is unfortunate that what I say. as
a 1epresentative of the people of this
area, about starvation deaths is not
believed by the Government, If you
visit the hospitals in Ramanathapuram
District, you will find that starvation
deaths are treated as due to malnutri-
tion. The Lord of Death, Yama docs
not take direct responsibility and
death is either duc to some disease or
accident.  Here starvation death is
due to malnutrition.

1 would only appeal to the Central
Government that the suffering pcople
in Tamil Nadu should not become the
vietims of political expediency. The
State Government have demanded 10
lakh tonnes of rice and the Central
Government should rush rice to the
suffering people. The State Govern-
ment hag also estimated that 5 sum. of
Rs. 30 crores would be required for
undertaking meaningful famine relief
measures. Since the dimension of the
problem has gone beyond all possible
earnest efforts of the State Govern-
ment, the Central Government should
expeditiously sanction adequate sums
of money and also despatch enough
quantities of rice to meet the de-
teriorating situation,

i Besides these shori-terms measures,
the Central Government should also
undertake implementation of long-
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term programmes in these backward
areag if they are not to be perma-
nently afflicted by famine. For exa-
mple, the Sethusamudram Project and
such other projects essential for the
removal of perennial backwardness of
the East Ramnad District which have
been talked about for decades should
be taken up for implementation. In
conelusion, I would point out that
the pcople belonging to my commu-
nity, Thevar Community, have been
undergoing manifold miseries due to
natural and man-raade causes; they
were branded as criminalg under the
Criminal Tribes Act during the British
regime. For their upliftment and ad-
vancement, the Central Government
should sanction special schemes.

With these words, I conclude.

SHRI CHINTAMANI PANIGRAHI
(Bhubaneswar) Mr Chairman Sir,
we are fortunate that we are living
in one of the most exciting periods of
history which may be tcimed as the
challenge of change But many peo-
ple find the 1dea of change so
threatening that they attempt either
to 1gnore or to deny 1ts existence
Those forces who could not compre-
hend the big change that was coming
over 1n the country m the years 1969-
1970 1971 and 1972 and even . late
as 1974 are the verv forces today
which are tr1ying to reust the change
that we are bringing about 1n this
count:y—even the latest solution of
such an fimportant question is like
the Kashmir problem

The biggest change 1n the recent
monthg that has been brought about
in the most silent democratic and
peaceful manner 15 the change so far
as Kashmir 15 concerned  Here you
will surprised to find that the national
leadership had taken the interest of
the nation as bigger than the interest
of the party And the Congress Party
had agreed that somebody outside be
elected as the leader so that the grea-
test interest of the nation 1s served
and the trust between the people of
Jammu and Kashmir and the Indian
people 1s restored

Another higgest achievement if 1
mav say so 1s that of upholding and
fulflling the democratic aspirations
of the vneovle of Sikkom It is his-
toric step taken 1n  recent months
These two 1mportant measures have
not only helped in conwnlidating the
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unity and integrity of our great coun-
try but has also helped in consolida~
ting the democratic, gecular and pro-
gressive forces of our country. But
the divisive and fisstparous forces of
the country would never like these
changes which we have brought about
in recent months.

A peaceful nuclear explosion was
one of our dream of dreams and we
were trying all these years to achieve
it and recently we have achieved it
and India has emerged as one of the
strong major powers in the world.

The drive against smuggling and
black-marketing and hoarding which
could not be tackled all these years
was taken up vigorously and it has
yicvlded results,

It is also encouraging to know that
the purchasing power of the rupece
which was going down like anything
and which came to almost 23 paise
last year, 1s shghtly increasing since
December 1974 with the fall in  the
prices of essential commodities,

Another notable feature ig that the
consumer price index has shown a
downward trend since December 1974
and this trend is continuing.

The foreisn debt of India which
stood at Rs, 10,000 crores has been
brought down to Rs. 6000 crores with
the liquidation of the PL-480 rupee
account of Rs. 2600 crores. This is
one of the bigg.st achievements, 1
would say, so far as writing off of
the PL-480 account is concerned, with
the agreement of the United States,

Removal of poverty is one of the
most important tasks before us and
it is being questioned again and again
that the measures we have taken for
the removal of poverty are not
seriously implemented. I would like
to take this opportunity to bring to
your kind notice that in pursuance of
this programme, free homesites have
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been provided during the last 2-3
years to the homeless and nearly nine
laghs of homesites had been provided
upto March, 1974 and this programme
is conilnuing,

Government wasteland has been
freely distributed to nearly two mil-
lion landless persons and this process
is also coniinuing. Besides these,
nearly 14 lakhs acres of surplus land
which is available after implementa-
tion of the land reforms has also been
distributed to the landless,

Under the programme to provide
employment 1o the educated unem-
ployed, more than 200.000 jobs have
been provided during the last two
yvears. But I would not say that
whatever has been done is enough.
We should also iry to do more,

Here I would like to draw the
attention of the Government to certain
important aspects of our economy.
The total expenditure of the Govern-
ment of India in 1973-74 was Rs. 4955
crores. Out of this the amount of
development cxpenditure wag Rs. 1663
crores constituting only 33.7 per cent.

In 1974-75 out of a total expendi-
ture of 5408 crores, the development
cxpenditure was Rs, 1573 crores,
constituting only 29 per ceni of the
total outlay,

The Government has been commit-
ted that the development expenditure
should increase so that the inflationary
pressures on the economy will  de-
crcase. But on the other hand we
see that the development expenditure
is decrcasing, thereby adding to the
inflationary pressures over the eco-
nomy.

If we look to the advances of com-
mercial banks to industries, those ad-
vances in March 1968 amounted to
Rs, 2068 crorcs and in June 19738 this
went up to Rs. 3490 crores. If you
lookx lo the growth rate of industrial

production you will see that this went
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down from 7 per cent to 2} per cent
One can ask this question to the Gov-
ernment; When the growth rate in
the industrial production was going
down, as I said, from 7 per cent to
2% per cent why were the bank
advances increasing, thereby giving
more advances to private sector in-
dustries from Rs, 2,000 crores to
Rs. 3053 crores? This ig my ques-
tion. They took this credit to increase
their inventories and cornering essen-
tial commodities thereby creating arti-
ficial scarcity in the market and in
the economy as a whole.

Sir, for the last threc years, the
national income has risen a little over
only 7 per cent whereas the money
supply has expanded by 54 per cent,
This imbalance 1s one of the main
reasons for the continuing economic
crisis. The present order of monetary
expansion has come about primarily
as a result of a vast expansion in the
Government'’s indebtedness to the
Central Banking Authority.

Sir, our aim should be to build up a
self-reliant economy and achieve in-
dependent economic growth,

But, if we look to the outflow of
money from our country on remittan-
ces of dividends, royalties, interest
charges, technical fees and payments
to foreign techniciang etc. it was Rs.
891 crores during the six year period
ending 1960-70, We are importing
capital and exporting commodities
from the developed countries which
are hit by double-digit inflation and
thereby we are also importing infla-
tion into the country.

Sir, Gandhiji has formulated eco-
nomic programmes for building up of
self-reliant village  communities.
Building up self-reliant village com-
munities is our main task, Every
village should be self-sufficient in its
production and should not suffer from
shortage. Let us go and work among
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the people to achieve this object off
increased produclion in all sectors of
our economy. )

I would also take this opportunity
{for bringing to the notice of the Gov-
crnment that tae construction work
of the Paradip Fertiiser Project
should have started somectime back
because the foundation stone was also
laid, but it has not yet been started,
The ship-building yard should be loca-
ted at Paiadip. The Government of
Orissa has been pressing this before
the Univn Government and no deci-
sion has hecn taken as yet. I hope
this will also be favourably consider-
ed, Regarding the Rongah and
Bhimkund projects 1n Biahmani and
Baitarani rivers for flood control,
these are projects intended for flood
control and these should be expedited,
I request that more funds should be
allocated irom the Central Govern-
ment.

I do not know whether I will get
a chance to spcak on the Railway
Budget and I wish to say only one
sentence, If you look to the railway
map of Orissa you will find that the
Railway run parallcl, one in the coas-
tal Orissa and the other in the Wes-
tern Orissa, There is no link between
the Coastal Orissa and the Western
Orissa. This was done 1n those days
to ink Howrah with Madras. We
have been bringing to the notice of
the Railway Minister and the Govern.
ment of India for the last many years
that the coastal Orissa should be link-
ed with Western Orissa at three points,
namely, Jakhapura-Dassapani, Tal-
cher to Sambalpur and Khurda Road
to Phulbani via Nayagarh and Das-
palla,

We are very happy that Jakhapura-
Bansapani line has been sanctioned
by Government. But, the progress of
work is very slow. Rs, 15 lakhs has
been allotted for surveying and loca-
tion work. I think that more funds
should be made available.
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Lastly, let us pledge ourselves, as
we did in 1969, by undertaking the
widest possible unity of the people to
fight and gefeat reaction’s manouvres
and win the urgent demands of the
people. As the rays of the mormng
sun drive away the morning mist, so
also our people’s oriented positive
action programmes will surely soon
overcome the challenge of an all round
negative atmosphere.

(Jammu): Mi. Chairman, Sur there
s a reference in the Presidential Ad-
dress about the talks which have been
going on hetwoeen the Central leaders
and Sheikh Mohammad Abdullah.

Yesterday, the Prime Minister made
a statement in which she emphasised
various aspects such as why this dia-
logue wag started and why these dis-
cussions were held between Sheikh
Abdullah and tiie Prime Minister and
Shakh Abdullah’s  colleagues and
other Central leaders,

We are all aware that as far as lus
personal role is concerned, he has
played a very significant role in the
Independence Movement and estab-
lished the State [cople’s Couference
in 1947. Again he played a very
significant and important role when
Pakistan invaded the State of Jammu
and Kashmir, in having a final and
lasting solution by way of accession
of the State with the Indian Union.

At the very outset, in her state-
ment, the hon, Prime Minister has
said that these discussions and dia-
logues were started with Sheikh
Abdullah to strengthen the democra-
tic, secular and progressive forces in

the country. There is no doubt about
it, In spite of the fact that Sheikh
Saheb was not looking at all the pro-
blems as the Governmeni of India
and 1ts central leadership are looking
at and although he was having some
differences and misunderstanding,
even during those years, he never
drifted from the basic ideals and the
basic principle, which the hon. Prime
Minister and the Congtess Party held
so dear to which I made a reference
carler,

Now, this accord or this agrecement
or this understanding or by which-
ever name we would like to call that,
which has bLeen reached hetween our
Prinye Minister and Sheikh Abdullah
has been widely welcomed all over
the country, especially, by the people
of Jammu and Kashmir who are very
happy that the leader of the stature
of Sheikh Abdullah and his colleagues
have arain thought it fit, according to
their wisdom, to join the mainstream
of the political life of this country.
There is no doubt about it that after
1953, a party named Plebscite Front
was organised which, from time to
time, the leaders of Pakistan tried to
expoit. 9

Now, Sir, this understanding, this
major political gamn, or the major
political advantage which is given to
this country is that there will no
longer he a major demand for the
Plebscite in the State of Jammu and
Kashmir,

As we all know, the President of
the Plebscite Front, Mr. Beg, has al-
reudy said that the Plebscite Front
would be wound up and, in their own
wisdom, if they desire, they will try
to organise a new political party
which js a very significant step.

Now, Sir, by and large this accord
has received a welcome exeepling one
or two political parties who still have
certain apprehensions in heir minds,
especially Jan Sangh. My only regret
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1s their leader 1s not present but I
am sure that I will get another
opportunity when he will be piesent
i this House and 1 will try to place
before hun that he should not have
any apprehensions which are absolu-
tely baseless in his mund. Specially
in Jammu and Kashmr our wffirulty
has been that the Jan Sangh and 1its
off-shot RSS have never tiied to re-
conule with what 1s secularism It
13 vely mportant to a State hke
Jammu and Kashmir that people
should not only beheve in the prin-
ciple of secularism but should also
iry their best to implement 1t There
had been a 1eference as 1o what 1s
the assurance that Sheikh Sahib has
changed, I cannot understand when
such questions are being asked

What has practically happencd’ When
the understanding was 1icathed
between the Prime Minwster and
Sheikh Sahib to work jomntly and
cooperatively to strengthen the basic
principles of democracy and secula-
rism the Congress Party, espcaally
the Congiess Legislature Party under
the leadership of Sayeed Mu Qasim,
who 1s responsible for imtiating this
d:alogue and discussions and poliy
of re-consibation, agreed with the
counsel and advice of the Prime
Minister Also in view of the Co-
operative attitude which Shaihh Sahib
adopted in the recent past they agreed
in the larger inierest ot the country
and to stienglhen the busic prnaples
on which the very foundation of thlus
country exists that the Congress Party
1s prepared to come out of power and
offer full cooperation and .upport to
Sheikh Sahib’s admimstration I am
very happy that Shetk Sahmb has
taken over today as Chief Mimster of
the State I am also confident that he
stated in his letter which he wrote to
the Prime Minister after the first phase
of these talks was compleled This
18 only a beginning that again Sheikh
Sahib and his colleagues have entered
the mainstream of the political life,
This 15 not the end of the understand-
ing This 1s not the end of the agreed
conclusions but jusi a beginning of a
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new era to see that the State of Jammu
and Kashmir progresses wath a greater
speed—both poliucally as well as
economically. I quote

“l appreciate that the mamn pur~
pose of the dialogue was 1o remove
misapprehensions on either side to
ensure that the bond between the
Union and the State is turther
strengthened to affoid to the peogle
of the Stale full scope for undertak-
ing social welfare and developmenta)
measures ”

When Sheikh Sahib in wniting and n
his  publhic speeches and <tatements
says this I really fail to undeistand
why a political party like Jan Sangh
and other elements should have any
objection as to why Sheikh Sahib has
adopted this kind of attitude Again
at the cnd of the letter he ways:

“The country 1s passing thiough a
chitical pertod and 1t 1s all the more
necessary for all of us who cherish
the 1deals of demociacy, seculalism
and sociahsm fo stiengthen your
hands as the leader of the nation
and 1t 1s 1n this spiit that I am
ofiering my whole-hearted coopera-
tion.”

Now Sir, what more assuiance is
required from Sheikh Saheb that n
futuwie he wiil work wholeheartedly
for ntrengthening the basic principles
to which I have already made a refe-
1ence? Sir n reply to Sheikh Saheb s
letter, o1 leader, the Prime Minister
has also stated;

“As pommted out by you, the
country 1s passing through a critical
period and it 1s a matter of great
satisfaction to me that a person of
your stature who has made an out-
standing contribution during the
frcedom struggle should come
forward again to cooperate in the
task of stiengthening the nation and
sustaining its ideals”

Sir, this new political atmosphere
which has been created in the State
nf Jammu and Xashmir has been
possible due to the greal statesman-
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ship which has been shown by our
Prime Minister, Shrimati Indira
Indire Gandhi.

Sir, in the end, I would like to say
this, Today also, there was a state-
ment by the External Affairs Minister
regarding the resumption of arms aid
to Pakistan by the U. ited States. Sir,
it is very unfortunate that a c¢suntry
like the United States could not
visualise the consequences this i+ can
have for the peaceful era for which we
have been striving for a number
of years. Sir, it is also most unfor-
tunate, whether it was the leadrrship
of President Avub Khan or the leader-
ship of President Yahya Khaa and now
the leadership of Prime Mmister
Bhutto in Pakistan, the Pakistani
lcadership hag always failed te
visualise the necessity for peace in the
sub-continent T would only sav that
il is very unfortunate that a country
ke the United States should again
resume arms aid to Pakistan and hring
in a new e¢lement which will definitely
hinder the progress of normalication
of relations not only betwern India
and Pakictan but also between India
and the United States Thank vou, Sir.
