were destroyed. The total loss is estimated at about Rs. 3-65§ lakhs.

(c) and (d) Ne. The fire is reported to have broken out some time bet-
ween 8-30 P.M. and 8-45 p.M. The Safdarjang Fire Station got the news
at 8-54 P.M. and two fire engines reached the spot at 9 P.M. with supplies of -~
600 gallons of water each. The jets were immediately directed at the fire..
There was no difficulty about water supply as hydrants were availableata dis-
tance of about 100 feet,

(¢) The Delhi Municipal Corporation has decided to give a eash relief”
of Rs. 100/~ each to the shopkeeper and Rs. 25/- each to the jhuggi dweller.

Shri Achal Singh (Agra) :3The Public Sector industries are not making
enough profits as compared to industries in the private sector because of
heavy overhead charges. The same is the case with Small Scale Industries
Corporation, which supplies goods to foreign countries. I would draw the
attention of the hon. Minister to the foot-wear industry. The small manu-
facturers used to supply shoes to foreign countries. But now groups are being
formed which will take work from these people thereby. depriving them of
their legitimate share. I would urge that the small manufacturers of shoes
should be given encouragement and this group system should not be en-
couraged. |

It is a welcome step that therebateon Khadi has been replaced by free
of cost weaving. We have to see how far does this eXperiment succeed.
‘This step will result in great relief to the villagers because they will be
able to get cloth at cheap rates.

Licenses for the import of raw materials should be given after proper
enquiry so that the licensed parties do not misuse the raw materials and
sell them in the blackmarket.

The cost of watches manufactured indigenously should be brought
down to check smuggling of watches. Their quality should also be improved.

It is gratifying to note that our industries have made good progress
and production has increased considerably.

Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia (Farrukhabad) : The Government has
oaly one policy and that is regarding inudstrialisation but that policy has
failed because all other objectives and policies have been based on industriali-
sation. Other policies have also failed because those cannot work without
dndustrialisation.

But for the preseat big undertakings should be nationalised and control should
be removed from small undertakings otherwise millions of officials interfere in
their working and thus production is adversely affected.

To-day in India the status of Government has been raised whereas the
other pcople are second raté citizens. Every year the ministers go to some
cold countries to discharge their public duties whereas other people are denied
the necessary foreign exchange.

In Government offices thousands of grades have been created and officials
hanker for higher grades and the facilities. These are just like social castes.
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Similarly such castes have been created in private businesses. If there were
only 1o to 15 classes that would be better.

First of all the chartered Accountants should be nationalised because they
are the cause of most of the dishonest dealings.

The reviewers appointed at the time of liquidation of companies do not
finish their job for several years and take away the whole money in the shape
of their salaries so much so that nothing is left for the shareholders.

The small industries are unable to get raw material at controlled rates and
they have to pay 60 to 80 % higher.rates where as the big undertakings have
appointed high salaried personnel to keep cortacts with the Government and

they find no difficulty in getting raw material.

Unless and until orthodox tendencies are removed there cannot be any
industrialisation. Forty three and a half crores of people of India are being
exploited and themajor portion of productionis consumed by the rich community.
This all goes against the socialism and industrialisation. A general of Indian
army who failed in the battle has been provided with a job in a shipping com-
pany, which fetches him a salary of rupees 10,000 without income tax. He s
arelative of our Prime Minister. How such things can favour socialism.

Shri Pratap Singh (Sirmur): Industry plays a great role in the economy
of India and the Ministry deserves congratulation for its splendid work in this

field.

I wish to draw the attention of the Ministry to some of the shortcomings.
Firstly I may submit that the distribution of the quota of raw material is made-
by the centre without the consideration of requirements of the industries.
Some of the private industries of Himachal Pradesh remain idle for the lack
of raw material. So the Government should make distribution of the raw

material according to the requirements.

No doubt the small scale industries and cottage industries have been:
much benificial and have provided employment to many, but those cannot
prosper unless and until some curbs are imposed on the big factories so that
they should not manufacture some specified items such as blankets hosiery and
particular types of cloth etc. These items should be reserved for the cottage

industries.

As regards production of salt I have to submit that though the mining
of salt mines in Mandi has been entrusted Hindustan Salt Ltd. yet the work is
not going on properly. In this way we would not be able to gain a position
to export salt to other countries.

As regards public undertakings I submit that management in the plaing is
functioning well but in the industries in difficult terrain the working is defective
that is why the Nahan Foundry which has been yielding profits since thz year
1875 is now running in loss under the Government official. It was taken up
as public undertaking in the year 1952. This year it is estimated to incur a
loss of 6 to 7 lakhs of rupees. The can ctushers and electric motors manufac-
tured by the Foundry could not be sold and that has resulted in a loss. The
real cause is this that the management of the Foundry is defective. So I request
that the factory should be entrusted to Himachal Pradesh Government.

Shri Tulshidas Jadhav (Nanded) : We are committed to the ideal of
Socialism, but individual enterprise is being given preference today. We
should give more encouragement to cooperatives and thereby effect decentralisa-
tion and demonopolization. More and more industries should be set up
rule areas. The Government should see that raw material is made available
to the small scale industries.
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Large number of powerlooms are found in Maharashtra. The Government
should not have imposed fresh levies. The Government is not justified in
imposing exciseduty on a powerloom unit of 4 or less than 4 looms. Only
poor people are running 4 or less than 4 powerlooms. They will be adversely
affected by this fresh imposition. Therefore it should be withdrawn. Other-
wise the powerlooms there will be closed down and thousands will be deprived
of employment. It is most discouraging that on the one side the Government
have enhanced duty and on the other 20 per cent relief has been given to the
spinning and weaving mills on fine cloth, 40 per cent relief in the case of medium
cloth and upto 67 per cent relief in the course cloth. This is against.all canons
of socialism.

I also propose that shops and industries should ‘be nationalised as far as
possible, like Burma. Ina mixed economy like ours, small people and coopera-
tives have always to suffer. 'We should change our policy so as to effect decen-

tralisation.

State has offered to rehabilitate twenty-five thousand refugees in Madhya
Pradesh. By rehabilitating these persons other residuary problems crop-
up. The tribal people are simple by nature and they are apt to be mislead by
various elements. Before rehabilitating these refugees among the tribals, the
tribal population should be taken into confidence to avoid any resentment in
the local population. This can be brought about by effective propaganda.

The schemes, that have been agreed upon by the Government of India
and Government of Madhya Pradesh so far as the rehabilitation of the refugees-
1s concerned, should be given top priority, so that more avenues of remployment

may be opened for them.

Strict watch should be kept on the activities of the persons employed in
the Dandakaranya project to avoid any untoward happenings there They
have no respect for the sentiments of the tribals and misuse. their position.
Something has got to be done to save the tribal people from the high handedness-
of these people. '

For the Dandakaranya Project a Social anthropologist to act as a high
level_adviser on tribal welfare has not yet been appointed. He should be
appointed immediately so that the incidents of Bastar and Lohandi Gudda are-
not repeated in future. These incidents were accentuated by the humiliation:
of the tribals particularly their womenfolk by the Dandakaranya guthorities.

In the meeting of the Dandakaranya authorities in August, 1960 it was-
decided to open an industrial training institute in Jagdalpur. Beladila is going-
to be an industrial area. To train the local people in technical jobs an institute
should be opened there without any delay.
