States of Quj.rat, Kera)a. Madhya Pradesh 
and Orissa have neither the principal seat 
of the High Court nor a Bencb of the High 
Court loctted in their State capitals. The 
States of Manipur. Megbalaya, NagaJand 
and Tripura have Circuit Benches of Oauhati 
BiSh Court in their respective capitals. 

The followiog proposals 
were received from tbe concerned Stat, 
Governments for 'establisbment of Benches

Setting up a Beneh or Orissa Higb 
Court at Berhampur 

*686. SHRI SOMNATH RATH: Will 
the Minister of LAW AND JUSTICE be 
pJeased to state : 

(a) whether Government are aware of 
the con~tant demand from the people of 
South Orissa for establishment of a Bench 
of the Orissa High Court at Berbampur, 
District Oanjam; 

(b) whether the establishment of a 
Bench of Orissa High Court at Berhampur 
will benefit Ganjam, Phutbani together with 
Kalahandi and Bolangir districts being 
contiguous and undeveloped districts of 
South Orissa and mostly inhabited by 
backward Scheduled Castes and Scheduled 
Tribes; and 

(c) whether Government propose to 
establish at Berhampur a Circuit Bencb of 
Orissa High Court in case it was Dot 
possible to establish 'a permanent Bench 
there? 

THE MINISTER OF LAW AND 
JUSTICE (SHRI A.K. SEN): (a) to (c). 
The Government of Orissa have intimated 
that they aware of the demand from the 
people of South Orisla to establish a Bench 
of the Orissa High Coun at Berbampur 
and establishment of such a Court will help 
tbe people of Oanjam. Phulbani, Kalahandi 
and Bolan,ir djstricts. The State Govem-
ment have stated that establishment of a 
permanent .. Bench at this juncture is not 
possible becaus~, of absence of necessary 
infrastructure and other . facilitits and that 
establishment of Circuit Court at Betbampur 
also depends. OD availability of Court oftice 
aDd other facilities.. ' 

Action in the matter of establishment 
of Benches of Higb Courts is taken by the 
Government of India only on receipt of 
proposals from tbe State Governments. 
No Proposal in this regard hes been 
received from tbe Government of Orissa. 

SHRI A. CHARLES : Sir. from tbe 
answer of the Minister to part <a> of tbe 
question, it is seen that Gujarat, Kerala. 
Madhya Pradesh and Orissa have neither 
the principal seat of the High Court Dor a 
Bench of the H iab Court located in their 
State capitals. ]0 Kerala, Jot of di1ficuJtica 
have been experienced by the Government 
siner. there is not even a Bench of the Biab 
Court in tbe State Capital. The information 
required by the High Court on various 
cases cannot be given at proper time 
because of tbe distance. There is lot of 
admini&trative inconvenience and all that. 
May I know from the Minister whether a. 
a matter of policy Government will consider 
favourably the Question of establishinl a 
Bench of the HiSh Court in the State 
Capitals where there are no Benches, provid-
ed the Government concerned usures tbe 
necessary facilities for starting tbe Beach? 

SHRI A.K. SEN.: If the proposal 
comes from the Government of Kerala, 
tbe matter win certainly be considered. 

SHRI A. CHARLES : Sir. my 
second supplementary is this : I am afraid 
tbat the answer liven to my queltioD, 
(b) and (c) is not factually correct. ,I 
specificaJly know tbat some ,years back, the 
Government of Ketala hal requested tbe 
-Centre for providing a Bench of. tbe Rish 
Court at Trivlodrum. In 1957 in the wake 
of the lteat agitation that rocked the S __ 
capital, Sri Eswara Iyer wa. elected, to tbll
