(SHRI P. C. SETHI): As far as the
Supplementary Demands for grants in
respect of Bihar are concerned, the
main items of cxpenditure on re-
venue account are Rs, 138 lakhs on
account of drought and flood relief
operations, Rs. 118 lakhs for grants
to Universities for meeting increase
in expenditure on account of impro-
ved pay scales to the stafl of Univer-
sities and to teaching and non-teach-
ing stafl of the constituent colleges,
Rs. 50 lakhs for providing mid-day
meals to the students of primary and
middle schools, Rs. 43 lakhs on ac-
count of payment of arrear bills,
ete, etc., Out of the total amount of
Rs. 718 lakhs, about Rs. 371 lakhs
would be recoverable by receipts.
recoveries eie, and, therefore. the to-
tal cxcess demands are still less.

Apart from that, I would also like
to point out that, as far as the Fourth
Plan outlay is concerned, Bihar has
benefited the most in terms of the
Fifth Finance Commission’s recom-
mendations. In the Fourth Plan out-
lay for Bihar, the State Government’s
own resources are Rs. 103.61 crores
while the Central assistance will be
to the tune of Rs. 338.00 crores. thus.
the total will be Rs. 44161 crores.
The Central assistance thus for Bi-
har would be 765 per cent of the to-
tal Plan outlay of the State. This
proportion. as compared to the Plan
assistance which hag increased from
475 per cent to 65 per cent and then
69.5 per cent and now reaching the
figure of 76.5 per cent. is considerably
on the very cood side. T would also
like to mention that this has happen-
ed on account of the formula which
has been adooted for the backward
areas and backward States bv the
National Development Courcil. Bi-
har has benefited by this.

T would not like to go into the de-
tails at this moment. T reallv share
the concern and anxiety of the hon.
members, Shri Madhukar, Shri Ram-
sekhar Prasad Singh, Shri Beni Shan-
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kar Sharma, Shri Mandal, Shri Satya
Narain Singh, Shri Mudrika Sinha
and Shri Kedar Paswan, that as far
as Bihar’s poverty and backwardness
is concerned, special effort has to be
made, and I am quite sure that on
account of this Plan outlay this could
be done: as far as Central assistance
is concerned, we are moving in that
direction.
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Anxiety has also keen shown that
the President’s rule is there and,
therefore, the democratic forum
which should have been given to
the people of Bihar, is being denied.
I would only like to say that it is
upto the local legislators to decide
and find out a solution to this pro-
blem and I am quite sure that the
hon, Members who have shown their

concern herc in this respeet will
move in that direction,
As far as the other complaints

which have been cited here by the
hon. Members with regard to specific
charges of corruption or with regard
to the trouble which the people
might be facing on account of any
lack of appreciation or dereliction
of duty on the part of Government
officials is concerned, if any specific
complaints arc brought to the notice
of the Government, we will certain-
ly look into them. At this moment,
as far as these demands are concern-
ed, they are very limited and I hope
that the House will pass them,

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: Now I
will put all the cut motions in res-
pect of the Supplementary Demands
for Grants for Bihar to the vote of
the House.

All the cut motions were put and
negatived.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: Now
the question is:

“That the respective Supplemen-
tary sums not exceeding the
amounts shown in the third column
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of the Order Paper be granted to
the President out of the Consolida-
ted Fund of the State of Bihar to
