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STATEMENT RE : ARRESTS OF 
M. PS. IN KUTCH AREA 

THE MINISTER OF HOME AFFAIRS 
(SHRI Y. B. CHAVANj: According to 
information received from the Gujarat 
Government, the District Magistrate, 
Kutch, issued an order on April 20 under 
Section 144 Cr. P. C. prohibiting entry 
into the Rann of Kutch. The order 
specified that s.tyagrahis would not be 
permitted to proceed beyond. particular 
point from where they planned to enter 
the prohibited area. On April 21, when 
satyagrahis reached that point, the police 
officers drew their attention to' the pro-
hibitory order but the satyagrahis proceeded 
into the prohibited arca. They were 
accordingly givcn directions to leave the 
area under section 68 of the Bombay 
Police Act which lays down that all persons 
shall be bound to conform to the reason-
able directions of a police officer given in 
fulfilment of any of his duties UDder that 
Act which include prevention of commis-
sion of even DoD-cognizable offences 
within his view. As the satyagrahis did 
Dot leave the prohibited area, they were 
restrained and removed by the police UDder 
section 69 of the Bombay Police Act. The 
five M. Ps. aDd other leaders were takeD 
by State Transport buses to Gandhidham 
which is the Dearest railway statioD about 
28 miles from Khavda.
