ARCHITECTS BILL-(Contd.)

SHRI PILOO  'MODY ' (Godhira) :
Mr. Chairmaa, Sir, yesterday, I was in the
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process of congratulating the Government
for having brought forward this Bill after
25 years of consideration. After having
congratulated them yesterday, I have to
congratulate them again today, because it
is now 25 years and one day. I must also
congratulate the Minister for, be is really
fortunate in being the successor to a long
line of Education ‘Ministers who had tried
to bring this measurc and had not succeed-
ed to this day.

Sir, as you know, this Bill is a non-
controversial one. It is non-controversial
because all it merely seeks to do isto
protect the word “‘Architect’, I think, the
Architects of this country would have liked
very much had the Bill been much strcnger
and protected the profession of Architec-
ture, But, unfortunately, the conditions of
this country being as they are, it was not
possible and it would not get the necessary
support to protect the profession but it was
still necessary that the title ‘Architect’
should be protected. And therefore this
Biill does nothing other than merely protect
that title,

According to this Bill, those who are
qualified as Architects 'in  our country
should be allowed to register themselves as
Architects. All those who have been
earning their livelihood as architects will
register themselves as.
Architects. What is the position in future ?
Not only will all those who have an archi-
tectural qualification be permitted to practice-

- architecture, but anybody else also can do

the same thing provided

h

they do not call

As 1 said, this.
Biil is so very non-controversial that I do
do .not wish to make a lengthy speech on
the subject.

There are a couple of Amendments that
which I have suggested which, at thkis point.
of time I would advocate for the considera-
tion of the Minister and of the House.

One: of the main amendments which I

think is basic' to the " healthy growth of

architecture is that ‘the professional body
this country

practice of #nchitecture. This is the prac-
tice that is followed m ‘Tnany countries. 1
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‘shall -give you some background in this
regard. Even in the newly emerging count-
ries of Africa, the Institute of Architects
-is the sole representative body ofthe profes-
sion .and its membership is considered
as an adequate qualification for being
put on the register. In Great Britain, not
only is the registration done by the insti-
tute but actually the Council of The Royal
Institute of British Architects is the regis-
tering body. But here, according to the
Bill, we have created another body which
is going to be a separate body in addition to
the Council of the Indian Institute of
Architects. Therefore, I strongly recom-
mend that Part II of the Schedule which
deals with qualifications, should include
membership of the Indian Iastitate of
Architects also.

There are several qualifications in the
past that have, for no fault of the students
concerned, beea some what below
par, The State Governments have started
courses which have not been acceptable

either to the profession or to the
Central Government or the
UPSC. Although the Bill  seeks

to establish standards, it must be realised
that there is a large body of people, for
instance, who have passcd the Maharashtra
“Government diploma course which was
started in 1956; there is a large body of
students who went through that five-year
course, and it-was no fault of theirs that
the course was not up to the required
s:andard, It is only with hindsight that
we have starded investigating this case and
-declared that it was not up to the mark.
All those students who have come out of
that course have been practising architecture
for the last few years, and since they are
-qualified under another provision of the
Bill, therefore. I would stroagly recommend
that this qualification also should be
dncluded within the prescribed qualifications
in Schedule B.

There are a few other courses like the
-course that was started at the Govern-
ment School of Euogineering at Rasul.
‘Those who have-passed out of that course
must be something like 60 to 65 years old.
If you take the sum total of the work that
‘they do, it could not amouat to very much
not more than a few stray buildings over
the whole country. I think there must
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beabout 25people affected. I would strongly
suggest that this qualification such as the
one awarded by the Rasul school may also
be included in the Schedule.

Thea, take, for instance, the qualifica-
tions of the Kala Bhavan, a course which
was stopped in 1951, and all those who
passed out of it would be entitled to
register under clause 25 (b) of the Bill. So,
it would be doing then an injustice if they
werc not included in the Schedule as it
stands. Some of them are today holding
the highest government jobs, apd senior
appointments in government service. The
course has for a long time been converted
to what is today knuown as the B. Arch.
course of the M, S. University, Baroda.
Therefore, I would recommend to the hon.
Minister and I would urge the House to
louk at this point from the point of view of
compassion and humanity, because the
entire Bill has been oriented to that, The
Bill has been oriented to that. The
Bill has been oriented to permit
everybody who has been practising architec-
ture to continue to do so that there is no
disruption in the life of anybody
engaged today in building activity,

Having done so, you will find ultimately
a register which will have the names of about
3,000-5,000 architects and about 20.00u-
50,100 people and would be of th: educa-
tional background of overseers, surveyors,
engineers and other people connccted with
ths building trade, When you have a regis-
ter as composite as that, it would be too
picky to insist on specific qualifications. I
thiok it would be doing on injustice. We
have gone at this for 25 years and evolved
a formula which does not injustice to any-
body. I strongly recommended that at this
last moment we do not become pattvminded
picky or choosy about specific qualifications
which when put together do not amouat to
very much,

SHRIMATI TARA SAPRE (Bombay-
North-East) : I was a member of the Joint
Committee, The origional Bill was very
much objected to by the engineering profes-
sion, and the whole engineering profession
was very much disturbed, ‘but in the Joint
Committee we have thrashed out many
points and given an impartial judgement in
the form of the revised Bill, I fully agree
with Mr. Piloo Mody that the architects Bill
is nothing but a registration of architects.
The Architects Bill is meant to protect the
title and the architect, not the profession of
the architect.

In our country "which is undeveloped
the architect’s work is mainly perfurmed by
the civil engineers. And at present the
leading civil engineers are also very well
known architects. In view of this fact, the
importance given to the architect should be
on the same basis. In fact the work of the
architect is mainly with designing of the
building-elevation, aesthetic sense. But the
constructional part of the building is mainly
done by the Civil, Structural Engineers.

To-day even in the rural areas architects
job is done by the engineers. The Consti-
Autions of architect’s many a time adds a
lot to the cost of the building. So going to
the architect is just like going to the
specialist in medicine. So in view of all
the facts this Bill should be only used as
Registration of Architects where the little
should be protected.

It is a fact the large number .of civil en-
gineers who are at present practising as
Engineers-Architects should not ‘be barred
after the passing of this Bill. .Also ihose
engineers who are likely to come in this field
should not be barred from practising . archi-
.tecture. In view of this fact that a large
number.-of Engineers are unemployed at pre-
sent, they should not be deprived of their
right of earning their livelihood by practising
designing, planning and construction of thz
bui'dines. This is well known that this pro-
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fession has come into existence in our coun-
try only recently; as such there is limited
number of architects in the profession.

There are a large number of engineers
in this profession and their interest should
be protected. In the end I would like to
emphasise that the architects and engineers
are complimentary to each other. 1 have
given twd an:nim:ots; one is to recognise
the diploma in architecture awarded by the
Governnent of Miharashtra.  This modi-
fication is very ne:essary. For the last four-
1een years, these dip'oma holders are doing
their job successfully. They are in the
Central Government Service also. It is
ridiculous for the Government to ask these
diploma nholders who are in this archi-
tectural field to pass the examination of the
five year Diploma Course If those Diploma
Holders are derecognised at this stage, who
had completed the course initially prescribed
by Government, I thiok the public at large
will lose faith in the Government’s authority
of giving degrees or diplama.

There are 2,500 diploma holders who
will be effected if this Bill is passed without
this amendment. There is no reason why
they should be put to these hardships. My
second amendment is to o-nit lines 34 and
35 in the Schedule.

-There is no reason why a certificate of
fellowship awarded by the Frank Lloyd
Wright foundation of the United States
should be accepted in comparision to Bacho-
lar’s Degree or Diploma or Doctor’s degree.
The Indian Institute of Architect should be
asked to produce a list of persons holding
such a certificate who are practising in I~dia
to find out whether it is only a person
having vested interest or there is a large
number of persons having these certificates.
When Government wants to derecognise some
2,500 deploma holders with 14 years expe-
rience, the same Government recognised a
Certificate course of foreign Government
for some persons who are influential in the
Government. Public will strongly oppose
this move. Therefore I have moved these
two amendments I want to know from the
hon. Minister categorically whether he wants
to derecognise the our diploma while
recognising the foreign diploma I had
referred to.
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SHRI C. K. BHATTACHARYYA (Rai-
ganj) : Mr. Chairman, Sir, the hon Minis-
ter yesterday stated that the Bill was
intented to protect the architects. Mr. Piloo
Mody wanted that the Bili should protect
the profession. The hon. Minister wanted
to protect designation, while Mr. Piloo
Mody wanted that the profession should be
protected.

“Would have wanted,” Let it be so. I want
that the Bill should protect the Indian arti-
tectuyge itself. When I was scrutinising the
provisions from that point of view, whether
the Bill in any way would help Indian archi-
tecture-I have been scrutinising the qualifi-
cations entered 1n the Schedule, Part I and
Part II from that angle-whether the quali-
fications prescribed there for the Indian
architects would help to create architects
who would be able to revive, develop and
protect Indian architecture, I felt that in
future somebody will have to give some
thought to architecture itself. 1f the archi-
tect is to be protected if that is the object
and if architecture is not protected, what is
the use of protecting the designation of the
architect ?

The object of the Bill, as is stated, is 10
protect not only the architects but also to
protect the public from unqualified archi-
tects. That is the object, I believe that
has been served by prescribing the qualifi-
cations in the schedule to the Bill. But, as
I have stated, the question, of having a real
representation of Indian architecture in the
erection of the buildings undertaken on
bebhalf of the Government is a matter to be
considered.

The circumstances which led to the
introduction of the Bill as stated are that
“There is a tremendious amount of building
activity in consequence of the industrial
and the impl i of the
various Plans,” There is a tremendious
amount of building activity in India now,
and therefore, this Bill is needed. I say this
was an occasion which might be utilised to
help the Indian architecture itself to be re-
vived, developed and protected. But 1 am
afraid that, advantage has not been taken

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of the opportunity of doing the same. Ins-
tead of helping the Indian architecture, what
we are having today is the import of what
should be called matchbox architecture
from the west, which is disfiguring our land-
scape in the capital cities of India, What is
happening in Delhi and Calcutta today is
matchbox construction which is an eye-sore
to the people and which disfigures the land-
scape of the entire city. I think something
should be done in this regard, to which I
wish to draw the attention of the Govern-
ment,

In this matter, I wish to state an expe-
rience of my own. When Bhubaneswar was
being constructed as the new capital of
Orissa, somenow-it may be a hobby-I
thought that in the fitness of things the new
structures that would come up should be
consistent with the architectural remains that
we find in the Bhubaneswar city all around.
1 came to Delhi, and Shri Hare Krishna
Mahatab was at that time in the Central
Ministry-and met him and requested him to
see if he could use his influence to persuade
the Government to have the new structures
in Bhubaneswar to be inkeeping with Indian
architecture already there.

With that object in view, I myself
went to Cuttack and saw the Vice-Chanc-
ellor of the University, Mr. Chintamani
Acharya, I requested him that he might
ask the students of the university to study
the architecture that was there, with the
assurance that if they completed the study,
they might be given doctorates in those
subjects and with the experience they would
gain, they could help the new structural
engineers who were in charge of building
the capital to have Indian architecture newly
revived in the matter of reconstruction of
Bhubaneswar. I do not know what was
done, But I got this information from my
friend, Prof, Nirmal Kumar Bose, regarded
as an expert in Indian architecture of Orissa,
that he was called by the authorities and
told, “We would pfepare our structures as
we like, Would you put in some of your
things here and there, so that what we
build would look like Indian architecture 7*
Nirmal Babu said this could not be done
and if they wanted to put it in ‘the form of
Indian architecture, the whole basis had to
be changed. But to that the modern engi-
neers were not agreeable. So, Nirmal Babu
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went away disappointed. And, we have the
new capital completely inconsistent with the
surroundings, That was my grievance which
should have been attended to,

In this country, during different periods
of rule, we have had the revival of different
types of architecture, We have the remains
of Hindu architecture, the Buddhist archi-
cec.ure, the Pathan architecture, the Moghul
architecture and so on.Even during the British
period,we have the remains of the first period
of British architecture and the latest period
of British architecture in the Buildings of
New Delhi. But during the period of
running of this Government, no new type
of architecture has been revived or put up
before the architects or before the people.
In this matter, our Government has not done
its task as fully as it should have done.

The Moghul emperors are regarded as
great builders, The greatest of them was
Shahjahan, who built so many things which
are wonders of the world e¢ven today. In a
way. Pandit Nehru himself was a great
builders; he built many structures, but my
grievance is that the structures are not in
keeping with the Indian architectural siyle
and technique, In the south, we have the
Pallava, the Chola, the Cbalukya and Dravi-
dian architecture. In the north, we have the
Nagara architecture, All these types of
architecture might have been studied and
utilised, But nothing has been done, To
that [ would draw tbe attention of the Mini-
ster, so that he may in future find out
whether some things can be done for Indian
architecture and not merely stop by prote-
cting the designation o. architect.

SHRI S. KUNDU (Balasore) : After
its introduction, the Bill went to the Joint
Committee and was passed by the Rajya
Sabha. In this process some  controversy
bas arisen, and I think that this controversy

. was very much necessary. At least through
this controversy we come to. know actually
where the engineer sitands and where the
architect stands. I am not holding any
body's brief here. ~We have been told that
the architects need this Bill to protect their

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designation, they do not want to protect
their profession or any special provision »0
that they will be the only persons, so far as
this architectural profession is concerned,
who will be consulted always through this
legislation. I was reading through the evi-
dence given by the President of the Indian
Institute of Architects. There he bas put
the matters very clearly, when be szid :

“*So we approzched the Goveroment of
India and submitted there is need to
start with 10 protect ke iitle ‘architect’
at least, In my memorandum 1 bave
pointed out that the Bills are normally
of two kinds, the protection of the title
‘archiiect” and the protection of the
practice of architecture.’

I do not want to go into it further,
Later on when he was asked a question by
Mr. Hem Barua :

““If this Bill is adopted in Parliament,
would it not mean the protection of the
profession 7"

he replied :

“It would be for the help of the public.”

I do not exactly know how it is and I
request the bon. Minister to explain it. The
fear that has arisen in the minds of thou-
sands of engineers in our country-I do not
bold anybody’s brief-is that once this Bill is
passed. those of them who had been prac-
tising as architects will be rendered unem-
ployed. This Bill was revised drastically in
the Joint Committee. 1 have a little fear
when I look into this provision in clause
34(2). Certain qualifications bad been pres-
cribed and certain mackinery had been
evolved to get one self registered. But this
clause creates a little trouble for me.

““After the expiry of one year from the
date appointed under sub section (2) of
section 24, a person who is not registered
in the register shall not, except with the
sanction of the Central Goveroment hold
any appointment as architect under . the
Central or State Government or in any
school or college.....”

Here the question of appointment has
come specifically. These appoin'mepts have
teen given only for them not for the other
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engineers who are also doing architectural
work, Unless this point is cleared, doubt
will stil} persist in the minds of many engi-
neers, Perhaps one of the most inmportant
benefits which they had been hdving taken
been away may, be indirectly this bene-
fit had been taken away. Mr. Piloo Mody
would be slightly unhappy if 1 point out
these things but he himeelf said that he had
no objection to broaden the provision. He
said clearly : we want to protect the title;
we do not to protect the profession,

Coming to the amendment 1 have given,
1 have tried to allay the fears of practising
engineers. 1 do not want to read the whole
of my amendment. It means that you give
preference to those architects who are regis-
tered. It says here that only those who are
registered will be appointed I have slightly
modified it to the effect that the architects
registered under the Act should be given
preference. I hope the hon. Minister would
see my amendnent, He is a very reasonable
man and he can understand that these fears
are there of many engineers. So he should
try to accept this amendment.

1 have also given some other amend-
ments where the qualifications have been
prescribed,

MR. CHAIRMAN : The hon. Member’s
time is up.

SHRI S. KUNDU : Give me three or
four minutes, Sir. In respect of those qua-
lifications, I have suggested that the certi-
ficate of fellowship awarded by the All
India Association of Consulting Engineers
and Architects, New Delhi, and praotical
experience of architects at least for a period
of three years should be included. The
practical experience for civil engineers,-who
have acquired a qualification in engineering,
say a degree or diploma-in architecture for
three years should be considered as a quali-
fication and they should also be included
in the register of architects. I think unless
this is specifically done, doubts will persist.

Apart from this, I entirely agree that
there is need for architects in our country.
‘They say they are much more concerned
with the environment, the society and so on.
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An engineer, perhaps, builds without any
coacern for eanvironment, society, etc,, Of
without any concern to the needs of the
people who have to remain in those buil-
dings or flats, 1 feel that there have been
earlier also, many big engineers who have
been very important architects. For instance,
you know the name of the famous architect,
Frank LloydWhight who had been one of the
most renowned architects in the world; he
has been a famons engineer with perhaps
no basic qualification in architecture, Any-
way, the point is, this. When I see big pal-
atial and modern buildings in Bombay and
other places coming up in the country, I
feel that Indian architects must be more
concerned with the needs of our country.
When I go round the villages in my consti-
tuency, I feel many crores of houses are
needed. But I have never found any scheme
for any architectural or engineering impor-
tance being formulated to put up houses
which would be cheap and also durable
for the people. I have only seen some of
the army eagineers having built some hous-
es, but they cost fantastic amounts like
Rs. 25,000 or Rs, 26,000 each. If we can-
not think of some sort of correlation and
consideration to the two important wings of
our constructional engineering-architects and
civil engineers-and ask them to see how
good and cheap houses could be built in
our country, I think there is no future for
the country. Unless an engineer or an archi-
tect is concerned with the needs of the
country, perhaps the utility of that engineer
or architect is not there. Therefore, some-
thing should be done, regarding this, and
some positive criterion for buildings must
be evolved, so that our engineering and
architectural genius is made to reflect the
needs of our country.

In this connection, I would like to give
a suggestion. In Bombay, lots of people
live on the foothpaths and at the time of
rains and shivering cold in winter, they
somehow huddle together somewhere in
somebody's garage or beneath a cot or in
somebodsy’s shop. Could not something
be dooe to them ? Though this is not dire-
ctly connected with this Bill, I would like
to suggest to the Minister the mneed for
doing something for them.

MR. CHAIRMAN : The hon. Member's .
time is up.
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.SHRI S. KUNDU : Two or three minutes,
Sir. We might differ politically as to what
‘happens in China But I would like to draw
the attention of the Minister to one thing.
After the Chinese came to power in 1944
they built in big cities big halls for the poor
people.those people who do not have houses.
.Ithink something of that type should be done
in  big cities here also. particularly where
people come from all parts of India looking
out for jobs, and do not get shelter, The
Government should build some big halls so
that  shelterless people can spend at
least the nights there, and save their
skin from the hazards of bad weather
and also from rain. For this, some money
is of course necessary but resources can be
raised, I see big buildings coming up in
Bombay, on the Malabar Hills, and such
other places, You can tax them on the
basis of something for one square
yard. Ask the people who can afford
to pay. Such people can build there. 1 do
not know where from they get money; most
of them do not get loans from the banks.
The money comes to them from the black
market. I am told the communist regime
in Budapest encouraged black-marketers to
invest their money in buildings. Today with
a population of 53 crores, we need 8 crores
of houses. In the fourth plan, we will have
780 lakhs of houses. For building 8 crores
of houses, we need money. When the Privy
Purses Bill was being discussed, one Maha-
rani was telling me that she needs the privy
purse because she has not such a big palace
in Calcutta that she is employing 30 people
to look after it. If such big houses and pala-
ces are necessary, let them keep those pala-
<es, but you should tax them on the basis
of square ynrds. With the resources thus
made available, you should build houses for
the poor people.

I hope the Minister will consider my
amendments and accept them.
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DISCUSSION RE: SHORTAGE OF FISH
SUPPLY IN WEST BENGAL AND
ASSAM (Contd.)

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BASU (Dismond
Harbour) : Sir, today 1 am raising this
discussion with the sole object or getting a
categorical assurance from the hon. Minis-
ter, our dear friend, Shri Shinde, that the
work for the Roychawk fishing harbour,
which was sanctioned months ago, will be
started within a month because we are mi-
ssing very valuable dry months and we
cannot afford to do it.

What is the position today ? In West
Bengal and Assam fish is being sold from
Rs. 10 to Rs, 20 a kilo. In Silchar the other
day they sold flsh at Rs, 25 a kilo. This is
due mainly to partition and is to be taken
by the Central Government as a national
responsibility. ’

fisheaters and has no other form of protein,
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Mery reccntly an eminent scientist has said
that the brain of a buman being does not
develop if he does not take enough protein
at a particular age group.

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BASU : The fish
famine in West Bengal has happened due to
the ruling party’s close association with ves-
ted interests and politicking with food parti-
cularly in West Bengal and the regions adjo-
ining it.

In the international chart what do we
sce ? In Korea a man consumes 37 kilos
of fish a year; in China 31 kilos and in
India only 2.7 kilos, The catch in Peru, we
see, is 10,520,300 tons, in Japan 86,69,800
tons, in Soviet Russia 60,82,100 tons and in
India just 14 lakh tons for this vast popu-
lation of 500 million people. luis a case of
utter failure and Jack of growth for which
the Central Government should be held squ-
arely responsible,

In West Bengal they have 85 kilometres
of sea front and it is wholly untapped. The
area of the sea-bed available for tapping is
38,856 square miles. The Estimates Commi -
ttee, in their Fortieth Report, have very cle-
arly stated on page 10 :-

““The Committee are unhappy to
note the way in which the deve-
lopment of fisheries in the Bay
of Bengal has been handled. It
appears -that initially no proper
survey was made about the
fisheries in. the Bay of Bengal
and the deep sea fishing opera-
tions undertaken by the-Govern-
ment of West Bengal on a co-
mmerical scale were unproduc-
tive,”

Calcutta alone today needs for 55,50,195
heads, which is grossly underestimated,
about 80,960 metric tonnes of fish. That
works out to 6,350 maunds a day. We are
getting at the moment 40 per cent and no
more We require not Jess than 139 lakh
maunds of fish every year. Our production
today at the most 1s 70 lakh maunds, This
is the outcome of 20 years of Congress.
