'''null the Bill to amend the 
Delhi Development Act, 1957, be _en into consideration." 
Thil! amending Bill is a very inno-
ftnt Bill to the beSt of my under-
standing. There are in it certain pro-
.visions relating to land acquisition 
procedure. In actual practice land 
Will! acquired by the Government 
undu the provisions of the normal 
land acquisition laws. This was done 
in order to give better compensation 
1v the people whose lands were ac-
qui.red. None of the provisions relat-
ing to the acquisition of lands were 
ever utilised and practically all the 
lands that were needed have already 
been acqui.red. As such those pro-
vision. which are redundant and 
'Which have never been utilised are 
propo"ed to be struck off. Apart 
from that thl're is in clause 4 a pro-
vision that the DDA shall constitute 
an advisory council for the purpose 
01 advising the Authority on the pre-
paration of the master plan and zonal 
development plans. As zonal plans 
will be basically a replica of the 
land use plan of the Master Plan 
with some more internal details, there 
will be hardly any need to consult 
the advisory council. The object now 
is to confine the attention of ~  

council to specific matters considered 
"frt tor such consultatkms in regard 
10 preparation of zonal development 
)llans. 

There is no proVlsum in the Act 
at present permitting the setting up 
of committees of the Authoritv to 
-deal with speci1lc ma Hers. It Is pro-
posed to make a new provision autho-
lisin, ~  AuthOrity in this behalf. 
It is .fUrther proposed that such com-

mittees may consist of any of &he 
members of the Authority lIS alIo any 
person or persollB appointed by the 
Authority by virtue of expert know-
ledge and experience. This is the 
chanlle proposed in clause 5. 

Sub-section 2 of section 7 of the 
present Act could be construed .. 
limiting the content of the Master 
Plan to the matters specified therein 
and to preclude inclusion of any 
other items that may be considered 
desirablle or ~ a  The pro-

posed amendment iSi to widen its 
scope by providing that the Master 
Plan may provide for any other mat-
ter which is cOll8idered necessary for 
the proper development of Delhi. 

In clause 7. undel' the provisions ot 
the present Act, the Master Plan has 
become u very rigid docU!Tlent. As 
the Act does not provide any easy 
procedure fol' the sanctioning of any 
d('viations which may be considered 
necessary. As in the process of actual 
development, minor changes will be 
inevitable. unless they can be expedi-
tiously carried out, the  the act\l'!ll 
work of development would be great-
ly hampered from time to time. It is. 
therefore. proposed to add a new sec-
tion to provide for the sanction by 
the Delhi Development Authority of 
modifications to the Master Plan or 
the zon'Sl development plans which 
are not of a substantial nature and 
which involve no change in the land 
uses, population density, etc. How-
ever, the DDA will be required to 
report to the Central Government an)" 
change sanctioned by it under this 
power. 

In clause 8, wh'at is going to be 
done is this. The Delhi Development 
Act, 1957 requirell that nO declaration 
of development areas shall be made 
by the Central Government except 
after consultat.\on with the Delhi 
Development Authority and the Muni_ 
cipal Corporation. As this le>ads to 
abnormal delays, it is proposed that 

-Moved with the recommendatiOill of the PresJdent. 
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a provision should bE' made empower-
ing the Government to declare any 
area in Delhi as a development area 
if it is sat'sfied that this should be 
done, if the views of the Municipal 
Corporation of Delhi or the DDA are 
not received within 30 days of a re-
ference having been made to them. 
Otherwise, thE' reply may not be re-
ceived for a long time, and nothing 
can be done before receiving the re-
plies. Now. a period 30 days has 
been given within which they can 
send a reply. 

Then I come to claUses 9 and 10 and 
provision fOr acquisition of land made 
in sections 15 to 20. I have alre'ady 
mentioned that we are deleting this 
provision as it has neither been used 
nor is likely to be used in the future. 

Then I take up clause 11. Accord-
ing to the scheme of acqfiisition of 
land for planned development of Delhi 
and dipsosal of such land after ac-
quisition, it is intended to place at 
the disposal of the Delhi Development 
Authority a large area out Of the ac-
quired land under the provisions of 
this Act. Some portions of this land 
might fall in the developed areas and 
some in the non-developed areas. In 
view of the provisions of SUb-section 
(2) of section 12, there wilJ be diffi-
culty in the absence of a provISIon 
of the Act, in the way of the DDA car_ 
rying out development of land in the 
non-development area. For instance, 
there maybe need for a slight 
widening of the road in the non-
developed areas. At the present time, 
the DDA is not competent to carry 
out that work in the non-developed 
areas Or spend money on it. If it is 
required to do it in the interests of 
development, it will be useful if 
the Authority could spend money and 
get it done rather than depend upon 
the Corporation or the Municipal 
Committee 'and keep On writing to 
them. Therefore, the powers :Ire 
being taken that if 'necessary, the 
development work could be carried 
out by the DDA in non-development

areas. We propose to remove this de-
fect by making a suitable amend-
ment to section 22 to enable the 
DDA to undertake works of develop-
ment on I'ands placed at the disposal 
of the Authority under section 22. 
even though they do not fall in :I 
development area. 

In claUse 12 what we seek to do ~ 

this. . There is no provision in the 
Act enabl'ng the Authority to borrow 
money [rom any source except the 
Central Government. It is proposed 
to authorise the DDA to borrow money 
from sources other than the Central 
Governmf'nt by way of laans or de-
bentures on such conditions as may 
be approved by the CE'ntral Govern-
ment. This will help thE' Authority 
to take loans from the market should' 
it be necessary for any particular pur· 
POSe or loans from the LIC and the 
likE'. 

~ 

Then about clause 13. provision ls 
to be made laying down that contra-
vention of any terms and cenditiorur 
>a'bout the Use of any land or building 
would constitute a continuing offence, 
th'at is where the contravention was 
not ~  aftcr the first conviction. 
the offender would be liable to the 
punishment with further fine which 
might extend to Rs, 250 for each day 
during which such offence is continu-
ed. 

With regard to clauses 14 and 15, 
the existing provisions of sub-section: 
(l) of sectiOn 30 and sub-section (1) 
Of section 31 are restricted to erection 
of >any building in any development 
area. The powers conferred thereby 
cannot be used, for example, to get 
an unauthorises laying out of road' 
or digging of a tank, etc., removed 
Or stopped. We can stop an unautho-
rised building but If somebody puts 
up 'lin unauthorised road, it is not 
possible. SUPJ)oging thl!J' dig a tank 
in a place where they should not, we 
cannot stop them, Now, powers are' 
sought to be taken to take. care of. 
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this also. This will empower the Ad-
ministrator to have such unauthorised 
development stopped or remove!. 

Then I L'omc to clause 16. The pro-
posed sub-section (tA) of section 30 
\lnd sub-section 3 of section 31 of the 
Bill provide for the frami·ng Of tile 
rules by the Central Government for 
prescribing the procedure which the 
Administrat'lr of the Union Territory 
of Delhi will be required to observe 
before taking any action thereunder. 
The proposed amendment under clause 
16 is, therefore, of a consequential na-
ture. 

Then I come to dause 17. Provision 
is proposed to be made for the service 
of the notice on the person who may 
be found to be carrying out the deve-
lopmoot under objection in addition to 
the service of notice on the owner of 
the land. There is the possibility that 
the owner of the land and the person 
provicling the amenity or undertaking 
the development may be difterent. 
Otherwise, We had only one, but it is 
possible that the two may be diffe-
rent. So We are making a distinction. 

Then there are other changes which 
are more or less of a minor nature. 
For instance the Vice-Chairman was 
a whole-time man. Now, we have 
said that it may be possible to give 
him some other duties a·nd responsi-
bilities if necessary. 

With these words, I would commend 
this amending Bill for the considera-
tion of the House.

Shri Shiv Charan Gupta (Delhi 
Sadar): Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir gene-
rally I support this Bill because it hu 
removed many difficulties of the Delhi 
Development Act and has t!hus tried 
to smoothen the working of the Delhi 
Development Act.

I will urge upon the Mi'Ilister to consi-
der the desirability of adding onE' 
more rE'presentativE' of the Delhi Ad-
visory Committee of the Home Minis-
try. At present therE' are two rep-
resentatives, one from the Lok Sabh.&. 
and thE' other from the Rajya Sabha. 
It will be proper that more represen-
tatives of the people are associated 
with the work of thE' Delhi Develop-
ment Authority as that authority ill 
now E'ngaged on the development of 
Delhi according to the MastE'r Plan 
prepared by it.

The next point which I come ~  is 
that when this Master Plan was pre-
pared there was a provision that there 
will be a metropolitan area in :>elhi. 
Delhi's present area is about 578 square 
miles. It was envisaged that tor the 
metropoli tan area the area should be 
about 800 square miles. In this area 
some area of Uttar Pradesh and some 
area of Punjab are included. Unless 
there is development in ~ adjoin-
ing areas also according to the Master 
Plan and in close co-ordination with 
the Master Plan of Delhi, the future 
of Delhi is likely to be jeopardisl'd. 

A committee was appointed more 
than a year back under the uistin-
,wshed chainnanship Of the Home 
Minister. There were the Chief Min-
isters of U.P. and Punjab and some 
Ministers of the Government of India. 
I am sorry to say that not d single 
meeting has taken plac-e .,0 far. The 
result is that the c<K1rdination which 
was to be effected, the stel's which 
were to be taken-I do not mea.n to say 
that some steps are not being taken 
by the GovernmE'nt of U.P. and the 
Government of Punjab-·have not 
come about. The steps taken by the 
different State Governments are to be 
C<K1rdinated and the development is to 
he co-ordinated along with the deve-
lopment in Delhi. Unless that is done, 
the<re is going to he a great difficulty 
in the implementation of the Master 
Plan. If the planning and development 
is not registered then there are going 
to be very great difficulties in the 
implementatiOn of the Plan. 

Another point is about tile functi(,n-
ing of the Delhi Development Autho-
rity. The Delhi Development Autho-
rity has large chunks of land which 
were transferred to it long ago. I 
appreciate, when the country was 
partitioned in 1947 large number of 
people, lakhs of people, came from 
West Pakistan to this side and they en-
croached upon the land which belong-
ed to the erstwhile Delhi Improvement 
Trust and' now that land has been

difficult problems no doubt. I under-
stand them. But at the slime time 
when we are dealing with such people 
who are illiterate, ~  are labouren, 
who are small workers, who are from 
a very low income group. we must 
have a practical pollcy about '.hem.
