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The Deputy Minister in the Minis-
try of Food anq Agriculture (Shri
Shahnawaz Khan): (a) The cost of
improved implements is subsidised by
the Central Government to the ex-
tent of 25 per cent.

(b) In view of the special develop-
mental needs of the Union Territories,
the quantum of Central subsidy pay-
able to them was raised to 50 per cent
for one year with effect from the
10th June, 1963. On receipt of re-
quests from the Union Territories of
Delhi, Manipur and Andaman &
Nicobar Islands, the grant of en-
hanceqd subsidy of 50 per cent has
been extended to these Union Terri-
torieg till the end of the Third Plan
period.
