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and We are going to do it irrespective 
of ideas and ideologies. We are going 
t:> get aid from any nation that give<;, 
East or West, to drive out the aggr es-
sor. Certainly we are going to stick to 
non-alignment, becaUSe today Ind;.n is 
proUd that it is not a satellite of any 
country in the world. Today 
every other country in the 
world. even in the communist world 
has recognised our bold policy and 
our moral right. Certainly Russia is 
neutral becausp. of our non-alignment 
policy. What it may be tomorraw. t 
do not know. I may also say whatever 
may be difficulties we should fulfil 
our Plan; not only that, we should 
overfulfil the Plan. I do not want to 
repeat the many suggestions given 
here becaUSe I promised to finish in 
five minutes. I would appeal to my 
friends who talk here to remember 
that not only our country but the 
whole world is listening to us. I am 
glad the Swatantra Party Member said 
that in spite of our difficulties and 
differences all should support the 
Government and our Prime Minister. 
That is the truth. When that is so, 
why do people want to say something. 
If they must. they may criticise in 
private but praise them in public; that 
should be the motto. 

Lastly, one word about the commu-
nists. I congratulate them. They are 
skating on thin ice. They are very 
embarrassed. They could not blame 
us for their predicament. Though pub-
licly they say that their policy is con-
tained in this resolution, they have 
not eJq>elled their partymen who hold 
contrary views. Why should they to-
lerate such people for whom interna-
tional politics is more important than 
even motherland? Shri Kumaraman-
galam says that unless we put them in 
the defence councils they were going 
to control the factory workers at the 
peril of the nation. We cannot believe 
when people speak like that. Let them 
by their actions show that they are 
patrioti!, and let them dissociate them-
selves from international communism. 

Let them be Indians first and commu-
nists later and let them prove that 
Indian communists are not like com-
munisls of other countries and for' 
them India comes first and India 
comes last. Lastly, as a woman. I say 
that we place all our services of the' 
women in India. We are not going to 
hesitate to send our husbands and 
brothers and sons to the front line. 
In the second line too every woman 
will work whether as a driver or tele-
phone operator or as a nurse or as a 
cook or a scavenger or road sweeper' 
and we will show by our action that 
Indian women are not far behind. 
Thank you, Sir, for this opportunity.
