ORAL ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS

Conversion of Metre Gauge Line into Broad Gauge Line in Udaipur Division
+#425. Shri Lalji Bllai : Will the Minister of Railways be pleased to state

_ (a) whether his Ministry are considering a proposal to convert metre gauge line into broad
gauge line for facilitating the transportation of rock phosphate and other minerals in Udaipur
Division ; and

(b) if so, the outline of this proposal and the time by which it is likely to be implemented ?’

The Minister of Railways (Prof. Madhu Dandavate) : (a) No, however alternative:
arrangements have been made by way of providing additional line and terminal capacities on:
the existing metre gauge line,

(b) Does not arise,

Shri Lalji Bhai: Sir, Government should take such a step for facilitating the transportation:
of rock phosphate from Hindustan Zinc of Udaipur district. I would like to know the quantity
of rock phosphate that is accumulated there every year and the reasons why it cannot be lifted
therefrom ? Main reason, to my mind, can be the absence of a broad-gauge line there which
should be constructed. Will the Hon’ble Minister look into it ?

- Prof: Madhu Dandavate : In a meeting of the representatives of Rajasthan Government
and the Railway Ministry with Planning Commission held in 1971, it was stated that the pro-
duction of rock phosphate would be of the order of about 700 tonnes in 1971, 2500 tonnes in:
1973 and 5,000 tonnes in 1974. The target for 1974 could not be reached but there we require
wagons for transportation. Wagons have been arranged. No difficulty has been felt so far in
the matter of transportation.

Shri Lalji Bhai : The Hon’ble Minister has stated that wagons etc. have been arranged
for transportation. But these are minor reasons. The main reason is that there is no broad
gauge line there, which should be constr.cted. I would like to know the quantity of rock

phosphate that gets accumulated there year-wise, and that could not be lifted therefrom ?

Prof. Madhu Dandavate ; In the reply, I have stated that we have made several alterna-
tive arrangefrents:; which are as under : ’

‘Loading “point—additional facilities 2+ T'daipur  city.

Providing four additional crossing:stations :at: Nasirabad—Bandanwara, Lanbia—
Mandal, Hamirgarh, Bhilwara,” Sambhupura Nimbahara.

Additional loops at ; Mandal, Gangnar, Rupat.ali.
Extension of loop at : Lanbia, Hamirgarh, Mandsaur.

Providing additional crossing . stations between ::.. Dhodhar, Dalanda, Dhodhar-Jaora,
Mandsaur-Piplia, Nale-Ratlam.

Broadgauge line can be extended upto Sabarmati on the one side and upto Ratlam on the
other side. Capacity has reached saturation at Sabarmati and that is why we have made the
diversion towards Ratlam. Keeoing in view the present financial conditions, these alternative
arrangements are quite fit and in order and by making use of these arrangements and the
INC wagons, there would rot he any difficulty. However, I -assure the Hon'ble Member that
if inspite of these arrangements, work suffered, the suggestion made by him will be given due
-consideration.

Shri Lalji Bhai.: The main thrust of my question.is whether a broad gauge line would
be constructed there ‘or not. . i

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : I have replied to that. We hve made arrangements for the
wagons needed for clearing rock phosphate.”

Shri Bhanu Kumar Shastri ; The reply given' by the Hon’ble Minister is not convincing.
“There is a rock phosphate deposit in Rajasthan and it is also imported from other countries.
It is . eeded most in the South. It is situated on a hill, 8 miles away from Udaipur. Now a
business man loads his rock phosphate on the trucks for being transported to the South India or
Gujarat, unloads it at Udaipur and thereafter he would have to undergo the loading and un-
loading .process ‘at Ratlam for taking it t6 the broad gauge line, This increases th cost so-much
that our rock phosphate bec mes costlier than that imported from abroad. Rajasthan is the
most backwa u State and for want of this facility, it is being deprived of the tevenunes. Will
Government consider the proposal of linking Kharva Chanda, which is one mile away from tiv=
station, at least-by meter gauge, if not by broad gauge, to avoid this repeated loading and un-
loading ? Government of India have already conducted a survey of Kharva Chanda. -

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : I admit, it is a fact that if we had converted into broad gauge, it
would have been a very good-alternativé arrangement.” But the real snag in the conversion is
that we would have to do it for 350 kilometers from Ajmer. It is net possible to convert the
‘small route into broad gauge Therefore, ‘we would have to do it from Ajmer and this involves
& cost of Rs. 35 crores, If we would arrange for this amount, then it would have been a very good
alternative but if we cannot do it, and do not make any other alternative arrangement also, then

this will put us to a considerable loss. Therefore, the second best alternative will be to make some
alternative arrangement., EVCH Maks

_ However, so long as we cannot go in for broad-gauge conversio we will have to ‘consider
in terms of carrying on-the work with the mcter-gauge. I assure the Hon'ble Meniber that
due consideration will be given to the suggestion made by him. ' '

Shri Ramanand Tiwari : Will the Government constitute a committee to look into the

irregularities committed in the matter of promotion of 3500 engineers ?
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Shri H. N. Bahuguna : Sir, there is no need of it because on closely scrutinising this matter
I have found “that in all 931 persoris got promotions and only 604 persons have been recruited .
directly. It adds upto 1535 persons. Out of these the outsiders’ number is 766. These out~
siders were either graduate trainees. or technical assistants.

These fellows joined the service at the lowest level. In fact 341 of them belong to the special
community who would have been recruited on reserved posts. In this way the nun}bcr of those
who have been recruited outside the rules is only 41. The Commission enjoys special powers to
appoint a person in special circumstances by relaxing the rules. When off shore work was.
undertaken some persons had to be appointed in connection with marine engineering, I have
talked to the officer and haye told them to mention the name of anyone person who has begen
appointed in a wrong manner. If any specific case is brought to my notice, I shall look into the
matter. They have not yet mentioned any specific instance. So there is no need of any enquiry -
committee.

Shri Ramanand Tiwari: On the one hand the Government admits that their attention
has been drawn to the report published in “Times of India dated the 8th April. It has also been
advised that the representatives of the Association to s lve the problem by further discussions with
the Chairman of the Commission. Then why thev are not constituting a Committee ?

Shri H N. Bahuguna : When it appeared in the Times of India, I.saw it and sent its cutting
to the Chairman of O.N.G.C. for his comments. After receiving his comments I met with the-
representatives of the Union to get first hand report about grievances. They could not give any
specific case of irregularity. The newspaper report only says that the engineers are sore over the
promotion policy. It was a comment about the general policy. I asked for the proof and
advised them to have further discussions with the chairman because we have to decide certain
matters. For example they are demanding education allowance for their children. At present
we pay this allowance to officers. drawing basic pay upto Rs. 1200/- whereas in Central Govern-
ment it is paid to the persons drawing basic pay. upto Rs. 600/-. I told them. to consider the
difficulties of the country, We have not enough funds to meet this demand. Then they asked
for increase in the conveyance allowance and house rent allowance.

There are other Government Undertakings also. If we accept their demand for enhancement
in their case, it will have direct impact elsewhere also. There are two reasons for the resentment
are being the promotien policy, which is directly connected with. ONGC, and: the other being
their exepectations. We are helpless in accc;l)tiﬁg this. The Chairman of O.N.G.C. sends so
many recommendations to us but we are helpless in accepting these. recommendations in view

of cur weak economy. However, we shalli_ee what we can do in this regards?

Trains Between Delhi and Bombay
*430. Shri Raghavji Will the Minister of Railways be pleased to state:

(a) the total number of passenger trains of Central Railway operating hetween Delhi
and Bombay and for how many years no addition has been made to this number; and

(b) whether there is any proposal to run any new passenger train on the above line
between Delhi and Bombay ?

The Minister of Railways (Prof. Madhu Dandavate) (a) and (b) : A state-
ment is laid on the table of the Sabha. :

Statement

(a) and (b) . Through traffic between Bombay and Delhi moves via Western Railway
route which is ghorter, faster and cheaper. On this reoute the number of trains has been increased:
to six pairs at present. On the Central Railway route there are only two direct train between
Bombay VT and Delhi namely 5/6 Punjab Mail and 57/58 Dadar-Amritsar Express for a long
time. The traffic which was cleared by these trains was largely for stations short of Mathura Jn.
and for stations towards Kanpur, Lucknow and beyond. Apart from diesclising these two
trains and augmenting their loads, Railways have introduced 115/116 Bombay-Lucknow
Express, 137/138 Bilaspur-Nazamudddin Chhatisgarh Express, 201/202 Bombay-Manmad
Panchwati Express and 149/150 Agra-Nizamuddin Qutab Express. By segregating the different
types of traffic and clearing them by indenpendent fast services and also by withdrawing sec-
tional through coaches on 5/6 Pujbab Mail and 57/58 Dadar-Amritsar Express, it has been
possible to cater to the growth of traffiic on this route over period of years. For instance by
introduction of 137/138 Chhatisgarh Express and 115/116 Bombay-Luckney Express eight
through coaches—six between Bombay-Lucknow and two between Delki-Jabalpur have
been withdrawn from Punjab Mail and Dadar-Aroritasr Express thereby releasing accommeo-
dation for through passengers between Bombay VT and Delhi.

Apart from traffic justification, introduction of an ;additional direct train between Bombay
and Delhi has not been found operationally fessible for want of requisite terminal facilities
at Bombay-Delhi/New Delhi and spare line capacity on sections enroute.

Shri Raghavji : Mr. Deputy Speaker, sir, the hon’ble Minister has given three
seasons about the trains running between Bombay and Delhi on Central Railway. The first
reason has been stated as justification of traffic, secondly required terminal facilities and
thirdly inadequate spare line capacity on sections enroute. If the hon'’ble Minister aware of
the fact that the trains being run from sectional Stations ~n Central Railway are not catering
to the needs of the vast area covered by them ? There only two trains from Agra to Jhansi
for Bombay. Secondly in order to inprove ta the requisite terminal facilities Dadar in
Bombay and Nizamuddin in Delhi have been made terminal stations where most of the
trains terminate. ‘This has removed the inconvenience. Only two trains have been running
for the last fifty years. What is the difficulty before the Government to increase their

number ?
. Prof. Madu Dandavate : The traffic between Bombay and Delhi moves via Western
Railway route., because it is shorter as well as cheaper and'is also most eonvenient from the

point of view of speed. Qur experience is that most of the ‘passengers travel by this route.
Therefore, six pairs of trains have been increased on this route.

10
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So far as Central Railway is concerned, I would like to inform you that according to.
the figures available with us, the number of passengers is rather high who travel direct from
Bombay to Delhi on Western Railway. But so far as passenger traffic on Central Railway
is concerned most of the passengers like to travel upto Kanpur, Lucknow, Agra and some
of them upto Mathura Station. So most of the passenger load direct from Delhi to Bombay
is cleared by Western Railway. We have, therefore manage to increase traffic capacity in
trains running on direct routes. In order to decrease the traffic load on these trains we
have introduced Bombay-Lucknow Express, Bilaspur-Nizamuddin Chhattisgarh Express, Bom-
bay-Manmad Paichvati Express and Agra-Nizamuddin Kutab Express. Previously through
coaches used to be attached to Punjab Mail and Dadar-Amritsar Express trains for passengers.
travelling to Lucknow and other places. But these have now been withdrawn for releasing
accommodation for through passengers for Bombay.

The other question has been raised about terminal capacitay. We are paying our attention
to this aspect also. If terminal capacity of Dadar-Bombay line increases in the near future
we would introduce more trains on this route. But so far as the present position is concerned,
I cannot say anything.

Shri Raghavji : The hon’ble Minister has just repeated his original reply, he has.
not said anything new. My contention was that there are only two. trains from Agra to
Bombay enroute Jhansi and other sectional stations and there is heavy traffic in these trains.
so that passengers have to travel on the roofs of the coaches.

Thirdly, the hon’ble- Minister has mentioned about the additional capacity of sectional
Railway lines. I want to know from him in this regard the efforts made for increasing the
capacity of the sectional lines during the last fifty years. I want to know the number of such
sectional lines where there is no double railway line and when this capacity is likely to be-
increased so that arrangements may be made to introduce a Janta Express train between
Bomaby and Delhi on Central Railway ?

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : As I have said we are trying to increase terminal capacity
and line capacity as well. T would like to assure the hon member that efforts will be made-
to increase the number of trains on Central Railway also.

Shri Chhabjram Argal : Rajghat Bridge on. Dhaulpur and: Madhya Pradesh: boader
on Agra-Bombay roid and Couting bridge have given way with the result that there is a traffic
jam there. Only Railway traffic is in operation. This has caused great difficulty to the

passengers. In view of this will the Minister arrange to increase the number of additional
passenger as well as goods trains ?

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : [ shalldifinjtely look- ingo .this suggestion..

Shri Pramanand Govindjiwala : The hon’ble Minister has said that there is heavy-
traffic between Bombay and Delhi on Western Rajlway. I want to know from him whether
seats are available in the first and Second Class in both the: trains on Central Railway ?-

Secondly, is. it g fact that the train services between Bhusawal and Itarsi sector were
reduced during 1965 war and these services; have not been: resumed so far ?

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : I have already mentioned that there is: heavy passenger-
traffic on these trains at present. But most of the rush has been cleared with the introduction
of additiona] trains. The capacity, of these trains.has increased affer withdrawing sectional
through coaches. for Lucknow, and. other stations. But the  rush of traffic still' persists
there. As has been mentioned there is need to introduce one. additional train, for- which
efforts will' be made.

Shri Jagdambi Prasad Yadav : This problem can be solved to a great extent if
~double-decker coaches are introduced.

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : Double decker coaches will not be introduced for long-
distance journeys.

Suri Mohd. Shafi Qureshi : The train being operated between Delhi and Jaipur-
should be extended upto Ajmer, because there is no train during.day. time.

Prof. Madhy Dandivate : Some Members have suggested this and we are giving a
thought to that. But I cannot give you.a definite assurance at.this moment..
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Shri Mohd. Shafi Qureshi : Please extend it after due consideration.
Prof. Madhu Dandavate : It is under consideration.

Shri N.K. Shejwalkar : I am sorry that even to-day we are getting the same reply
regarding running more trains on this line, which we have been hearing since last so many

"years.

You again talk of line capacity. Since then a number of trains have been introduced
towards south, bat not a single train has been increased between Delhi and Bombay. Only
two trains—Pathankot Express and Punjab Mail— are there since long. I also wrote you
‘about this, and 1 was informed that the matter will be considerd. I again request that this
demand should be met.

Prof. Madhu Daadavate : I have not forgotten the demands I made from the oppo-
sition benches. I may as sure you that the matter is under active consideration and concrete
steps will be taken.

There are specific recruitment rules for filling up these
two posts, which have been finalised in consultation with the UPSC. In accordance with  the
normal procedure,pending filling up of these posts in a regular manner ad hoc appointments are
permissible under the powers vested in the Government. Accordingly, the post of Nideshak,
Rajbhasha is at present filled by drafting an officer with the required qualifications from All
India Radio. Another officer has also been drafted from a State Government to fill the post of Joint

Director, Official Language, until regular appointments are made.

(¢) The senior posts in the Railway Board which consist of both technical and other Secre-
tariat posts are filled by drafting officers of appropriate seniority and suitability from the different
Railway Service cadres and by appointment of Railway Board Secretariat Service officers.
In respect of a number of ex-cadre posts, the filling up of which is done in accordance with the
appropriate recruitment rules specified for the purpose, at soc appointments wherever necessary
are made with the approval of the Government. All such at hoc appointments are reporled to

the U.P.S.C.

(d) No departure from the accepted procedure has been made. The selection for the
post of Nideshak Rajbhasha is in the process of being finalised by the U.P.S.C. The post of
Joint Director (Official Language) was temporarily filled on an ad Aoc basis by secondment of an
officer from the State Government. The Recruitment Rules for this post are now under revision
and as soon as they are finalised in consultation with the U.P.S.C., the post will be filled up on

a regular basis.

Production of Fertilizers

3186. Shri Meetha Lal Patel : Will the Minister of Petroleum and Chemicals and
Fertilizers be pleased to state :

(a) w_vhcthcr Government are aware that the fertilizer factories are not producing according
to their installed capacity ;

(b) if so, the number of such factories and whether Government have tried to ascertain
the reasons therefor ;

(c) whether the prices of fertilizers have gone up considerably during the last two years and
the production of fertilizers is very low as compared to its demand ; and

(d) the remedial measures proposed to be taken by Government in this regard ?

The Minister of Petroleum and Chemicals and Fertilizers (Shri H. N Bahuguna):
(a) and (b). The total production as well as capacity utilisation for both Nitrogen and Phosphate
In 1976-77 has improved as compared to the previous year.

Fertilizer plants in the country can be broadly categorised into three categories as under :

(i) Old plants and those with built-in construints.
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(i) Stabilised plants.
(iii) New plants.

Plants in category (i) are not capable of operating anywhere near their rated capacity be-
cause of ageing condition of plant and equipment or because of certain other built-in technical
constraints, such as, want of feed stock of the right quality, defective designs and equipmenls
and obsolescence of technology in certain sections of some of the plants.

Plants in category (i) are capable of operating near their rated capacity, subject to the

;Ya}i;labﬂity of necessary inputs. Capacity utilisation of plants in this category has been quite
igh. :

Category (iii) consists of the newly commissioned plants which are faced with teething

troubles in the first year of their operation and which take at least two years for stabilising their
operations.

. Itis the constant endeavour of the Government to maximise capacity utilisation by identify-
ing constraints and taking necessary remedial measures by way of replacement/renewals and
debottlenecking schemes, to overcome these constraints.

__ (c) and (d). Prices of fertilizers have not gone up during the last two years ; on the contrary
it has been revised downwards on a number of occasions during this period.

The requirements of potash are being met entirely from imports as there is no indigenous
production of potash in the country.

The figures of estimated consumption and production of fertilizers in 1975-76 and 1976-77
are as under :

In respect of Nitrogenous and Phosphatic fertilizers, substantial portion of the demand is

being met from out of indigenous production and imports as necessary are organised to bridge
the gap between indigenous availability and demand. '

A large programme of setting up new fertilizer plants is also under implementation to narrow
the gap between indigenous availability and demand for fertilizers.

Allotment of Petrol Pumps and Gas Agencies to Educated Unemployed

3187. Shri Mahi Lal : Will the Minister of Petroleum and Chemicals and Fertilizers
be pleased to state:

(a) the city-wise number of educated unemployed persons who were given agencies for

petrol, diesel pumps and cooking gas, sqpa.ratcly by Indian Oil Corporation throughout the country
during the years 1975-76 and 1976-77.

(b) the number of petrol pumps, diesel pumps and gas agencies out of them given to educated
unemployed youths belonging to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes and the number of
applications still under consideration ; and

(c) whether Government would ensure that the aforesaid agencies are given only to Sche-
duled Caste and Scheduled Tribe youths until the reserved quota is completed ?

The Minister of Petroleum and Chemicals and Fertilizers (Shri H. N. Babuguna):
(a) to (¢). Till Octobtr, 1969, Indian Oil Corporation (IOC) was awarding its agencies on
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commercial considerations. In November, 1969, the policy was changed, and IOC’s dealer-
ships/agencies were awarded to unemployed graduates/engineers etc. coming from the low income
group families, This policy continued till November, 1971. After the war in December, 1971,
this policy was superseded and a scheme was evolved by which all IOC’s dealerships/agencies
were awarded to disabled defence personnel, war-widows, dependents of th se killed or missing
in war and ex-servicemen, on the recommendations of the Director General of Resc!:tlemcnt,
Ministry of Defence. This scheme has been kept in abeyance from 1-2-1975. During the
years 1975-76 and 1976-77, IOC did not have the policy for awarding agencies to educated
unemployed. Effective from 1-1-1974, IOC are reserving 25 per cent of the agncies (excluding
‘B’ site outlets) for Scheduled Castes/Scheduled Tribes candidates. As on 31-3-1977, YOG has
awarded g “A’ site retail outlets (Petrol and Diesel pumps) to Scheduled Caste/Scheduled Tribe
candidates out of the 49 outlets newly opened since 1-1-1974 Similary, 18 out of 71 new Cooking
Gas agencies (excluding agencies converted from sub-distributorships to distributorships and
those allotted to the Directorate General of Resettlement Nominees) were awarded to Scheduled
Caste/Scheduled Tribe candidates during this period. Thus IOC has so far bee.1 able to ensure
the allocation of agewcies to Scheduled Castes/Tribes in accordance with the  reservation

prescribed. .

(a) The per ton cost of manufacture of Urea and phosphatic fertilizers in the public sector factories
varies from plant to plant depending upon such factors as feedstock used, process adopted, age
of the plant, location, cost of utilities etc.

The retail prices of the three main nitrogenous fertilizers viz. Urea, Calcium Ammonium
Nitrate and Ammonium Sulphate are statutorily controlled. Presently their prices are :—

Urea . 1650 per tonne
Caleium Ammonium Nitrate 1015 per tonne”
Ammonium Sulphate 935 per tonne (50 kg)
925 per tonne (100 kg)

The prices of phosphatic fertilizers are not under statutory control. However, in terms
of the price support scheme in vogue from March, 1976, the maximum - selling prices of complex
phosphatic fertilizers have been fixed by Government. The prices now prevailing are as in
Annexure I. The prices of single superphosphate manufactured by the different units are fixed
by the Fertilizer Association of India in accordance with the formula which has the approval
of Government.

tb) The requirements of Potash are met entirely through imports as potash is not produced
in the country.

During 1977-78 the agro-
nomic requirement is estimated at 31 .30 lakh tonnes of Nitrogen, 8. 71 lakh tonnes of phosphate
and 4.10 lakh tonnes of Potash.

Necessary imports are being arranged to bridge the gap between indigenous availability and
requirements of Nitrogenous and Phosphatic fertilizers.

Overbridges at Morena District Headquarters
t3201. Shri Chhabiram Argal : Will the Minister of Railways be pleased to state :

(a) whether in 1965-66 construction of an over-bridge was sanctioned at the railway crossing
at Morena District headquarters ;

The Minister of Railways (Prof. Madhu Dandavate) : (a) A proposal for the cons-
truction of road over-bridge in replacement of existing level crossing No. 450 near Mor na station
of Central Railway on Morena-Mahagaon road was included in the Railways’ Works Programme
for the year 1965-66. '

(b) The Railway’s share of the cost as per the estimate then prepared and the rules of appor-
tionment then in force was Rs. 1. 38 lakhs. State Governments share of cost is not known.

(c) After the inclusion of the proposal in the Railway’s Works Programme for 1965-66,
the State Government in April 1967, desired, that after the completion of the road pvcrbridgc
the level crossing should be retaincd, which was against the exteat practice. In view of this
development, the entire cost of the proposed road overbridge was required to be borne by the
State Government. The estimate was accordingly revised in April 1968 by the Railway and sent
for accep ance to the State Government who advised in July 1969 that the proposal for the cons-
truction of road overbridge at Morens might te dropped for the tim tei g. The
proposal was therefore d eleted from the Railway’s Works Programme. No request has
since been received from the State Government for reviving the proposal.

(d) The Railway can take further action in this regard oaly after a firm proposal is received

from the State Government together with an undertaking to bear their share of cost as per extant
rules. :

During the past few years there has been a steady rise in crimes and crime situation in our
country has gone from bad to worse."Such a situation has arisen when people are feeling insecurety-
of their lives. In 1956 about 5, 84,949 crimes were registesed in police stations all over India.
In 1960 6,06,363 cases, in 1965, 7,51,615 cases, in 1970 9,55,422 c3sesin 1973 10,77,171 cases
and in 1975 11,56,392 cases were registered. ' ' ’

It is true that there was rise in population also, but the rate of crimes per lakh of population
has also increased. While it was 141 per lakh of population in 1950-51, it went upto 188 in
1973. '

Belchhi incident should be properly enquired into. In this incident the Harijans were:
mercilessly beaten by caste Hindus. The culprits should be brought to book and the sufferers.
should be given justices

I agree that corruption is rampant in police department. But when the Prime Minister,.
the Chief Ministers and the ministers of a country are corrupt, naturally the officers and employees-
will also be corrupt. Because corruption percolates from top to bottom. :

During this period the expenditure on police has risen phenomenally. This expenditure
on police which was about Rs. 43 crores in 1950-51 jumped to Rs. 68g crores in 1975-76. It
1s a sad commentary on the working of the previous Government inspite of the fact that there was
emergency and police were given extraordinary powers. Heinous crimes were committed.
against poor pzople during that period.

There was a strike by P.A.C. some years ago. Some policemen in Delhi went on a strike in
1967. A number of police personnel were dismissed as a result of those strikes. ‘They have not
been taken back to tnis day. I would urge upon the Govemment that all those peoplgl shou}d'.

be reinstated.

. During emergency while 4000 policemen were compulsorily retired on the ground of ineffi-
ciency and corrupt practices, in my state of Bihar not a single I.P.S. officer was, retired com-:
pulsorily. This attitude of that Government was discriminatory against the poor policemen..

While it is necessary to revise the Police Act of 1861, I would request the Minister to appoint
a Police Commission to go into the conditions of service of police constables etc. and suggest ways
and means for improving these conditions. Meanwhile, I would suggest that all police constables.
should be given accommodation. There are still many police stations which do not have light,
fans and even chairs, Government mustensure basic amenities for our policemen in all police:
stations.

Police constables are required to be on duty for more than 12 hours. They have no Sundays:
and holidays. There are no fixed hours of duty for them. I would, therefore, suggest that they
should be allowed two months leave in one year or alternatively they should be given two months.
additional salary. ‘ '

Border Security Force is a para-military force, primarily meant for the security of our borders.
But it is treated at par with police force so for as their salary and emoluments are concerned.
This is not fair. They must be treated at par with their counterparts in the armed forces.

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta (De]hi-Sadar) : The record of roo day’s rule of the Janata Party
is creditable Any democratic party can be proud of such a reco.rd.

The first great achievement of the Janata Party is the establishment oft he rule of law in the
country. Democracy has been completely restored. Every body in the country has heaved a
sigh of relief after the tyranical and dictatorical rule of the previous Government.

The Congress Party has suffered the most because of emergency. If this party wants to
reform itself they should own their mistakes and admit the excesses committed by them during
the emergency.

The Home Minister deserves congratulations for the Government’s decision to bring forward
a Bill to set up the institution of Lok Pal. Itisreally welcome that Lok Pal will have the authority
to go into charges against even the Prime Minister and the Chief Ministers.

The Government will protect those who obey the laws. But at the same time the Govern-
ment should deal firmly with anti-social elements. There is need for tighte ning the administrative
machinery.

The Home Minister has issued a circular to State Governments about two months back to
constitute fact-finding Committees to go into excesses committed during the emergency in their
States. Reports of these Committees are to come to Shah Commission for its assistance. It is
learnt that certain State Governments have not constituted these Committees. The Home
Minister should take up the matter with the Chief Ministers concerned so that these Committees
are set up soon. '

At present there is atmosphere of communal harmony in the country. There is a welcome
spectacle of emotional integration in the country. It is really creditable for the Janata Govern-
ment that there was not a single communal riot in the country during 100 days of its rule.

There are cases against certain persons in connection with communal riots which took place
earlier. These cases should be withdrawn so that the present atmosphere of communal harmony
is further strengthened. ' : '

The former Prime Minister had set up a Constitutional dictatorship in the country taking
advantage of em>rgency provisions of the Constitution. These emergency provisions should b2
recast so that they are not misused in future for ushering in dictatorship in the country. Rights
of habeas corpus, equality before law and sanctity of life shovld be guaranteed in the Constitution.
These rights should in no circumstances be taken away.

It should be provided in the Constitution that imposition of emergency will have to be

passed by 3/4th majority in Parliament and that this would be to have approved by Parliament
with g/4th majority after every three months,
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[Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta]
The Acting President had delayed signing of the Ordinance for dissolving State Assemblies.
This situation arose because of a lacuna in our Constitution. Such lacunaé should be removed.

Khosla Commission has recommended the appointment of a Police Commissioner for
Delhi. This recommendation should be implemented soon. More housing facilities shotld

be provided to police personnel in Delhi.

There is multiplicity of authorities in Delhi. Steps should be.taken to reduce the number
of authorities in Delhi. More powers should be given to the Metropolitan Council which is
at present nothing mere than a debating society, Services. budget etc. should also be brought
under purview of the Metropolitan Council.

The financial position of Delhi Municipal Corporation is not good. The Central Govern-
ment should give financial assistance of Rs. 10 crores to the Corporation so that it can start

functioning properly.
The N. D. M. C. is the same old body. It should be reconstituted with new members.

Jail Manual in Delhiis very old. Itshould be changed.

The previos Government had charged 10 lakh rupees for giving some land near Sisganj
Gurdwara for erecting 2 memorial to Shri Guru Teg Bahadur. It was not proper to get money
for giving land for such a nota“]c cause. This money should be refunded by the Govern-

ment.

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Shri Phirongi Prasad (Bansgaon) : Itis a quite fair and expedie t that some amount
will be give to the dependent families of detenus under emergency. There is a provision in
MISA itself that dependent families of detenus be paid some amounts. It is appreciable that the
Janata Party Government now propose to implement it.

It has been said that MISA would be enforced only against economic offenders, but it is
most painful to find that the previous Government used it against politicians as well.

The appointment of various enquiry Commissions should not cause any worry to ‘members
of the Congress Party because they will have far reaching impact. During the emergency
atrocizies of a very grave nature were committed in U.P. and any probe into them should not

disturb the opposition members.

The Janata Party Manifesto declared that full protection will be given to Harijans
and Backward Communities. In accordance with that, the quota of seats reserved for them in
the services should be filled.

It is said that atrocities are being committed against Harijans, but the real story is that
during the Congress rule when Harijans went to occupy the land allotted to them, the big
landlords were very much annoyed and they indulged in violent att .cks on them. The Janata
Party should now Jook into such affairs.

The Janata Government is committed to provide a clean administration. It can not
be denied that there is wide-spread corruption in administration, but it percolates from above to
the bottom. So strong measures have to be taken to root out corruption at higher levels.

Shri Bhan Kuumar Shastri (Udaipur) : During the month of June when the emergency
was promulgated the then Home Secretary was asked to prepare some false documents in order
to give legal justification to emergeacy. The Home Sceretary declined to do it. Therefore the
then Chief Secretary of Rajasthan was called and he was asked to prepare those documents,
which he did. I would like to know from the Government what action has been taken against
these officers who were involved in prcparing such false documents during emergency.

Parties may come and go. Congress Party which ruled the country for years had to go.

Janata Party which is ruling the country today will have to go one day. But democracy
must continue. No person whatever position be held should be allowed to suppress democracy.

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During emergency extraordinary powers were given to authorities. Under these powers
they had committeed atrocities on our peopele. Poor people had been tortured and assaulted.
I will urge upon the Minister that all such authorities who had misused their power during
emergency must be dealt with severely.

The Collector of Sawai Madhopur who is an IAS officer was accused of bribery and
corruption. He was suspended under the orders of State Government. But when his case is
referred to Centre it asked for a review of the case with the result that he was exenerated of all
the cases. Such things should not be allowed to be done.

There is a case which involved baingling and mis-appropriation of lakh of rupees from
Hindustan Zinc Ltd. The case is being investigated by C. B. I.  But under instructions from
the Centre the inquiry was called off. The Minister should look into it.

The present jail manual should be modified, Women prisioners ‘should not be handcuffed
and chained. This is a disgrace to womenhood. Government must see that such things are
not allowed to happen .

There is lot of corruption going on in National Labour Institute. It has got a budget
of 20 lakh rupees. but proper account is not being maintained by the administration. Money is
being drawn on false grounds.

With these words I support the demands of grants of the Home Ministry.
