Sciences and found hundreds of poor people in ) rags, sitting there for donating blood. . T ,
made enquiries from the Director General about them. He told me that he is tryirig to improve:
the situation. It is a fact that the professional donors are poor people and earn money by
donating blood. ' They will have to be provided with means of livelihoed and if they donate
blood, we have to consider what action should be taken about them.

Shri Raj Narain : We given Rs. 18,676 as grant to voluntary services. It is just possible
that some institution of Gujarat might be getting a portion of this grant.. However, I am not
definite about it. I require notice for it.

Dr. Sushila Nayar : Is the Hon’ble Minister aware that the professional donors donate
blood too frequently and thus play ha oc with their health. In view of this will Government
fram~ certain stringent rules, whereunder a person who has donated the blood should no tbe
allowed to donate blood next time before the expiry of at least 6 months ?

‘Secondly, the healthy relations of the patient should be asked to donate blood.. The blood
should not be allowed to be purchased. The Blood Banks should be instructed to impress
upon the relatives of the patients to donate blood in exchange for the blood that they requir-
for their patients and not to pay money for the blood taken from the Blood Banks.

Shri Raj Narain : Our Government have taken steps to dissuade physically emaciated
people from donating blood. But these poor people are compelled to donate the blood as they
have no other means of livelihood. I am of the firm view that this situation must be remedied.
We have imposed a complete ban on the export of all human blood and blood products except
gamma globulin and human serum albumin obtained from human placenta. -

Secondly, voluntary organisations are given grants by Government to encourage them to
educate and motivate the public to donate blood.

Apart from this, the Central Health Eduation Bureau is also being requested to prepare
and distribute propaganda material for the purpose in hospitals, medical colleges etc. .

Fourthly, to improve upon the quality of blood banks, the qu stion of amendment of Drugs
and Cosmetics Rules, 1945, relating to the requirement of blood banks and quality of blood
supplied by them is being considered by a Sub-Committee in the Directorate General of Health
Services. That sub-Committee will also ensure that no bungling takes place in this regard.

ShriRaj Narain : I am of the view that we should not obtain blood from the poor emaciated
people against payment,

As far our requirement of the blood, we require blood, in large quantities. The availability
of the blood falls much short of our requirement. I don’t have exact figures at present. For
that I would require notice. At present [ can say that our requirement of blood far exceeds its
availabilitv. 1 imptess upon all my friends and relatives to donate blood voluntarily. When
blood is donated by someone, our doctors feel happy.

At present a heart operation costs about Rs. 12,500/ and a kidoey operation costs Rs.

7500/-. We arranged some operations free of cost in the past but we have also got limit.
We cannot arrange operations free of cost. I would like to tell the affluent persons of the

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.society that it is a humanitarian question and they should voluntarily offer and collect funds
for this noble cause. I would request the Prime Minister that a Trust may be set up and this
money should be spent for kidney and heart operations or some serious disease.

The names of these
developing countries are : Algeria, Libya, Sudan, Somalia, People’s Democratic Republic of
Yemen, Yemen Arab Republic, Jordan, Syria, Iraq," Kuwait, Bahrain, Qatar, UAE, Oman, Saudi
Arabia, Iran, Afghanistan, Sri Lanka, Maldives, Burma, Mauritius, Malaysia, Vietnam, Laos,
Fiji, Tonga, Singapore, Barbados, Jamaica, Cuba, Guyana, Nigeria, Ghana, Senegal, Upper

Jhamarkotra and Maton are being exploited by
the Rajasthan State Mines and Minerals Ltd. (a Government of Rajasthan undertaking) and
Hindustan Zinc Ltd. (a Central Government undertaking) respectively. Lxplorations are

under way to develop the mining of rock phosphate, which can be expected to lead to the further
development of rock phosphate bearing regions.

by the Indian Council for Cultural Relations. The funds for its activities are provided by the
Soviet Embassy in New Delhi.

So far as the Ministry of External Affairs is aware, no member of the present Cabinet has
had any connection with the House of Soviet Culture at Trivandrum.

‘Aliotment of Land to P and T Department, Dhanbad

2851. Shri Jagdambi Prasad Yadav : Will the Minister of Communications be pleased to
state : . :

(a) whether about seven years ago 9 acres of land was allotted by Bokaro Steel Limited
to P& T Department in Bokaro Steel City (Dhanbad) for construction of houses but houses
are not being constructed there even now ; and

(b) if so, the time by which houses for employees would be constructed on that land ?

The Minister of Communications (Shri Brij Lal Verma) : (a) Bokaro Steel Limited agreed to
allot suitable land to the P & T Department for the construction of staff quarters on lease in
the year 1971. While the transfer of land and payment of premium was being processed, due
to a financial crisis a ban was imposed on construction of staff quarters and purchase of land for
the same. The ban has been lifted in January, 1976 and 8- 89 acres of land taken over in
July, 1976. Approval for construction of 200 staff quarters has been accorded and construc-
tion is to commence shortly.

(b) It is hoped that these quarters would be completed by 1979-80.

Setting up Testing Laboratories in Districts

2852. Shri Jagdambi Prasad Yadav : Will the Minister of Health and Family Welfare be
pleased to state :

Scientific Survey for Mineral Deposits

at 2866, Shri Jagdambi Prasad Yadav : Will the Minister of Steel and Mines be pleased to
state :

(a) when a survey of mineral deposits in the country, especially in all the districts of Bihar
by latest scientific methods was conducted ;

(b) if so, the findings thereof ; and

(c) whether American land satellite 1 and 2 are most competent in conducting all kinds
of surveys and if so, whether Government propose to get a survey conducted by them ?

The Minister of Steel and Mines (Shri Biju Patnaik) : (a) The survey and exploration by
GSI for locating mineral deposits is a continuous process in the country and these investigations,
utilising latest techniques, have covered various parts of the country including Bihar.

(b) As a result of such surveys mineral deposits like coal, iron ore, magnanese, bauxite,

chromite, limestone, basemetal ores, gold, tin ore etc. have been located in different ares of
the country. The important mineral deposits found in Bihar are of coal, iron ore, manganese,

bauxite, base metals, mica and limestone.

(¢) American Satellites ERTS—A and B, renamed as Landsat 1 and 2 have the limited
capability (Scale : 1,1,000,000 and resolution about 80 metres) for remote survelliance of the
earth features from an altitude of about 900 kilometres in a near circular orbit. Some landsat
1&2 imageries covering Bihar and a few other places in the country have been procured by
GSI and are being studied by them for multidisciplinary uses including mineral exploration.

Shri Dharamsinhbhai Patel (Porbardar) : About 80 per cent of our farmers can not .- use
fertilizers due to their prohibitive prices. The prices of urea and amonium sulphate have shot
up very high during the Iast five years. Keepmg in view the interest of farmers, Government
should make every effort to bring down their prices. .

We produce only one third of our rcquirement of petrol and Crude oil and we have to
import about two third of -our requirement. Special attention should -be paid to this matter
to reduce our import of petrol and)crude oil. We should try to become self-sufficient in oil at
the earliest or within a period of ten years.

_ The production capacity of Kobyali refinery is 43 lakhs tonnes of oil and it is proposed to
raise it to 73 lakhs of tonnes. Government should state as to when we will be in a position to
raise that much production. '

The head office of dil and Natural Gas Commission is located at Dehradun where there is
neither oil nor gas. It should be shifted to the State of Gujarat or Maharashtra.

_An assurance had been given that half of the gas that will be available from Bombay
High will be given to Gujarat. 1t is hoped that this assurance will be fulfilled.

. The price of petrol has gone up by 600 per cent during the last twenty years but the Com-
mission of the petroleum dealers has remained the same. The petroleum dealers in ‘the country
include ex-servicemen, war widows, disabled persons and unemployed graduates., Therefore,
steps sohuld be taken to increse the petroleum dealers commission from Rs. 41 to Rs. 100
per 1000 litres of petrol and from Rs. 70 to Rs. 75 in the case of diesel oil.: The Federation of
All India Petrol Traders had submitted a long memorandum to the Petroleum Minister in
April, 1977. The Minister should state as to what action is proposed to be taken on it.:

It would be better if dealers’ commission is increased to Rs. 100/~ per 1000 litres of‘petrol
and Rs. 75/- per 1000 litres of diesel oil.

The Federation of All India Petrol Dealers has submitted a very long memorandum fo the
Petroleum Minister when they met him on 8th April 1977.

Gas connections should
be given it the rural areas through Taluka Cooperative Societies.

The prices of fertilisers should be reduced. Gujarat Government should be given a royalty
of Rs. 110/- per tonne on crude oil. The crude oil should be suprlied to farmers at cheaper

rates by granting them subsidy. The work on Mathura pipeline should be expedited and
completed as early as possible,

Production capaéity of coal should be increased. The Central Office of O.N.G.C. should
be transferred from Dehradun to Gujarat.

T would like to request the hon. Minister to accept my above demands.

Dr. Laxminarayan Pandeya (Mirdsaur) : The report of the Ministry of Chemicals and
Fertilizers has highlighted the progress made during the last few years in the field of oil explora-
tion and production of chemical fertilizers,but there is no mention of steps proposed to be
taken by the Government in future. Keeping in view the present position, it cannot be said
-we have attained self-sufficiency in the matter of chemical fertilizers because we are still importing
nitrogen or phosphate in large quantities. The Minister should state what steps are proposed
to te taken to increase the production of fertilizers in the country.

The production of chemical fertilizers in the country is so inadequate that we are unable
to meet our present requirements. The farmers are unable to use these fertilizers due to their
non-availability and prohibitive prices. The Minister should take steps to reduce their prices.
I learn that a Committee has been set up to review the price policy. I would like to know the
progress made in this regard? '

There is an urgent need to improve the functioning of the Fartilizer Corporaticn of India,
because it s undergoing hcavy losses for the last few years. 1 urcersianc that Gove rm€Li is’
going to take over the v nnrcauctive unit and consolidate them inte four conspanies. Gover -
ment should reconsider tnis question as to how far it would be prac.i.ible and profitable,

So far as the qucstion cf setting up of a new f ctor; is concerned I d not understand why
the construction work f Korta Factory in Madhya Pradesh was suspendcd while the vork
in_regaid to Calcher and Ramagundam factories is going on despite thz faci that their feasibility
reports were received together. The Minister shoula state the present position in regard thereto.

Letters of intent were issued to some factories for their expansion. But it is not known
whether the expansion.of these factories have been done. Some of the factories have
applied for letters of intent but they have been refused. This should be reconsidered.

- We have not attained self-sufficiency in the field of oil so far. We still.propose to-im
crude oi_l from Arab courfries in 1977-78 to the tune of 1-1 metric tonnes. E: tﬂis way wepg:;
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spending heavy amount of foreign exchange. If we are in a posi}ion to produce it in our country
we will be saving a lot of foreign exchange. We should utilise all of our oil resources and
explore oil to the maximum capacity we ‘are able.

. So far as the question of utilisation of oil produced from Bombay High is concerned, there
is a dispute between Maharashtra and Gujarat. Efforts should be made to settle this dispute in
regard to the distribution of oil that would be available from Bombay High.

I intend to draw the attention of the Minister to the drug industry. The recommendations
of the Hathi Committee about drug industry have not been implemented so fat. The Hathi
Committee had submitted its report long ago. The Hindustan Antibiotics is running in loss.
Steps should be taken to prevent the losses and make it a viable unit.

There are several ¢ mpanies which are indulging in the misuse of their import licences
only to make huge profits at the cost of the country’s interest. This is a very serious matter
and an enquiry in such cases is essential.

_The State Trading Corporation of India is charging very high prices, The Minister should
«devise measures to see that St_te Trading Corporation does not quote high rates,

In a report published in a newspaper it has been said that the int~rnational price for chlo-
ram ph°nic 1 is Rs. 230/-p:r kz.a"d for t”tracylin~ is Rs. 215/=-but tre price at which S8.T.C.
releases are Rs. 550/- and Rs. 650/- respectively. It shows that the S.T.C. is selling these medi-
cines at more than the double price. The minister should ensure that S.T.C. does not charge
such high prices for thse medicines. The poor people in our country do not get life saving
drugs and essential medicines at reasonable prices. I hope the Minister would take effective
steps to reduce the prices of such drugs. Multinational drug companies should be controlled
and there should be drastic cut in their profits.

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta (D:lhi Sadar) : There has been a serious scandal in the matter
of favouring a particular firm in giving a contract. for supplying machinery. This matter
requires a thorough probe because grave irregularities have been committed and favouritism has
been shown to that firm. I would urge upon the minister to look into the whole case. Those
found guilty must be brought to book.

Most of our fertilizer factories are running below capacity and accumulating heavy losses
year after year. In order to see that production of fertilizer is increasing and made available to
our agriculturists at cheaper price. Government must ensure that the fetiilizer factories work
to their maximum capacity. Efforts must be made to run those factories on profit.

The F.C.IL has spent huge amount on furnishing its offices and guest houses. Huge public
money has been wasted in these avcidable items. Vigilence Commission and C.B.I. have
submitted their reports in respect of this Corporation. I would like to know what action has
been taken by Government on these reports. I would suggest that a Parliamentary Committee
be appointed to go into the affairs of this Corporation and suggest measures for improvement.

 Efforts should be made to sce that small and marginal farmers get fertilizers at a cheaper
price.

As regards drugs we had imported worth Rs. 40 crores in 1975-76. Multinational companies
manufacturing drugs in this country are reaping fabulous profits. I would therefore suggest
the all multinational drugs companies must be nationalized and ceiling should 'e fixed on the
profits of Indian drug manufacturing Companies also. Every effort must . ¢ madeto make
medicines available to our people at a cheaper price. . )

. The Patent law as it stand at present encourages monopoly. It must be modified with
view to eliminate monopolies. Together with that efforts should be made to manufacture
Ayurvedic drugs in our public sector companies,

We have been spending fantastic amount on import of petroleum products. With a view
to meet the growing needs of petroleum products, ev«iry effort must be made to achieve self-
sufficiency in the matter of oil. Steps should be taken to reduce prices of petrol and allied
prodg:ts. : \gc must also try to find out a substitute for petrol so that valuable foreign exchange
can be saved. v

Shrimati Mrinal Gore (Bombay North) : I am in agreement with the observations made
-by the hon. Members that the progress of our country in the field of agriculture and industry
and other spheres largely depends on the working of this Ministry. This Ministry has a very
vital role to play in the development of the country. The functioning of this Ministry is, there-
fore of special importance for the country.

__ Bombay High has raised the hopes among the people. It is hoped that oil in large quantity
will be available from there and we will be able to cut our import of crude oil and develop
petro-chemical complexes. But at the same time I would like to say that even after getting
crude oil from Bombay high we  will not be able to be self sufficient and will have to import
crude oil. It is estimated that we will be getting ten million tonnes of crude oil from Bombay
High by 1981. Even in that case we will have to import thirteen million tonnes of crude oil.

~ Much had already been said about the officers of O.N.G.C. I would like to comment only
this that the O.N.G.C. would have done better than what it had achieved now if there had
not developed the influence of caucus there. If thereis still influenc of caucus in O. N. G. C.
steps should be taken to set right things. Only then O.N.G.C. will function properly.~

. A number of hon. Members including Shrimati Parvati Krishnan have spoken_about
liquid petroleum gas. L.P.G. is used on large scale f r domestic consumption. = There ‘s eed.
to altllgmem supply of this gas. It will help in reducing drudgery of women in their domestic
work.

Other refineries have been nationalised, but Assam Qil Company hzs not been nationalised.
It should be nationalised as early as possible. There is a petro-chemical complex in Baroda.
We should have more such complexes in our country.

Next I would like to say that the expansion of the refineries near Bombay High and the
expa. sion of fertilizer plantin Trombay and other places is posing the problem of air pollution.
‘The Minister should pay serious attention to this matter. Expansion of these units should be
done in such a manner that there is no danger of air pollution, :
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Several hon. Members have made their observations about fertilizers. I do not want to
go into those very details, but I want to say that we must have right approach in regard to our
fertilizer needs. The country needs more and more inorganic fertilizers. We must increase
our production of inorganic fertilizers.

So far as Gobar Gas plants are concerned, required success has not been achieved in this
field during the last thirty years. We must give more emphasns to Gobar gas plants, as ve will
be getting manure as well as light therefrom.

So far as drugs, chemicals and pharmaceuticals are concerned, separate researches are
being made by various companies ‘these resulting in wasteful expenditure. A lot of money is
being spent by each compa: y on the research of the same item. I suggest that there should be
co- ordmauon in this matter so that there is no duplication and unnecessary expenditure.

Much has been said about drugs and medicines. My suggestion is that a National Drugs
Authority should be constituted. It should examine as to how cheap. medicines. could be
supplied to the people. The prices of medicines are too high. Steps should be taken to reduce
the prices. The Multinationals are earning huge profits and their role is the same as it was
hence forth and even then licences are being given to them. The Hathi Committee has made
{'ﬁcomme?:itmj :s about multination’s in regard to which the Ministry has stated in following in

eir report :—

“Government have already accepted the recommendations of the Committee on Drugs and
Pharmaceuticals Industry pertaining to ]eadership role etc. etc.”

My submission is that the recommendatlons of Hathi Committee should be unplemented
immediately,

So far as the-manufacturing of branded medicines of -major companies is concerned, I
suggest that branded names should be abolished.

Shri Durga Chand (Kangra) : Petroleum and fertilizers are as esseniial for the development
of the country and making it strong, as water and air for human tife. From the report of the
Ministry it is evident that the production of fertilizers has gone up during 1976-77 to a satis-

factory extent. But it has not been disclosed in the report as to how much foreign exchange
is eroded in importing fertilizers.

____The fertilizers play a vital role in the economy of the country. But the prices of the ferti-
lizers are very high. It is verv difficult for the farmers to purchase fertilizts. - No doubt the
fertilizers are becoming popular among the farmers. But their prices are prohibitive. It is a
matter of common knowledge that our population has gone up and we need more food grainto
feed our population -and for that Furpose we must -increase our production of food grains.
In order to increase the production of food grains, it is essential that fertilizers are made within
the easy reach of farmers. So we must plan now for meeting the increased need of fertilizers
for increasing our agricultural products. Itis essential, therefore, to take steps to bririg down
the prices of fertilizers. So that the farmers are in a position to purchase and use the
fertilizers. It is in the interest of the farmers as well as in the interest of the nation to bring
down the prices of fertilizers. '

. The prices of drugs are very high. Poor people are not able to afford to purchase medi-
cines or their treatment. The Government should take steps to ensure that cheap medicines
are made available to the people.

There is no doubt in it that our petrol industry has made much progress. The drilling
operations have made remarkable achievements. The drilling is in progress in Jawalamukhi
-and 1t is hoped that oil and gas will become available there. 1Itis very gratifying and it will go
a long way in improving the national economy.
