Construction of an overbridge in Gorakhpur District
*678. Shri Phirangi Prasad : Will the Minister of Railways be pleased to state:

(a) whether people have to cross about 1 1/2 furlong railway lines to the western
side from the North-Eastern Railway headquarter in Gorakhpur district in Uttar Pradesh
for going to a big fair held at the Yogiraj Shri Gorakhnathji temple for many days in
January every year and many accidents took place there; and

. (b) if so, whether survey has been conducted recently to construct an over bridge
at this place to enable the people to go across the railway line; and '

(c) if so. the full details thereof and when this work is likely to be completed ?

Shri Phirangi Prasad : In part (a) of the question, I asked whether the fair is held
there and the people have to cross the railway line or not to attend the fair. The Hon’ble
Railway Minister belongs to Basti but in the reply, he has denied any knowledge of these
tacts. That fair starts on the 14th January. Will the Hon’ble Minister clarify whether
it is a fact or not ?

Shri Sheo Narain : The fair is held there in the month of January. My friend has
stated that no accident took place there during the last five years. There is level crossing.
People are demanding an over-bridge there. Uttar Pradesh Government have not paid
their share. We have given our share. Uttar Pradesh Government has to share 50 per-
cent of the expenditure and 50 per cent share will be borne by us. We will have the bridge
constructed but if the Uttar Pradesh Government does not give its share, we are helpless.

Shri Phirangi Prasad : May I know the number of accidents that took place on the
level crossing ? According to my information, on the 14th January, 1978, a truck rammed
into a State Road Transport bus, killing one person and injuring 6 persons. As, such,
will the Hon’ble Minister persuade the Uttar Pradesh Government to pay. their share ?
Will he let me hnow the exact expenditure involved in it ?

Shri Sheo Narain : I require notice for the question. The information is not witb
me.
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25 0008231 lHankesh Bahudur : At Gorakhpur North Eastern Railway headquarters,
Hoo00 ployees are working. An over-fly bridge is absolutely necessary in Gorakhpur.
Has written to the Uttar Pradesh Government to pay their 50 per cent share ? We have
persistently requestirig the ‘Government in this regard. What action has been taken

y Government in the matter ?

— Shri Sheo Narain : The State Government is not under us. We can issue directives
M nat Government. We can give our share. Tomorrow, 1 will speak to the Railway
inister to write to the Chief Minister to provide funds for the Gorakhpur.

Provision of Diesel Engines to Kirti Express, Somnath Mail and Saurashtra Mail

(a) whether the Kirti Express (Porbandar-Mehsana), Somnath Mail (Veraval-Ahmeda-
bad) and the Saurashtra Mail (Veraval-Viramgam) do not have diesel engines and if so,
the reasons therefor;

(b) when diesel engines are proposed to be provided to these three trains and when
the demand of Saurashtra people is to be met; and

) (c) whether there is any proposal to increase the speed of the above three trains and
if so, the nature thereof and when and how speed will be increased together with their

present speed ?

., Minister of Railways (Prof. Madhu Dandavate) : (a) and (b) Yes Sir, due to limited
availability of diesel locomotives and speed restrictions on account of track conditions
which will decelerate the train.

(c) Within the existing conditions of track and traction, all feasible efforts are made
to reduce the journey time of the trains. However, Viramgam-Okha-Porbandar section
Is being converted into broad gauge and after conversion the speed on these sections will
improve.

. Shri Dharamsinghbhai Patel : When will the diesel engines be provided to the
said three trains and when will their track conditions improved ?

Shri Madhu Dandavate : If we provide diesel engines to narrow-gauge and meter-
gauge trains, we have to reduce their speed. Ido not want that the speed should be reduced
due to dieselisation but at the time of conversion, this dieselisation can be of help.

We have started work at Veeramgam-Okha-Porbandar section. An expenditure
of Rs. 60 crores is involved in it. We have so far spent 20.3 crores. A sum of Rs. 7.93
crores has been sanctioned for the coming year. It is hoped that this conversion will be
completed by 1981. Then we shall provide diesel engines. Then the speed can increase.

Shri Dharamsinghbhai Patel : The Hon’ble Minister has stated that all feasible efforts
are made to reduce the journey time of the trains. Porbandar-Mehsana Kirti Express
train No. 35 reaches Jaitalsar Junction at 6.15 P.M. and departs therefrom at 6.45 P.M.
Then it reaches Rajkot at 9.05 P.M. and departs thereform at 9.45 P.M. Then it reaches
Bankaner at 10.45 P.M. and leaves that station at 11.20 P.M. It halts at Jaitalsar Junction
for half an hour, at Rajkot for 40 minutes and Bankaner for 35 minutes. Similarly, it
halts at Surendranagar for 20 minutes and at Veeramgam for 20 minutes. Its total halt
period is 135 minutes, which is on a high side. Similarly the halting time of Somnath
Mail and Saurashtra Mail is also very much on the high side. Will the Hon’ble Minister
take certain steps to reduce the halting time of these trains and if so, when ?

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : Some members are of the opinion that we can reduce
the journey time by reducing the halting time. But difficulty is that every line has a definite
line capacity and on account of this capacity being inadequate, we are at times asked to
run the trains at slow speed. Therefore, the train has to halt for a longer period at the
station because at the other stations, line is not clear. Saturation capacity being inade-
quate, we cannot change this arrangement. However, we are contemplating to_adjust
the capacity and to reduce the halting time of the train at every station by increasing the

line capacity.

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Shri Laxmi Narain Naik : I thank the Hon’ble Minister for extending Kutub Express
upto Jabalpur. I want to know whether this train will stop only at Karavi, Banda and
Harpalpur stations which fall between Manikpur and Jhansi. There are some other

big stations like Atrva, Mahoba, Moranipur between these two places. I want to know
whether the Hon. Minister will consider to stop this train at above mentioned stations.

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : There are two types of demands made by the hon. members.
Some M.Ps. want that the speed of trains should be increased. While other M.Ps. want
that there should be more halts, specially of those trains which run through their consti-
tuencies. We have fixed some norms in this respect. We will consider the demands
keeping in view those norms and thereafter if it is found feasible we will certainly
provide halt.

Shri Ramji Lal Suman : Mr. Speaker I want to raise a point of order. Kindly listen
me. This question of stoppage of trains is not a national issue. This is related to my
and Shri Shambhu Nath Chaturvedi’s constituency. .. .(interruption). This affects my
constituency. Therefore let me ask question.

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Janta Trains to be rum in 1978-79

1*685. Shri Rajendra Kumar Sharma : Will the Minister of Railways be pleased to
state :

(a) the number of Janta trains to be run throughout the country in 1978-79;

(b) whether Government propose to introduce Janta trains on the Amritsar-Morada-
bad-Howrah line/route keeping in view the importance thereof; and

(c) if so, by what time ?

Minister of Railways (Prof. Madhu Dandavate) : (a) During 1978-79 so far, 145/146
Madras-Ahmedabad Navajivan Express has been introduced as a classless train from
6-4-78. The proposals for introduction of additional classless trains will be examined

at the time of revision of time-table in October, 1978.

(b) and (c) Introduction of an additional train between Howrah and Amritsar is
not operationally feasible, at present.

Shri Rajender Kumar Sharma : The Hon. Minister has said that an additional train
between Howrah and Amritsar is not operationally feasible, at present. Amritsar-Howrah
route in Moradabad Division has been neglected during the last 30 years. I want to tell
the Hon. Minister that this demand is justified. The traffic on this route has increased
to such an extent that the introduction of a Janata train has become absolutely necessary
there. I want to know whether the Hon. Minister will ensure us to introduce a Janata
train on this route keeping in view the increasing traffic and on the basis of figures of

traffic.

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : The figures furnished by the hon., member are correct
and the traffic density is considerably high. At present about 76 passenger trains pass
through Amritsar railway station and this is our only difficulty. The hon. members will
be glad to know that we are examining to run new Janata trains like “Geetanjali”’. Although
these trains will be second class trains, but there will be first class facilities in
these trains. The fare will be charged of second class. Such new trains will be run upto
Howrah, Patna, Varanasi, Lucknow, Ludhiana and Jammu and from Bhubaneshwar to
Secunderabad, Secunderabad to Bombay, Porbander, from Bhavnagar to Ahmedabad.

Shri Rajender Kumar Sharma : I congratulate the Hon. Minister for making state-
ment. The Minister has said that the trains in large number pass through Amritsar station.
I want to make it clear that the trains start from Amritsar mostly pass through Delhi.
As I have already pointed out. Moradabad Division and Lucknow Division have always
been ignored during the last 30 years. He is agreed to link Amritsar with more trains
under the future schemes. I congratulate him for this assurance. During the day time
there is not a single train in Moradabad Division which goes to Lucknow or Howrah or
Amritsar side. Keeping it in view whether the Minister will introduce new trains in that
division so that people may get trains during the day time for going to Lucknow, Howrah

and Amritsar side.
Prof. Madhu Dandavate : This is a suggestion for action.

Shri N. K. Shejawalkar : There are only two lines from Delhi to Bombay. For the
last 50 years no efforts have been made to increase the number of rail lines between Delhi
and Bombay. Besides this, the capacity of the Central Terminal at Bombay is less. There-
fore, I want to know whether the Hon. Minister will consider to take immediate action

to run more trains there ?

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : When Shri Shejawalkar got up, I had guessed that what
question he is going to ask. The capacity of Central Terminal at Bombay is less. But
the south bound trains which pass through Bombay V.T. are passing through Dadar
also. The capacity of Dadar has also reached at complete saturation point. We are
considering whether it is possible to run a train from Kalayan or Nasik to Delhi.

Shri Anant Dave : I congratulate the Hon. Minister because hc has not left no scope
to ask supplementary questions. He has accepted our all demands. But this much I
would like to know whether we will be supplied wagons for minerals also. They have

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : He has asked this question for question sake. Otherwise
I have given him satisfactory reply. The ceiling of ten acres should be reduced to 3 acres
and the land less than 3 acres should be brought under Cooperative. In this way that
should be brought under Zonal system. There should be no difficulty in issuing licences.
For the time being we have decided to supply wagons on ad-hoc basis. We will provide

wagons for minerals also.

Shri Chaturbhuj : Mr. Speaker, Sir, my question has not been replied. 1 wanted
to know what procedure is being followed to bring uniformity in selection of Hindi and
English Teachers in Railways.

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : I would like to inform the hon’ble member that we are
maintaining separate list not only for Hindi teachers but also for the teachers of regional
languages. It is not that lists are being maintained only in the case of English teachers.
These lists are maintained separately because in different zones the teaching work is done
in regional languages such as Marathi, Gujarati, Bengali and Tamil. In some places,
the medium of teaching is English. We always endeavour that the way of working of
all the teachers, whether they teach in English or in regional languages, should be the
same. The teachers who are teaching in primary schools and are teaching in Tamil,
Marathi or Bengali, wish that they may be promoted and sent to middle or High Schools.
We have directed that there should not be any discrimination between teachers of English
-and regional languages. I want to assure that there will not be any discrimination in

this regard.

Shri Chautrbhuj : There is no Director of Education in Railway Board. So, will
the Minister order to appoint a Director of Education ?

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : We will consider this proposal. A firm decision must
to taken to increase or reduce the members of Railway Board. We are trying to imple-
ment the well considered recommendations of the Administrative Reforms Commission.
We will surely try to consider the suggestions given by the members.

Shri Ram Vilas Paswan : Is Railway Minister is aware of the fact that the previous
Government appointed unqualified and persons not knowing Hindi well in Hindi Depart-

ment on high posts and whether government will evolve any criteria so as to remove those
unqualified personns and make new appointments on the basis of qualification,

In Public Sector, remuneration of top executives is governed by adminis-
trative instructions issued by Bureau of Public Enterprises or the respective State Govern-
ments. As per instructions of B.P.E., the salary payable to top executives is restricted
;? a maximum of Rs. 4,000 per month besides normal benefits of Provident Fund, Gratuity

(b) and (c) Mathura Refinery teing under construction bulk of employment is given by
contracCtors engaged for the project. As per the terms and conditions of ccntract. each
contractor has to take skilled and unskilled workers as available frcm the svrrcunding
villages, preference being given to landlosers and their derendents. As con ard Fetruary,
1978, the number of workers employed by the contractors was 3,929 of which 2,094 were
local workers and 63 were landlosers. These constitute 54 rer cent of the total labour
force. Besides as on end Fekrvary'78 the Project authority i.e. Indian OQil Corporation
had employed 123 personnel comprising 47 officers and 76 workmen. Out of 76 workmen
22 have been transferred from other units of the Corporation. Of the 54 workmen recruited
local representation is 511i.e. 94 %,

As per present indication total manpower requirement of Mathura Refinery on
commissioning would be 1200. Various measures are being taken by Indian Oil Corpo-
ration to see that local persons are given preference for employment both at construction
as well as operation stage.

Hours of Work for Gangmen

There has been hardly any increase in the strength
of officers in the Civil Engineering Department on maintenance side in the last 6 years.

Moderaisation of Siadri Fertilizer Plant
6427. Shri Ram Sewak Hazari : Will the Minister of Petroleum, Chemlieals and

Fertilizersebe pleaed to state :

(b) the cost involved therein and when this work is likely to be completed; and

(c) the extent to which production of fertilizers is likely to increase as a result thereof
tz_md }},ow far this will help other concerns in getting new technique and information there-
rom?

The Minister of State for Petroleum, Chemicals and Fertilizers (Shri Janeshwar Mishra):
(@) to(c) Yes, Sir. The existing plant at Sindri, which is based on coke and coke oven gas
as feedstock and on technology which is now obsolete, has outlivéd its useful economic life.
To improve ammonia availability and thereby overcome the principal limitation to pro-
duction at the existing plant a scheme of modernisation is being implemented there. This
project envisages the setting up of a 900 tonnes per day ammonia plant based on partial
oxidation of fuel 0il. Six hundred tonnes per day of ammonia froin this plant will be used in
the manufacture of 1000 tonnes per day of urea in a new plant and the balance of ammonia
will be used in the existing facilities for the production of ammonium sulphate.

The present estimated cost of the Sindri Modernisation project is Rs. 152.04 crores.
The project which was originally expected to be mechanically completed by November,
1977 is now expected to be completed in May, 1978. The Modernisation scheme will not
only maintain the supply of ammonia for the manufacture of ammonium sulphate in the
existing facilities but will result in an additional fertilizer capacity of 1,29,000 tonnes per
annum of nitrogen in the form of urea.

His
rates for the additional work for the new site were higher than thosc quoted by other
contractors. The C.B.I. investigation showed that the value of the contract became
higher by Rs. 32,500/- as compared to next higher tender taking into consideration the
quantities at the new side. The report of the investigation was examined and it was
decided n consultation with Central Vigilance Commission to warn the officer for his
failure to exercise proper vigilance in the matter. The officer concerned then working as

Dy. Chief Engineer was transferred from North Eastern Railway in the interest of the
administration and that of the officer.

(ii) Recreation and amusement of the staff and their children;

(iii) Relief of distress amongst members of the staff or their families not provided
for under the regulations in force;

(iv) Such schemes for sickness or maternity benefits to families of staff as are not
covered by Medical Attendance and Treatment Rules.

Further the contributions made to the funds are final grants and the question of laps in

the event of their not being fully utilised by the Managing Committees during the specified
year does not arise.

1In addition to
normal checking by TTEs, special checking squad, ambush checks by plain clothed TTEs
were conducted. Educative posters and hand bills were displayed for the information
of rail users. These checks are being further intensified in coordination with civil autho-

rities in this section.
Stoppage of Shuttle Train at Naini Gate

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(b) and (c) Twelve large sized fertilizer projects are presently under implementation
as part of a large scale programme for expansion of fertilizer capacity. With the com-
pletion of these projects the production by 1982-83, the last year of the Sixth Five Year
Plan, is estimated to be 41 lakh tonnes of nitrogen and 11.25 lakb tonnes of phosphate
as against an estimated demand of 52.50 lakh tonnes of nitrogen and 16 lakh tonnes of
phosphate. In order to reduce the gap and move closer towards se]f-suﬁimency,. it is
proposed to take up four large sized nitrogenous fertilizer plants based on the gas available
from Bombay High/South Bassein structure and one plant based on the gas available
from the oil fields of Oil India Limited and ONGC in Assam. Besides, M/s. Nagarjuna
Fertilizers are setting up a fertilizer plant at Kakinada in Andhra Pradesh. There is also
a proposal from M/s. Indian Explosives Limited fro expansion of the capacity of their
existing fertilizer plant at Kanpur.

Shri D. G. Gawai : The workers in iron ore mines depend for their livelihood on the
work in the mines. They are very poor people and most of them are Adivasis, Harijans
and belong to backward sections of the society. The contractors’ action in retrenching
these poor people drove them to the brink of starvation. Therefore, their demand for
work is most justified and should be conceded to enable them to feed their children.
But their voice was not heard and atrocities were perpetrated on them. If the Hon’ble
Minister would have called the representatives of the employees and the contractors and
assured them that they would be provided with work elsewhere the ugly situation that
took place there could have been averted.

The police in our country has become very cruel. When the helpless workers asked

for justice, they were subjected to many atrocities. Their huts were burnt and they were
rendered homeless. The police opened fire without any provocation and many workers
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Calling attention to matter of Urgent Public importance

lost their lives. As per reports appearing in newspapers, as many as 100 workers were
killed there.

If the Hon’ble Minister had taken necessary steps before hand, this ugly situation
could have been averted.

Shri Yamuna Prasad Shastri (Rewa) : It is not correct to say that no Adivasi has
bzz2n killed there. It is surprising that our steel industry has not been able to utilise the
iron ore. Our stezl production is less than even 10 million tonnes whereas in a smal
country like Japan, it is 110 million tonnes and in the U.S.A., it is 210 million tonnes.
Still we maintain that the iron ore is lying unutilised in our country and, therefore, we
shall have to retrench people. Speaking on the demands for the Steel Ministry I had said

that there is need for setting up a mini steel plant at Bailadilla. If you had utilised the
iron ore there, the necessity for retrenchment would not have arisen.

Thez State Governmsnt had in the past requested the Central Government to -set
up a modernised plant there but that request was not accepded to. If the said plant had
been set up there, retrenchment of the people could have been avoided. Now the retren-
ched employees are being asked to find out jobs elsewhere. Hundreds of workers have
been shot dead there.  If the Honcurable Minister had considered the demands of the
workers sympathetically, thas situation could be averted.

These 1375 employees should have been provided with alternative jobs. This
unhappy situation is the creation of Government. Therefore, the Hon’ble Minister
should resign from the Government as he is directly responsible for what happened there.

It is the responsibility of the Government to provide jobs to these workers. Besides,
Government should also take steps to ensure that the judicial enquiry into the incident
there is held in an impartial manner.

. Shri Ram Naresh Kushwaha (Salempur) : Education has been the most neglected
subject during the last 30 years. Itis a well known fact that under the present system of
education, educational institutions are simply producing slaves in the form of lovers, of
white-collor jobs and are only increasing the number of educated unemployed includ’ng
all kinds of indiscipline.

. The previous Government first talked of fundamental change in the education
policy and then of bringing a radical change in it, but in practice nothing was done. Merely
10+2+4-3 system has been introduced by them, which is not at all suitable to this country
from the point of view of load of subjects and the facilities available here. The experi-
ments conducted by Gandhiji in the field of education and those made in Kashi Vidya-
pecth, Gujarat Vidyapeeth, Shanti Niketan and Gurukul Kangri have never been tried
here by the Education Ministry.

There is no use of going on creating an army of educated unemployed. Employ-
ment oriented education should be provided after High School or Intermediate examina-
tion. Agricultural Colleges should be opened at places where students can do practical
work. Similarly technical institutions should be set up in areas where students should
lt).e made to work compulsorily in the adjoining industries and thus participate in produc-

ion.

Janata Party leaders, on the one hand, are saying that good provisions in the 42nd
Constitution Amendment may be retained whereas on the other the Education Minister
has declared that the subject ‘Education shall not be retained in the Concurrent List.
By this step taken by this Gvernment the teachers in various parts of the country have
started agitation. It is not the right time to remove education from the Concurrent List.

The Janata Party also promised to provide equal apportunities of education to all
and to abolish Public Schools to achieve this end. On the contrary the Minister wants
to retain them. The people of this country will not tolerate it for long.

~ The present system of examination is one of the main causes of discontentiment and
disturbance. Linking the results of Examination with employment is resulting in adop-
tion of unfair means by students. For Employment, examinations should be taken sepa-
rately and those who qualify in those should be recruited.

A national wage policy should be framed for teachers. It would be better if a national
wage policy is framed for all the employees so that persons possessing same qualifications
do not get different pay scales in the different fields of services. Pay scales should be job-
oriented and not qualification oriented.

English should be discontinued as medium of education and Hindi and other regional
languages should take its place.

Free railway passes should be issued to the students who have to travel daily for going
to their institutions of education.

Casteism and corruption are rampant in Banaras Hindu University. Serious efforts
should be made to root them out from there.

Shri Vijay Kumar Malhotra (Decthi-South) : The Minister of Education deserved,
apprc:ziation for the work done by him during the last one year. But it should be under-
stond that no Education Minister would be able to bring improvements in the field of
education with decreasing provision of funds. The allocation for education had been
reduced from 7.2 per cent in the First Five Year Plan to only 1.9 per cent of the total
plan expenditure in the first year of 6th Plan. More funds should therefore, be provided
for education if new schemes for changes in the system were to be implemerited fully. It
would also be in accordance with the national educational policy, approved by Parlia-
m:nt, which laid down that the aim should be gradually to increase the investment on
education so as to reach a level of expenditure of 6 per cent of the national income as
carly as possible.

Ouc nutional eduzation policy contemplated that Government would review every
five years the progress made and recommend guidelines for future developments. But
no such rzview had besn undertaken even after a lapse of 10 years.

As regards 10+2--3 system, it was approved by the Education Commission and
accepted in the national education policy. There was no weakness in this system. " The
defects were in its ‘implementation’ the difficulties were being faced only on account of
subjects, courses and text books prescribed. [t would not be good-to change the pattern
every now and thea. The Minister should clearly state as to what his future policy would

[ am on: with th)ysz who demand abolition of public schools. But in these 10 years,
the namber of public schools had increased by 5-7 times and in no school admission are
being made on the basis of merit only. If it is not possible to abolish public schéols,
at least thev should bs frozen to their present number.

Eduzation should be imparted in regional languages. English loving people have
created hinderances in the prepatation of translated version of text books in regional
languages. This should be looked into.

Recommendations made by the Committee on Standards of Education appointed
by U.G.C. in 1961 have not been implemented. Steps should taken to see that these
recommendations are implemented as early as possible.

Shri Bhanu Kumar Shastri (Udipur) : It was hoped that the education system of
India would improve after independence. 1 feel that those responsible for laying down
policy of education did not have clear conception of education. Itis like a artist going
to make a sketch of a idoldoes not having the clear image of the idol. There is lawless-

ness in colleges and universities.

Who has given the thoughts of untouchability and regionalsim. Why don’t we
think in terms of one India and live like its citilzens? Then only we can bring National
integration. There is good deal of talk about emotional integration in the country, but

it appears that our basic approach to bring it about through the medium of education is
wrong. As a result our student community is destroying their own National prorerty.

The Minister of Education descrves congratulations for introducing reforms in the
educational system during the last one year. But the changes that were introduced are
incomplete. We have not created among our students a sense of dignity of labour. At
the same time, we have not imparted labour Oriental Education to our youths. Such
kind of education will not inculcate among our youths the desired values. So our educa~
tional system still requires a good deal of overhauling.

Our primary teachers should be highly qualified teachers. It is not fair that only
matriculate or J.T.C. teachers should be entrusted with the jobs of teaching our boys at

the primary stage.

In spite of large number of educational Commissions and Committees to suggest
the reforms in our educational system, there is no season as to why we cannot impart
high moral education to our students. As a result, there has been a good deal of moral
degradation in our country during the last 30 years.

) A climate of uncertaintity is today prevailing in the field of education due to incep-
tion of 1042+ 3 pattern. It should be removed and a clear cut policy should be placed

before the country.

i Sanskrit should not be treated as a language only. It should be given its due place
in our educational corriculum.

. Corrupt persons should not be appointed as Chancellors or Vice-Chancellors of our
Umaversities. Such persons cannot build the character of our students and our  Nation.
If anything wrong on the part of any Chancellor or Vice-Chancellor comes to Minister’s
notice, he should immediately remove him from his post.

Shri S. S. Das (Silamastu) : It has been stated in the Ministry's annual report that

104243 system has been accepted by all and it would be implemented. But in today's

Indian Express it has been published that this system will be scrapped soon and in it’s
place 8 +44-3 would be introduced. The Government should have a clear cut policy

on education and that policy should be implemented.

In accordance with the manifesto of the Janata Party, the Government is laying
stress on primary education. school education and adult education. The Minister deserves
all praise for this policy.

It has been stated in the report that 87 per cent of school going children are going
to schools. This figurc is wrong. Majority of children of weaker sections do not go
schools because of economic compulsions. Unless this problem is tackled we cculd
not make much headway in primary education.

Shri Om Prakash Tyagi (Bahraich) : The Education Ministry had not been allo-
cated adequate funds. More money should be provided for this Ministry so that country’s
need of education are met properly. At least 10 per cent of our budget should be ecar-

marked for education.
Education of girls in our country has been ncglected. If we want to build up our

country we should pay due attention to education of girls. In rural areas there are not
enough High schools to provide proper cducation to girls. The Minister shculd pay

serious attention to this matter,

There is widespread illiteracy in our country. 70 per cent of our people arc illiterate
and do not understand the political and economic problems of the country. If we want
to preserve democracy in our country it is necessary to spread more and more education.
Unless we make primary education compulsory we would not be able to tackle the problem
of illiteracy.

Our Government has laid down its economic policy. Similarly a national policy
on education should be formulated.

It is good that the Government have formulated a programme of adult education.
We should take up the programme of spreading literacy on war-footing. Help of religious.
social, political and other organisations should be taken in this task. Services of students
should also be utilised. We should have an education army to banish illiteracy from
our country. Boards should be set up at Central, State, District and Block levels for

proper implementation of adult education programmes.

University education should be restricted to only brilliant students who really deserve
it. Other students should be given vocational training after eighth class, so that they

could go to industrial field.

There is a text book for 11th class students which gives wrong historical information
about Aryans. It is written in that book that Aryans ate beef etc. All this is wrong.
The Minister should look into the matter and take immediate steps to stop teaching of

wrong history.

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Shri Chandra Shekhar Singh (Varanasi) : Through the present system of education
we will not be able to bring the desired developiment in the country. It is rather this system
which had resulted in an atmosphere of unrest throughout the field of education in the
country. It is a matter of regret that even after 30 years of the attainment of indepen-
dence, the system of education in the country has not been changed. '

Lord Macaulay introduced English in India with the objective of smooth functioning
of British regime in the country. Our language was declared poor. Crores of our country-
men became victoms of the inferiority complex for want of knowledge of the English
language. The English language stiH continues to enjoy the same importance. English
language s still prevalent in courts and even in Parliament. Our Constituent Assembly
committed the first mistake when it specified a period of 15 years for removal of the English
language from our public life. It was because of this that another mistake was committed
by Lok Sabha when it passed a resolution for indefinite continuance of the English language.

If we are to achieve all round development of the country with the required pace,
we wc_vu!d have to change our language policy. We will have to come out of the grip of
the trinity of English loving politicians, businessmen and bureaucrats and would have
to give equal status to Hindustani and the regional languages.

Today West Germany and Japan are among the leading countries in the field of tech-
nology, science and industries, But they are depending on the English language. At
present we are spending more time on acquiring the knowledge of English than on acquir-
ing the knowledge of subjects. Why should we not follow the example set by West
Germany and Japan ?

. Importance of English in employment should be abolished. Employment oppor-
tunities should be provided on the basis of population of various States and Union Terri-

tories.
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10+2+ 3 system of education is very much burdensome for the students. It should
be changed at the earliest. Education should be made -employment oriented..- Three-
language formula should also be abolished.

Education should be made frec and upto tenth class it should be made compulsory
for all. Vigorous attempts should be made to remove illiteracy and regional imbalances
-in the field of education. There shall be uniform system of eudcation and syllabi through-
:clllt the country. Radical changes arc thus required to be brought about in the field of

ucation.

~ Shri Phirangi Prasad (Bansgoan) : The reduction in the budget allocation for edu-
cation has lessened the importance of education. The basic foundation of our educa-
tional system is very weak and no provision had been made to make it stronger.

The existing number of students in the primary schools was only false and incorrect,
because most of the school-going boys worked as domestic servants in the houses of rich
people. Such young school going boys should not be allowed to be employed and they
must be given preliminary primary education.

The Education Minister deserved congratulations for enforcing the scheme of adult
education on a national scale since 2nd October, 1978.

. The disparity in regard to pay scales or other facilities to secondary school teachers
in the country has to be removed. Serious thought has to be given to their condition,
and the subject of secondary education has to be included in the Concurrent List.

. As regards higher education, it has to be developed as more technical and voca-
tional. The boys of the well-to-do families should not be given preference in Govern-
ment services.

The condition of schools for harijans and social welfare was very pitiable, and special
attention should be given to improve it. '

As regards the 10-}-24-3 pattern of education, the climate of uncertainty in this regard
should be removed and a clear-cut policy should be laid down.

. The University administration is also responsible to some extent for the disturbance
in Universities. Measures should be taken to see that university students are given due
facilities for continuing their studies. Attempts should be made to do away
untouchability from the schools.
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Shri Roop Nath Singh Yadava (Pratapgarh) : The education policy which has been
pursued during the last 30 years has benefited only the rich people. Harijans, tribals,
Muslims and backward classes have not derived any benefit from our education system.

Children of well to do families studied in public schools. Poor people could not
afford to send their children to those schools. These schools are producing an elitist
class. Our Vice-President had rightly said in one of his speeches the other day that a
few upper cast families still predominated the senior cadres such as IAS, IPS and IFS.
Primarily because our educational and examination system continued to weigh heavily
in favour of the so-called socially superior sections of Indian society. He further said
that it was time that we scrapped the public school system and provided similar schooling
to the sons and daughters of all sections of society. The Education Minister should take
a bold and revolutionary step by abolishing these public schools. If public schools are
not to be abolished then 70 per cent of the seats in those schools shall be filled by admitting
children of harijans, tribals and backward classes.

Articles 15(4) and 16(4) of the Constitution allowed the Government to make any
special provision for the advancement of any socially and educaticnally backward classes
of citizens or for the scheduled castes and the scheduled tribes. Under the provisions of
these Articles the Tamilnadu Government in 1971-72 made reservation of seats for
backward classes and scheduled castes and scheduled tribes in educational institutions.
The Supreme Court has held this order valid. The Education Mioister should implement

this policy so far as admission to educational inst._..<... is concerned.

) Shrimati P, Chavan (Carad) : The allocation of funds for Education Ministry is
inadequate. More funds shall be provided to meet the education needs of our country.

Since independence we have not been able to formulate our education policy. The
Education Minister should discharge his duty toward expansion of education in the country
and furmulate a suitable education policy. That way he will be honouring the promises
made by Janata Party during elections.
