(a) It is the effort of Central Govern-
ment to give. maximum power to Haryana to
meet the needs of the State.

(b) The total power supplied to Haryana
from Indraprastha and Central power
stations of Singrauli, Bairasiul and Badarpur,
including Haryana’s own share of power,
and assistance to mitigate the power shortage
in the State, varies from day to day depend-
ing upon the generation and the system
demand. ’

(¢) The Central station at Singrauli has
unaltocated power at the disposal of the
Centic  for meeting the  requirements
of 1the States in the WNorthern Region.
Assistance from Singrauli is also provided to
States such as Uttar Pradesh and Jammu
and Kashmir depending upon the availability
of power and the requirements of the systems
from time to time. .

As voe specifically referred to Haryana,
heire 100 efforts have been made that apart
from the Indraprastha, the Central power
stations of Singraulj, Bairasiul and Badarpur
have been rushing  additional supply of
power to Haryana in order to sce that the
acute shortage of power is reduced 10 the
minimum.
