Shrl Muhammed Koya: Now that it 
is certain that Government wants to 
rule by a black law like this, I only 
request the Government to see that 
it is used very cautiously, and not 
indi&::riminately against the political 
parties, especially the Opposition 
Parties. I have got my own reasons 
to say this. 

We have got a very recent example. 
When Mr. Gamal Abdul Nasser of 
Egypt came here last month, many 
jmportant leaders of the Muslim 
community were arre.;ted under the 
Preventive Detention Act without 
any provocation, without any reason. 
It is surely a Iact that those leaders 
of the MUlilim community had a 
difference of opinion about Mr. 
Nasser's act ion in executing the great 
religious leader and scholar, Said 
Qutab, and they had protested against 
the action of Mr. Nasser in destroy-
ing his political opponents of Egypt 
and the sympathisers of the Muslim 
Brotherhood and other organisations. 
That is, of course, a different matter. 
We have our own right to hold a 
certain vielT even about Mr. Nasser's 
action. But the Government was 
not justilled in their action in 
arresting the leaders of public 
opinion, including the editors at 
"Radiance", "Dawat'J and USirath". 
Some Congress leaders were. also ar-
rested. Mr. Ali Bahadur Khan, who 
Was once ttte Secretary of the Mino-
rity Committee of the AICC was also 
not spared. The leader of J amayet-e-
Islami, Moulana Abdul Rais, was also 
arrested without any provocation. 
These were the people who were 

always law-abiding and peace-loving 
and who were making the agitation 
strictly constitutionally, bu~ this Gov-
ernment, simply to pleas~ Mr. Nasser, 
arrested these leaders on the eve at 
his visil When Mr. Johnson came 
here, no Communist leader was arre,st-
ed. When Mr. Khruschev came here, 
no Swantatra Party leader was ar-
rested. When any other leaders visit-
ed Delhi, nobody was taken under 
the Preventive Detention Act. Even 
in the anti-cow slaughter agitation, 
eVen though preparations were made 
and naked sadhus were coming from 
all over the country and were march-
ing towards the Parliament House, 
nobody was taken into preventive 
custody. So this peculiar action of 
the Government in detaining the lea-
ders of public opinion, editors and 
religious heads of a particular com-
muity simply because they were op-
posed to the dictator of Egypt, was 
quite unfair and that is one ..,ason 
why I say that this Government is 
capable of misusing the powers that 
they wiIJ get under the Preventive De-
tention Act. We have got ample ex-
ample to show that the Defence of 
India Rules and various other Acts 
by which they have acquired sweep-
ing powers we~e used for political 
vendetta and for political purposes. I 
know that during th'" Chinese and Pa-
kistani Aggressions, may people who 
did not see eye to eye with the Cong-
ress Party in Kerala were arrested un-
der the Defence of India rules, -Pre-
ventive Detention Act and various 
other rules; they were arrested just 
becaUse they were not favouring the 
Congress people. The local Congress 
people gave a petition that such and 
such a man is anti-Government or 
anti-national and -simply on the basis 
of those reports of the people in the 
lower strata of the Congress Party, 
persons were arrested and their pre-
cious liberty was simply In danger. 
They were put behind the bars. 

Now that the Govermnent have de-
cided that they cannot mle this 
country without a black law, I only 
want to see that this is not misused
