STATEMENT RE. PROGRAMME FOR 
THE GENERAL ELECTIONS, 1967. 

The MInister of Law (Sbrl G. S. 
Pathak): Mr. Speaker, Sir, I shOUld 
like to make a statement about the 
programme of the next general elec-
tions. 

As honourable members are aware, 
this House was summoned to meet for 
the first time on April 18, 1962, and 
accordingly its tenure of five years 
will expire on April, 17, 1967. The 
term of the existing legislative as-
semblies of all the States, except those 
of Nagaland and Jammu & Kashmir, 
is due to expire on different dates 
in the month of March, 1967. While 
an election has to be held in N aga-
land to fill the seat allotted to it in 
the Lok Sahha, a general election to 
the Legislative Assembly of this State 
is not due till March, 1969. In Jllmmu 
& Kashmir, the LegislatiVe Assembly 
will he finishing its term on the 5th 
April, 1967. 

The Election Commission has after 
consulting the Government or' India 
and the State Governments, come to 
the conclllJlion that the most conve-
nient time for taking the poll in the 
"ountry-wide simultaneous general 
elections next year would be the 
third week of February. Accordi.1\gly, 
it proposes to recommend to the Presi_ 
dent and to the Governors at the 
States January 13, 1967 as the date 
for the issue of notifications call1Dg 
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the general elections. The programme 
it proposes to adopt is as follows: 

Last date for nominations January 20 
Scrutiny of nominations J.anuary 21 
Last date for withdrawal 

of candidatures January 23 
Poll February 15 to 21 

Counting of votes and declaration of 
results will take place between Feb-
ruary 21 and 24. On this programme, 
the Commission expects that, with a 
few exceptions and barring unforeseen 
contingencies which might require ad-
journment of poll, the results of 
practically all the elections will be 
declared by February 24. 

In the State of Jammu & Kashmir, 
it will be for the first ~ime that simul-
taneous elections will be hold to the 
House of the People and to the State 
Legislative Assembly. Until now, the 
members of the Lok Sabha from this 
State have been nominated by the 
President on the recommendation of 
the State Legislature. The Election 
Commission proposes to hold the poll 
in Jammu Province at the same time 
as the elections in the rest of India 
and to hold the poll in Kashmir Pro-
vince on March 19. This would be 
similar to the arrangements made for 
the general election to the Legislative 
Assembly of the State held in 1962. 

In Himachal Pradesh, the Commis-
sion considers it would be possible to 
take the poll completely in four par-
liamentary constituencies, viz. Simla. 
Hamirpur, Kangra and Mandi, and 
partially also in the two ather con-
stituencies of Mahasu and Chamba, 
during the period between February 
15 and 21. In about 7 or 8 assembly 
constituencies falling within Mahasu 
and Chamba parliamentary constitu-
encies, the poI! will have to be post-
poned to the last week of April, be-
cause of their being snow-bound in 
the' month of February. The Commis-
sion, is. however, making special ar-
rangements to complete the poll and 
declare the results in these constitu-
encies also by the end of April, 1967, 

so that the elected members from 
these constituencies will be able to 
take part in the Presidential and 
Vice-Presidential elections. 

On this programme, the Election 
Commission proposes to fix February 
24 as the date for the completion of 
elections to the State Legislative 
Assemblies. It would then be possible 
for the Commission to issue on Feb-
ruary 25, 1967 the notifications under 

'section 73 of the Representation of 
. the People Act, 1951, giving the names 
of the members elected upto that date, 
thereby duly constituting the new 

'Legislative Assemblies of the States. 

So far as the general election to the 
Lok Sabha i. concerned, although the 
results are likely to be declared in 
most of the constituencies by Febru-
ary 25, it does not seem practicable 
to dispense with a short session of 
Parliament in the latter half of March. 
It is proposed thal1 as in 1957 and in 
1962, the present Lok S3bha should 
be dissolved only on Marrh 31, 1967, 
so that it could be summoned to meet 
in the latter half of March for trans-
acting tbe minimum financial busi-
ness, such as, the presentation of the 
Railway and General budgets and the 
obtaining of the necessary votes on 
account. The date for completion of 
the general election to the Lok Sabha 
will accordingly be notified as March 
31, 1967, and the due constitution noti." • 
fication under section 73 of the Act 
will be issued on tbe 3rd April 196'1. 

The term of office of the President 
and Vice-President will expiJ;e on 
May 12, 1967. AP. the Constitution re-
quires that the elections of the new 
President and Vice-President should 
be completed before that date, the 
Commission proposes to hold the two 
elections on practically the same pro-
gramme as in 1962. The notification. 
calling these two elections will be is-
sued on or about April 0, 1967, the 
poll, if necessary, will be taken un or 
about May 7 and the renllts will be 
declared by May 10, 1967. 
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Kindly permit me to make a state-
ment about the proposed rules. I had 
said in the House that as soon as the 
Representation of the People Bill re-
ceived the assent ot the President, I 
shall lay the rules under the Act on 
the Table. I have not been able to 
do so. I could not do so bemuse that 
Bill has not yet been passed by the 
other House. 1 propose, however, to 
circulate the rules very soon after the 
Bill receives the assent of the Presi-
dent, among the Members of this 
House. 

Shr! M. R. Masanl (Rajkot): Mr. 
Speaker, there is one point in this 
important announcement on which I 
would like a little light and also per-
haps reconsideration. That is in re-
g"ard to the two constituencies in 
Himachal Pradesh, Chamba and 
Mahasu, where the hon. Minister said 
that part of the elections in these areas 
would be carried out in February and 
in the remaining Assembly constitu-
encies in April. This appe--.us to be 
out of line with the earlier statement 
that the counting of votes in the gene-
ral elections will be held over until ali 
the elections are over. In other 
words, counting will be from the 24th 
or so; after polling is completed 
throughout the country. This is a 
very sound principle that partial elec-
tion results should not influence the 
results in others. Consider-what 
would happen in Chamba and Mah3su 
where three or four of the Assembly 
constituencies might have polled while 
three Or four may not have polled 
till April. This would mean that only 
half of the parliamentary election will 
be jJver and they are suspended in 
mid-air for the ba hnce of the consti-
tuencies. I think this is entirely un-
sound in a parliamentary co~tituency. 
as it shall be considered as one unit. 
1 would urge the Minister to think 
again on the analogy of the general 
elections. I suggest the whole of 
Chamba and Mah3su can poll in April 
when they can go to the polls together. 
Nothing will be lost, while a sound 
principle will have been asserted. 

. 
Shri Rang-a (Chittoor): Sir, I have 

" general point to be raised in regard 
10 the Lameduck session. I do not sec 
the reason why the Government 
;nould not be able to convene the new 
Parliament as soon as the election 
results are announced. Only in this 
country tnis very wrong practice has 
been developed on earlier occasions 
also. Election results will be an-
nounced on February 25 or 26. By 
the end of February almost all the 
results would be announced except for 
the few seats in Jammu and Kashmir; 
the country would bt! in a position to 
know wtl'at sort of Government we are 
to have and what sort of opposition 
would take shape. In these circums-
tances, I do not see why the lame-
duck session would become necessary 
at all aud why there should be the 
approprhdion and vote On account and 
afterwards, once again, the same de-
bate, repetition On a larger scale in 
the regular session. Therefore, 1 
would like the Government to consi-
der that matter since there would be 
plenty of time for them to do this 
work. 

Secondly, we made some suggestions' 
about the rules about the district elec-
tion officers, that they need not be 
'mere administrative officers but that 
they should be judicial people and 
that the people belonging or holding 
office in the 83me district should not be 
appointed to the areas over which they 
exercise jurisdiction but to other 
places. No reply was given. I re-
pea ted that suggestion to the hon. Law 
Minister. I want to know whether 
they have given any consideration at 
all to these and other points on which 
he could not reply immediately. 
There was the other point on which 
the Home Minister was to reply disci-
pline to be maintained among the 
police. If in any place during the 
election the police misbehave, to whom 
are We to make our appeals 'and com-
plaints? Who is to look into it and 
take the necessary disciplinary action? 
Is it the district election offi,""r, the 
State election officer 3nd the return-
ing officer or is it the existing Govern-
ment guided by the ruling party? If 
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it i. only the existing Government, 
we cannot say we can expect impar-
tial behaviour on the part of thc 
police. 

Shrl Namblar (Tiruchirapa'li): In 
view of the fact that free and fair 
elections are made possible "nd the 
details of the programme of the elec-
tion have been made known to the 
country, may I know whether the Law 
Minister will prevail UPOn the Home 
Minister to see that all the political 
"prisioners arrested and detained under 
the P.C. Act and DIR, which is still 
applicable in the borde areGs, will be 
released? A number of MLAs in Tri-
pura are behind the bars now. 

Mr. Speaker: This is not the oppor_ 
tunity to raise this matter. 

ShrI Namblar: I am making 3 re-
quest because from the psychological 
point of view it will be a good thing. 
I request the Minister to consider this. 

Shrl Baa Baraa (Gauhati): The 
decision to hold elections for the Lok 
Sabha seats so far as Jammu and 
Kashmir is concerned is a very wel-
come thing. In that connection may 
I know Whether the seats of the Pak-
istan-occupied Kashmir are kept 
vacant? Secondly, the elections for 
Lok Sabha and State Assemblies are 
going to be held simultaneously. The 
illeterate voters generally find it diffi-
cult to distinguish between the ballot 
paper for the Lok Sabha candidat Hnd 
for the State Assembly candidate. In 
this connection, may I know whether 
the Minister is going to req uest the 
Election Commission to issue orders 
to the officers presiding over the poll-
ing booths to educate the voters in 
this regard? 

Sbrl RaDp: They can use ballot 
papers of different colours. 

SlIrllJldnJlt Gap&a (Calcutta South 
West): I would like strongly to sup-
port Mr. Ma8ani's remarks about th" 

time-table of the election and polling 
in Himachal Pradesh area. I wish to 
1 epeat that it is necessary that the 
polling and the declaration of results 
should be properly timed, so that on .. 
does n'>t precede the other. On page 
~ of the statement, the minister has 
referred to "unforeseen contingencies" 
which might require an adjournment 
of the poll. May I ask him if by un-
ioreseen contingencies he has only Jot 
possibly acts of God in mind and 
nothing more than that? Would it not 
be proper to revoke the emergency 
during the period of the elections"?

Dr. L. M. 8inlhvl (Jodhpur): I only 
want to emphasise that during the 
election, all cfl'ort. have to be made to 
preserve the basic demacratic rights 
of association and of expression of 
opinion, because an im·pression has 
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gone round in the country th"t they 
may not be obtained during the elec-
tion period. Then, I want to empha-
sise the fact that on the last occasion, 
the Government had given an assur-
ance five years ago that the question 
of havlIlg a lame-duck session would 
be reconsidered, and '3S far as possi-
ble this contingency would be avoided. 
During the last five years, nothi:1g 
was done to consult legal opinion or 
opinion in Parliament to avoid that 
contingency of having to hold a lame-
d uck session. I would like to know 
whether anything was done or is pro-
posed to be done to avoid that con-
tigcncy. 

Shri Tyagl (Dehra Dun): I only 
want to request the han. Minister one 
thing; with regard to the rules he has 
just said that after the Bill is passed, 
it is only then that he could circulate 
the rules. He said that thOSe rules can-
not be circulated without passing the 
Bill. Cannot the han. Minister circu-
late the proposed rules to us in 
advance and invite our suggestions, 
3nd by that time he can give the tina 1 
shape to them after having invited the 
suggestions of the han. Members, par-
ticularly those in the Opposition, so 
that he might have the benetlt of just 
knowing about their reactions to the 
proposed rules and after just thinking 
a bout them and considering those pro-
posals, he might finalise and circulate 
them finally? 

Shrl Bhagwat Jha A.ad (Bhagal-
pur): I would like to re-emphasise 
and re-assert my suggestions which I 
have given on the floor of the House 
on the previous occasions, that "there 
is no necessity for a lame-duck session; 
when the full duck with new wings 
might be ready, flapping, to take new 
strides, why should a lame-duck 
session be.called at all? Therefore, it 
is important that the elections should 
be over by the 24th Febru"ry, that the 
results are declared by that time, and 
the new Parliament may be called in 
the latter part of March. I think it 
is possible to call the new Parliament 
by the latter part of March. It is not 
good to ask the lame-duck to come 

and pass the vote on account, when 
alre'ady there is the new one ready to 
come, 

SecondlY, I would like to emphasise 
this. There are friends who have 
suggested on the tloor of the House 
that this time provision for ceJeborate 
arrangements shOUld be made for the 
voters to CCY/Tle and exercise their 
vote; 1 do not say, but my friends on 
the right have on many occasions 
said this; possibly they apprehend 
trouble from this side. I might say 
that 1 haVe seen in my own constitu-
ency frustrated elements in the coun_ 
try who want to create disturbances 
in the elections. I therefore once 
again request the Government to 
consult the Election Commission as to 
how far this time, they propose to 
have safety and safeguard for the 
conduct of the election and to See that 
a better atmosphere is created '3Ild the 
elections are held in a nice way.

Shri Dlnen Bhattacharya (Seram-
pore): Sir, I fully support what Shri 
lndrajit Gupta said about emergency. 
Apart frOm that, for the uSe of micro-
phone, a very simple media of pub-
licity I in our place in West Bengal, in 
the municipal towns, we have to seek 
permission- from the authorities con· 
cerned, anc! it is found that the Oppo-
sition parties are not given permis-
sion to usc microphone specially dur· 

ing the elections. I do not know why 
this restriction is still there. Why 
should not the Go,,"ernment ask the 
West Bengal Government to remove 
all these impediments? 

Further, I haVe a very simple sug-
gestion to make. The han. Minister 
said that he will frame the rules and 
after it is passed by the Rajya Sabha 
it will be circulated among the Mem-
bers. It is not only a question of the 
Members sitting here. I know the 
situation prevailing in the matter of 
pUblications. There are other persons 
who are contesting the elections. I 
want to know when these people will 
be able to get these rules from the 
book shops in the towns. M'3y I know 
whether arrangements will also be 
made to make them available to 
everybody within a reasonable period 
of time? 

Shri D. C. Sharma (Gurdaspur): 
Sir, I think the stalement is in line 
with the statement that have alr""dy 
been made during the last three elec-
tions. It does not envisage any kind 
of departure from them. Therefore, 
I do not think there is much to be 
said on the statement. But there are 
one or two points that I should like to 
make. 

Firstly, it has been suggested that 
the elections in Mahasu and Ch'3mba 
should take place simultaneously. As 
none of these persons know much 
about Mahasu and Chamba and I feel 
that the decision about Mahasu and 
Chamba has been taken after consul-
ting the State Government, I think the 
Election Commission has done nothing • 
radical in making that statement. 

Secondly, our term of office comes 
to an end on April 17, 1961. There is 
already a curtailment Of privileges of 
the present Members of Lok Sabha-
that is to say, instead of our term 
coming to an end on April, 17, it will 
come to an end earlier than that. On 
top of that, I hear some of my han. 
friends saying that there should be no 
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'lame duck' session. I do not know 
who gave this name to that session. I 
strongly object to that name ,because 
most of the 'ducks' that will be here 
at that time will not be 'Iame but they 
will be full-ftedged 'ducks' with wings 
fully developed, with a voice as hoarse 
as that of ducks and other things 
equal to that of any living, growing 
and developing duck. That session 
has been thel"e alI these years. If 
there are some persons who have con-
sulted some astrologers about their 
return to Lok Sabha I have nothing 
to say against them, but I would say 
that the 'lame duck' session serves 
a very good purpose. 

Mr. Speaker: He need not 110 Into) 
the reasons noW. 

Shri D. C. Sharma: It is not only 
that it serves the purpOSe of giving the 
vote on account but also a kind of 
social purpose, a kind of get together. 
Therefore, I think the 'lame duck' 
session should not be abolished.

STATEMENT RE. FOOD AID FROM 
CANADA 

The Minister of Food, Agrlcu.!ture, 
Community Development and Co-
operation (8hrl C. Sabramanlam): I 
am happy to inform the House that 
the Government of Canada have an-
nounced their intention to offer tood 
aid to the Government of India of $21 
million during the current Canadian 
flscal year ending 31st March, 1967 dnd 
further aid of $50 million during the 
next fiscal year beginning 1st April,. 

The provision of these funds 
would enable the supply of about 
900,000 tonnes of Canadian wheat and 
would be of very great help to us in 
meeting the difficult food situation 
during the coming months.
