(b) whether it is a fact that most
of these suspended trains are those
passenger trains which stop at small
stations and if so, the reasons therefor
and the number of passenger and ex-
presg trains out of the total suspend-
ed trains, separately;

(c) whether Agra Fort-Kota pas-
senger train, is also one of the sus-
pended trains, in the absence of
which no passenger train is available
in day time at many stations falling
in between and if so, the reasons
therefor; and

(d) whether in order to resolve the
aforesaid problem, Government pro-
pose to resume the suspended trains
and if so, by what time and if not,
the reasons therefor?
