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come the Hon. Minister's statement in 
this regard, though I hope he has 
adequate information on-this subject. 

Now, the main question I would 
like to put it this. Some of our com-
patriots-who are termed as ex-pat-
riates there-are working against 
heavy odds, particularly the unskilled 
and semi-skilled workers. They are 
even sleeping in shifts because the 
accommodation problem is so acute 
difIlculties there. When they come 
there. So, they put up with -great 
back, after remitting sO much of 
money, the Government should come 
forward to offer them some facilities, 
particularly in the matter of hous-
ing etc. In this connection, the lea-
ders of our Indian community there 
told me that it would be better if 
some land is allotted to them in the 
metropolitan and other small cities so 
that the could buy the land at a 
reasonable price and construct houses. 
When they come on holidays for a 
month Or two, it will not be easy for 
them to bargain and to buy lands and 
construct houses. Their first prcfE.'-
renCe is to own a hOUSe and to catch 
up with the loss in sleep due to acute 
shortage of accommodation prevailing 
in many countries. I would appre-
ciate if the Government comes for-
ward and acquire some land and sell 
them at reasonable rate and also 
provide housing and building facilities 
such as building materials at reason-
able prices to them. I would like to 
know from the han. Minister whether 
any schemes like this to encourage our 
compatriots working abroad, parti-
cularly the poorer sections who are 
working against heavy odds, have 
been proposed. 

SHRI SATISH AGARWAL: As far 
as the first part of the qusetion of the 
hon. Member is concerned, the sug-
gestion he has made that wide publi-
city should not be given, I would point 
out that the publicity is there only 
on account of the answers given on 
the floor of House and we do not give 
any deliberate publicity On that score. 

So far as the other suggestion, that 
is, regarding provision of facility of 
purchase of hOuse is concerned, al-
ready there is a Cabinet decision that 
they can have one residential house 
and purchase it. So far as the pur-
chase of agricultural land is concern_ 
ed, We are already short of agricul-
tural land and there is no question of 
extending t ~ facility.
