The Minister of External Mairs 
(Shrl M. C. Charla): (a) to (cl. As the 
House is aware, the U.S. Government 
have been permitting the acquisition 
of non-lethal U.S. military equipment 
by both India and Pakistan since 
February, 1966, but the ban imposed 
i;} September, 1965, on all military 
supplies to either country is still in 
force in respect of lethal equipment. 
The U.S. authorities have informed us 
that this policy remains unchanged. 
There is, therefore, no question of the 
U.S. giving lethal arms on a commer-
cial or a;}y other basis to India or, to 
Pakistan. 

After our unfortunate experience 
with Pakistan, We are naturally con-
cerned at any possibility of a reactiva-
tion of her military machine through 
U.S., as indeed through a."lY other, 
sources by a supply either of spares 
of new equipment. We have empha-
sised our concern to the appropriate 
authorities. We believe our interests 
are recognised, and we, therefore, hoPe 
that no step will be taken by the U.S. 
Government which would add to our 
apprehellsions regarding Pakistan'. 
military potential.
