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SHRI AMAR ROYPRADHAN:

-SHRI MALLIKARJUN: A survey 
has en made and the cost of ,this 
line now ·s about Rs. 14 crores. We 

-:have also sPent some money about 
Rs. 70 lakhs ha .been spent. The sur .. 

ey 1bas b n completed. 

Therefore, we are prepared to cons-
;uq this line. Fund is also no prob-

lem because we have to pay ~ial 
.attention to this. In this context I

SHRIMA'I!L JAYANTI PATNAIK: 
Sir, one of the main obj.ectives of the 
J.ntroduction of the plus 2 system of 
,education is to provide. vocational 
-educatioir in the plus 2 stage to at least 
filty per cent of tbe students a~ter 
thi stage, so as ''to ensure employ-
ment/ ·elf employment after this stage. 

We know that many of the States 
o not have this 'system. Also in the 
statement it has been mentioned that 

, in some States this has already been 
introduced some years back. But, 
wherever-there is 'this system may I 
k from the hon. Minister wheth i:-a 
large number of students, that is, fifty 
per cent of the tudents, are attracted 
to thi sy te-m. lf so, what is the trend 
1n getting self-employment and what 
i the prospect of voca ional edur-ation 
~Or the girls? 

. SPEAKER: Why don't you ask 
1 o regarding the dual sY tem of edu-
tion and this dispa.'I'ity and whether 
the Government is going to stream-
line it or not? -

SHRI P. K. THUNGON: Sir, the 
question of vocationalisation of educa-
tion has been occupying the mind of 
th ipeop1e for a long time but from 
197•3 onwards a national decision was 
taken that vocationalisation of educa_ 
tion shoul& be implemented. In this 
regard again the implementation as-
pect goe to the State Government. 
What the Central Government can do 
is to give them guidelines and assist-· 
ance wherever it is required. Accord-

P ingly Central Government has given 
'financial asSi ~nee a!i o to respective 
State Governments. So . far in 11 
States and Union territories the sys-
tem of vocationali ation' has been in-
t~oducecl and the Central Government 
has advanced assistance· to 16· States 
so far. Some of them are conducting 
and some of them have completed. 
conducing survey in respective dist-
Ticts. If vocationalisatioµ at State 
evel and district level is to be made 

purposeful then survey ·is requi:red to 
find out at the ciistrict level and tHe 
local level what kind of jobs or what 
kind of subjects will be more benefi-
cial for o;:tudents coming forward to 
take vocational education. So far 
about 92,000 students-both men and 
women-are taking education in this 
line. 

SHRIMATI JAYANTI PATNAIK: 
Mr. Speaker, Sir, the answer is very 
vague.: Specifically r-wanted to know 
whethet any -asses·sment has been 
made. i,n this regard . . -I did not ,get 
the answer. Is the Government aware 
of the fact tttal; students aftet passing 
fr.om the ,plus 2 system of vocation.al 
education either have to compete for 
jobs along with the candidates coming 
from ITis and Polytechnics who are 
better technically .equipped 9r for 
seats in institutions for hi·gber studies? 
Does· the · Government contemplate 
any Plan to make up this gap and 
what is the reaction of the Govern-
ment to this and what action is going 
to be taken? 

SHIW P. K. THUNGON: Sir the 
hon. Member has stated that' the 
answer is vague but as the question 
is worded in such ·a way that I had 
to reply in so many words. So far 
a~ this questiop is con~erned .it re~ers 
to the higher technical education. 
Naturally Competition is there and it 
is for that· reason that vocatJ>nalisa-
tion ha been thought of and many 
States have implemented it. Sir I 
will request the hon. Member to ,·1se 
her influence i~ Orissa also so that 
they may implement it.
