the Indo-British Economic Commiitee
held in New Delhi in January, 1981,
for the creation of a Trade Promotion
Fund to cover bilateral trade promo-
tion measures. The U.K. delegation
expressed difficulty in the creation of
such a fund to_promote Indian ex-
ports to UK. and instead suggested
the visit of a high level trade mission
to UK. to identify specific areas in
which exports could be increased. On
the basis of the findings of such a
mission, the U.K side offered to help
through training and other steps for
the development of marketing techni-
ques to enable Indian enterprises to
realise their export potential.
