minor delay in the installation of new 
electrostatic precipitators for units 2, 
3 & 4 at I.P. Station and 66 KV trans-
mission lines. 

(b) and (c) The delay relating t. 
the ,wovision of additional elect,ro-
static precipitators at the I.P. Statio. 
is due to the delay in transportatio. 
of the imported material from Bombay. 
to Delhi, and also on account of nOR-
availability of steel. Tn respect of the 
66 KV transmission lines, the delay is 
on account of the non-su.pply of tower 
materials. The increase in cost oa 
account of the delay in respect of the 
transmission lines is roughly Rs. 2.i 
lakhs over a total estimated cost of 
Rs. 2.27 crores. while there has bee.
