Reguirement of Kerosene OQil

¥129. SHRI ANANTHA RAMULU
MALLU: Will the Minister of PETRO-
LEUM, CHEMICALS AND FERTILI-
ZERS be pleased to lay a statement
showing:

(a) whether Governmeat{ have made
any assessment regarding the require-
ment of Kerosene Stale-wisg;

(b) if so, the details thereof;

(c) whether "Government propose to
import kerosene to mest its demand in
the country; and

(d) if so, the details regarding the
quantity and from which countries.

THE MINISTER OF PETROLEUM,
CHEMICALS AND FERTILIZERS
(SHRI P. SHIV SHANKAR): (a) and
(b). The requirement of kerosene oil of
various States and Union Territories is
determined on the basis of their histori-
cal allocations/sales and 5 per cent an-

nual growth rate over such allocations
sales for the corresponding months.
Taking inlo account the overall avail-
ability of the product, movemeni capa-
city etc., monthly allocations are made,
Besides the regular monthly aliocations
ad-hoc allocations to meet gpecific situ-
ations, like flood, drought, festivals etc.
are also made when necessary and
justified.

The allocation made to varicus States
and Union Territories during 1981-82
is given in the Statement.

(¢) and (d) Yes, Sir. A contract has
been signed with the USSR for the im-
port c¢f 1.5 million tonnes of kerosene
oil in 1982. Arrangemsents have also
been made to import additional quanti-
ties of kerosene to meet immediate re--
quirements from suppliers based :n
USA, UK and Bermuda. As per present
estimates, it should be possible to get
about 150,000 tonnes of kerosene from
these sources. It would not be in
public interest to disclose further de-
tails in this regard.
