(b) The Plan is to induce private 
institutions/organisations to build a 
chain of godowns of about 25000 bales 
of jute each under ARDC Scheme of 
refinancing facilities at softer terms, 
in line with similar scheme prevailing 
with FCI. The total capacity creation 
under the Scheme wil be limited to 
six lakh bales of jute. No capital in-
vestment by the Jute Corporation of 
India would be involved; and Jute 
Corporation of India’s financial com-
mitment would be restricted only to 
rental liability for the guaranteed 
occupancy period of the godowns,
