(a) Yes, Sir.
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(b) The TV Relay Centre at Goa,
when commissioned would cover
almost the entire area of about 3,600
Sq. Km. of Goa. All towns and
villages in Goa having a total popu-
lation of 10.02 lakhs will getTV
Service.

SHRI G. DEVARAYA NAIK :
Sir, in view of my question, I want
to know from the Hon. Minister
when he is going to commission it.

THE MINISTER OF INFORMA-
TION AND BRODCASTING
(SHRI VASANT SATHE) : The
Relay Station in Goa will be commis-
sioned before ASIAD games, that is
before November. We are at present
going to set up a small transmitter
for the purpose of ASIAD games,
but a regular transmission and putting
up a tower will take about a year
and a half.

SHRI G. DEVARAYA NAIK :
Thank you for your answer.

From the answer to part (b) of my
question it is clear that the area of
Bombay-Karnataka, namely, Karwar,
Belgaum, Bijapur and Dharwar, is
not covered. Hence, may I know
from the Hon. Minister whether the
Government is thinking of setting up
a trapsmitter inGoa to cover all
these areas also? If so, when?

SHRI VASANT SATHE : Sir.
according to the topographical posi-
tion, Goa has on one side the sea and
on another side there are so many
hills and the transmission waves can
not cross the hills and therefore, can-
not go into the ncarby places like
Karwar, Kolhapur, Belgaum and
other areas. That is the reason.
But there might be some gaps and
some portions of the area also will be
covered by the relay transmission
from Goa. The real solution is to
have another transmitter either at
Almode or at some of the hill areas
so that the whole area is covered,
but that will take some time because
of the resources comstraint.

(a) and (b) . Power position in
Country has improved considerably.
While the overall power shortage in
the country which was 12.69% in
1980-81 has come down to 10.6 per
cent during the period April, 1981 to
March, 1982, the power shortage
was about 36.7 per cent in Bihar,
15.2 per cent in U.P., 19.2 per ceut
in West Bengal, 23.3 per cent in
Maharashtra and 22.8 per cent in
Sikkim during the period April,
1981 to March, 1982,
