Indian Doctors in U.K.

In a joint
Memorandum, the Overseas Doctors As-
sociation, Birminghum, and the Federation
of Indian Organisations, U.K., Birmingham,
have expressed a desire to build a Hospi-
tal-cum-Medical Coilege for the meeds of
overseas students and medical professionals
in India. As the Memorandum did not
contain any details of the said proposals, a
comprehensive scheme has been called for
from the sponsors. This is yet to be re-
ceived. Government have not received amy
other proposal from Indian doctors prac-
tising in the United Kingdom.
