Statement 

The incidence of malaria in the country 
~s a whole according to the reports received 
from State Gevernments and Union Terri-
tory Administrations is declining progre-
ssively during the last three years. 

During the current year upto 30-11-1983, 
1 J .S7 million malaria cases have been 
reported against 16.13 milJion reported 
during the corresponding period in 1982. 
There is also a decline in the P. falciparum 
cases and mortality rate due to Malaria. 

The reported incidence and the number 
of deaths due to Malaria during the last 
three years-J980, 1981 and 19~2-State­
wise is enclosed.
