It ultimately came to 51.48 la~h 
tonn . Our carry ov r was 6.82 lakh 
t nne . Thus., we had with us 58.30 
lakh tonnes. 

jr, our con umption as he asked 
w s about 50 lal<h tonnes expect d, 
which was reali ed and for two months 
in the b ginning of the sugar year 
1981-82, i.e. 0 tober and November, 
81 the consumption was to be 9 ]akh 
tonne both for PDS and free sale. So., 
for the ye r, the requirement of sugar 
was about 5 9 la~h tonne. Thus, it is 
clear tha we had me shortage of 
su ar and 0 control the price a al 0 
t e it within the limit., we h d the

lated by Andhra Prade h after taking 
into account the ftood of 1980, an 
area of t 266 ac,-e is stated to be com-

ing under submergence in Od a.
