is allowed on open General Licence. Private 
· exporters bringing orders in the name of 
. canalising agency are' also ·allowed to partici-
pate in exporf trade of processed mica to tl!e 

extent of 50 % . 
Under this sharing arrangement, MITCO 

services 50°/o of all export orders through its 
own procurement from weaker ·sections of 
trade and also its own processing centres. 
MITCO purchases mica from dealers 
regularly throughout the year. More than 
90 % of such purchases in terms of value 
are from weaker sections. MITCO also 
pays fair and remunerative prices for mica 
purchased and such payments arc made 
promptly. 

MITCO does not make purchases 
from the dealers on commission basis.

SINGH : Sir, in mica it was seen that only 
20 shippers were monopolising 85 per cent 
of the mica trade and the weaker section 
was not getting a proper return. Theref orc, 
the Government decided to canalise mica 
and as it is a transitionals phase, it is 
decided that instead of taking over and 
totally canalising it, first it is 30 per cent 
and then it has gone to 50 per cent sharing 
with the private trade and MITCO. 

SHRI PUCHALAPALLI PBNCHA-

of India is helping the weaker sections, wby 
is <be Corporation buying only rcady-to-
export and select items for which they UYc 
orders on hand.
