THE MINISTER OF PARLIAMEN-
TARY AFFAIRS, SPORTS A D 
WORKS AND HOUSING (SHRI BUTA 
SINGH) : As tated by my hon. colJeague 
sofar as the question of having hou cs 
constructed by various States under the 
State ector is conc.::rned, the aHocation 
for the arne is made in the integrated 
plan of the Stae by the Plannin g 
Commisson. Therefore, it i not 
Possible for us to moni tor from here 
regarding the implementation of the 
State' scheme. But so far as the 
schemes which are covered under 
the 20-Point Programme, as menti-
oned by my colleague, are concerned 
we do have the monitoring system 
on our side and effort is to go to various 
States and ch ck with the State authori-
ties about the programme on the fieJd and 
sometimes we also go and meet the 
Ministers concerned, Chief Secretaries 
concerned. Sometim~ we also meet the 
hon. Chief Ministers and sit with the 
monitoring officials from D Ihi and they 
review the progress under the various 
programmes under the 20-Point prog-
ramme. As ha been given in the written 
answer under Items I and 2-the rural 
house.site and housing scheme for 
economical1y weaker sections-these are 
the two scbemes which are covered under 
the 20-Point programme and we have 
regul r monitoring ystem. It is also 
true that achievement so as mentioned 
by the hoo. Member, is not according 
to our atisfaction. But we are very 
much after the State Government to see 
t at the e sc emes are implemented 
with all the vigour and I aaree -wit fhc

The house construction 
work wa not allowed to progres. 
Now, in the Year 1983-84 the tarset 
fixed was 80,000 upto August 1983 
and the achievement is 3469. 

SHRI AMAL DA ITA : Mr. Speaker 
ir, at present the allocation of funds 

and the pace of construction of house 
in the urban and rural areas are uch 
that even in hundred years the needs for 
housing of the people would not be 
met. Unless steps are taken immedi-
ately at least in the 7 th PJan to increase 
the allocation for housing and to make 
funds available either to the State 
Government or through the State Gover .. 
nment to the persons taking advantage 
of the house building programme at a 
very low rate of intc;rest, and unless 
cheaper building materials are ~de 
available, the housing programme cannot 
succeed. In thls background, what 
step are being taken or are contempJl;lted 
by the Government in this regard ?' 

SHRI BUT A SINGH: As already 
mentioned. we indicate to the State 
Governments the steps to be taken at 
the time of allocation of funds. It is 
only the question of monitoring. I 
agr;ee with the hon. Member that the 
progress on this account ' is not to our 
satisfaction . The pace of progress is 
only SO~~. We would like It to be as 
high as 100%. But I wouJd request 
the hon. Members to persuade their 
State Governments to see that the funds 
given by the Central Government are 
fully utilised and the housing fa~ilitjes 

w ich have been extended under the 20-
Point Programme or the Minimum Needs 
Porgramme are also covered by the 
State Governments with the urgency 
and speed, for which the a llocation has 
been made. The question of a llocating 
more funds will come after the earHer 
allocation has been utilised. It is at the 
point of wonitori ng that the State 
Gov rnments should pay more attention.

SHRI BUTA SINGH: Under the 
Economically Weaker Section pro-
ramme the 6th plan envisag a sites 
and ervices type of scheme in urban 
are at unit co t of Rs. 3,OOO/-for tbe 
economically weaker ections. The target 
of 16.2 lath has been fixed on the basis 
of an outlay of ks. 485 crores and 
average co t of Rs. 3,OOO/·per unit for 
EWS hou ing in urban areas. 

This is fixed . The hon. Member 
has just refeJred to Madhya Prade h. 
In various States this element of subsidy 
and the cost vary from Rs' 2,OOO/-to 
As. S,SOO/-I will have to check up 
whether tbe information given by the 
hon. Member is correct. But definitely 
we would like to see tha teach State 
Government build a house which can be 
a durable hutment for those who have 
to live in it. Therefore, it is a question 
of very fundamental importance that the 
State Government sbould build houses 
Which can be used by weaker sections.
