THE MINISTER OF STATE IN 
THE MINISTERY OF AGRICULTURE 
(SHRI YOGENDRA MAKWANA) 
(a) and (b) : In spite of the difflcuJ .. 
ties faced by the fa rm~ rs of Punjab 
due to disturbed conditions the 
performance of agriculture in acneral 
during 1983-84 in the State has been 
better than before. 

(c) In order to help the Punjab 
farmers to harvest a good · Kharif crop 
this year steps have been ta ken by the 
State Government and,.the Government 
of India as aivcn in the statement 
whid, is Jaid on the Tctble of the 
Sttbha. 

Some of the important measures 
taken for helping the Punjab farmera 
in Kharif operations during 1984 are 
as follows :-

Sir: it is expec~~d that while the 
Minister replies to different parts of 
the question, there would be no con-
tradictioas betwecea the replies to 
various parls. First, I would like lo 
koow from the Minister, \ i hcthcr it i"S 
not a fact that in his repJy to part 
(a) and part (b) of the question 
and th~ statement whi,:h he has Jaid on 
the Table of the House. there is a 
clear contradiction. For your informa-
tion. I may tell you that in part (a) 
he has said that the performance of 
aariculturc in gcm-ra I during 1983-84 in 
the State, that is Punjab, has been 
better. than before. You may be 
satisfied. Sir, but not I. Then, in 
part (c) of the question, he has laid on 
the Table of the House a statement, 
and a number of parts of t.hat state~ 
ment indicate that the thinas arc no.t 
quite all riaht in Punjab ; in fact, the 
economy is in a bad state and the 
agriculture is in a very bad state, and 
that is why they ~re required to take 
certain measures to aJJeviate the suffe.r· 
incs of the peasants. For instance, in 
this statement he has said :

This is because th~ proc~r.eme?t is 
bad, you want to g,vl, mcenuves. 
Nothing wrong. That is the correct 
stop that you have taken. But aH this 
very clearly indicates that the conditions 
arc bad. Fortunately, you are also a 
farmer, not only the Speaker and ' . 
therefore, you will realise that all these 
replies in the statcm~nt that he has Jaid 
on the Table of the House cJearly 
indicate that the things are not all right. 
Probably by some juaglery of figures, 
you may show that the production is 
slightly better th~n what was in the 
last year, but, Sir, you know as an 
economic agricultural expert · that 
certain targets are fixed for the season

and the performance is measured by 
finding out whether those targets arc 
fulfilled, not by comparing what 
happened in the past. Therefore, is it 
not a fact that actuaJJy the performance 
of agriculture because of the distur-
bances is bad, and there arc so many 
hardships for the agriculturists 1 
I welcome the steps that you have 

riahtly taken to improve the condition 
of agriculturists, and, therefore, would 
you not concede that what you have 

actually concealed in part (a) has been 
revealed in tho statement 1 Therefore 
the statement is bad and the perfor-
mance is bad. 

SHRI YOGENDRA MAKWANA: 
I do not asree with the hon. Member

the production fiaure and whatever we 
have aivcn to the farmers or Panjab is 
because they were in difficulty on 
account of the agitation, transport and 
other things. I would request the hon. 
Member to tee the·, production figures. 
The target fixed for 1983-84 was 147.82 
million tonnes, whereas the production 
is 147. 7 miJJion tonnes. There Js nos 
fall in it. Previoug year it waa 141.7 
tniJiion tonnes, so the production has 
gone up. it has not gone down. The 
production has certainly increased, 
there is no fa IJ. 

-So far as the procurement is concer-
ned, the procurement is 82.01 Jakh 
tonnes upto 28. 7.1984, whereas in the 
previous year, it was 83.96 lakh tonnes. 
There also the progress is very good ; 
the procurement 1s upto the mark. 
The only thing is that because of the 
disturbances, we have given certain 
concessions to the farmers so that they 
can maintain the tempo of production 
in 1he coming sea~ion. 

PROF. MAOHU DANDAVATE : 
My second supplementary relates to the 
trade between Kerala and Punjab 
Government in respect of agricultural 
committees. The· Government of 
Kerala has repeatedly annou.1ccd that 
their handloom industry which depend 
on cotton coming from Punjab is badly 
hit and the reason given by the Kerala 
Government is that they are not able 
to get adequate supply of cotton from 
Punjab because of bad conditions there. 
They are on record. I would iike to 
know whether this is the correct posi-
si on, whether the Kerala Government 
has rightly stated the position. That 
means, the cotton position in Punjab is 
in a bad state, and as a result of that
