order to reduce avoidable grain on
our foreign exchange reserves and to
promote self-reliance, I have suggest-
ed substitution of imported equip-
ment etc. by indigenous alternatives
even jif thig involves some extra
expenditure and/or lesser automation
and sophistication, and have asked
for the issue of guitable jinstructions
to all concerned authorities to
exercise the ytmost restraint in sug-
gesting imports.

(b) Various Ministries/Departmentg
have issued necessary instructions in
this regard.
