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has just come to us. It Vlill take 
some more time to eome to cer-
tain decisions in this respect. 

SHRI B. V. DESAI: It is in Aug-
ust that they have submitted the re-
port. The Mir:i~ter says tha: it !1as 
just came. It is about six mc:n!hs 
now. 

Secondly, it is a valuable docu-
ment and it concerns the valuable 
lives of the villagers in the villages. 
Actually, they are devoid of any 
medical facilities. Under the :cheme, 
they have proposed s0 n:any valu-
able suggestions, opening of hospi-
tal~ in every village, at least one 
doctor for one village, subsidised 
medical facilities to weaker sectic,ns 
and so many other things. May I 
know whether the Government is 
thinking positively in this direction 
or they are simply sleeping over the 
report? 

SHRI NIHAR RANJAN LAS-
KAR: We are definitely moving in 
that direction. We have changed 
our emphasis now fro:tn curing to 
preventive aspect of he.alth care. 

SHRI ARJUN SETHI: In the Ans-
wer. the lion. Mh1ister has agreed 
that it is correct that so far as some 
cases are concerned, the- do.::tors 
prescribe drugs with limited Medical 
potential. So, in some cases, it is 
time and these cases are generally 
found in rural areas, in villages, where 
health care for the common man is 
very much limited. In view of the 
importance of this subject will 
the hon'ble Minister try to find 
out and punish the doctors who are 
found to be guilty so that at least 
in the rural areas where l1ealth 
care is very much needed they 
can be provided with cheap medicin-
es as well as with expertise for 
their benefit? 

SHRI NIHAR RANJAN LASKAR: 
Sir, I have also said in my main 
answer that on the face of it or in 
certal.n cases it may be correct but 

to implicate the entire m~dical pro-
fession will not be a very wise pro--
position. However, I fell, if the 
medical profession could be made to 
be more careful in its presc1·ibing 
habits then the things can improve 
further. 

SHRI G. B. GOHIL: Mr. Speaker, 
Sir, this is a very vital question and 
needs to be discussed at. le:lgth. s:r, 
the scientists and doctors .i:lave re-
commended as to how curative and 
preventive measures could be estab-
lished in the country. The detailed 
rec6nirnendations are yet to be 
known 'but 1 would like to know 
who will take the decision on the 
research and development which has 
been done, by the scientists and doc-
tors? Whether the report will be 
examined by technocrats or bureau-
crats? Secondly, Sir, iln their recom-
mendation they have clearly stated 
about the difficulties being faced bY 
MBBS and MD qualified doctors. I 
would like to know whether sufficient 
reasearch facilities are available in 
the public health centres and other 
centres. Sir,. there are lot of quacks 
in the villages who are unnecessary 
poking their nose. Whether govern-
ment will take a decision ::m the 
Floor of the House· so that unquali-
fied doctors are eradicated from the 
society? 

THE MINISTER OF HEALTH AND 
FAMILY WELFARE (SHRI B. 
SHANKARANAND): I do not think 
he has asked ariy question based on 
the main question.

SHR! MALLlKARJUN: It is a 
fact as far as the wagons movement is 
concerned. As the hon. Member 
has mentioned unloading is also a 
fact. But at the same time we 
have now taken concrete steps to see 
that there is an augmentation in 
the turn-round of wagon~ and p.mpt-
ies reach destinations for loading in 
a speedy way. In November We have 
loaded about 28,337 wagons in terms 
o'f 4 wheelers both on BG and MG 
lines. It is an improvement when 
compared to the previous 2 n:onths. 
Now we have started on the jumbo 
rate, ~m tne origin~tin,g station to 
the destina~ion station directly and 
the loading will be taken up with-
out much disturoance in betw'een. 
We are trying to 'lmprovc the turn-
round to see mat empties reach the 
loading point· again in a ''3P~edy 
way.

Only in the month of JWle it has 
come to our notice that we aloe un-
able to provide this to them and 
we have alSo been thinking" in terms 
of importing theSe thin.gs SO tha.t we 
will be able to supply these thing. 
to them and production of wagons. 
will be stepped-uP. j 

SHRI XAVIER ARAKAL: Some 
shipyards are equipped with mode.t'in 
equipments to D"--anufacture these 
wagons; for example, I Im,ow, Cochin 
Shipyard has very modern equip-
ment to manufactUre railway wagon& 
We do not utilise such equip-
ments and existDng facilities for 
wagon manufacture. Will the 00\"-
ernment consider mY' suggestion, to 
diversity the existing' .production 
facilities of firms to manufacture 
these wagons to improve the po$itioo 

,in regard to short-supply of wa,ons?'
