SWAMINATHAN) : (a) The pro-
duction and marketing of desi ghee
is largely . in the hands of private
trade. It is not subject to price
control. The increase in prices of
Jdesi ghee appears to have been in-
fluenced by the seasonal fall in the
availability of raw-mi'k in summer
months and by the ‘behaviour of the
prices of edible oils.

(b) Yes, Sir. However, the
DMS has an insignificant share in
the desi ghee market and its price
is still the lowest as compared to
the price of other brands of ghee.

(c) In'view of answers to parts
(a) and (b) this- doz not arise.

(RAO  BIRENDRA SINGH)
(a) Yes Sir, the Indian Gouneil of
Agricultural Research. has formulat-
ed a Sixth Plan proposal for esta-
blishing ‘an Indian Institute of Soil
Research. The  proposal has been
cleared by the Planning Commi-
ssion and is being processed further
for clearance by the Finance De-
partment.

(b) Primary objective of the Ins-
titute would be ‘to carry'out basic
research on soils, The -Institute’s
plan envisages five main laboratories
viz.  Colloid Chemistry,  Soil
Physics, Soil ‘Chemiistry.,
Soil Microbiology -and Soil Organic
Matter and Recycling. An initial
outlay of Rs. go lakhs for four ‘years
of Sixth Plan period has been
provided to establish the nucleus
set up which will grow in due
course. The site of the Institute
would be decided on the basis of the
expert advice.

SHRI S. B.'SIDNAL : The hon.
Minister has not answered the last
part of my question, that is, about
establishing a linkage between the
proposed Imstitute and the farmers
directly. Secondly, in his view, who
are tge experts whose opinion will
be sought on site selection ?

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH
The question‘of site selection hasnot
yet been ‘taken up. ~ With regard to
the other question of the hon. Mem-
ber—he wanted to know about
linkage between the Central Soil
Research Institute «:and the farmers—
the Institute has not yet been set
up; so, the question of linkage with
farmers at present does not arise.
We have already several other Insti-
tutes. In fact,' we have five na-
tional Institutes ‘on soil ‘research
already working'in the field : -oneof
