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SHRI MOHAN LAL PATEL : I would
like to draw the attention of the hon. Minister
to an article, which bas appeared in The On-
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looker dated 31st March 1983, where it is

stated :

“Senior police officers and Collectors of
the districts bordering Pakistan met here
recently to discuss the  problem...The
meeting urged the Chief Minister sanction
anew post in the Police Department to
deal with the influx of foreigners. A senior
police officer said that if no remedial steps
are taken immediately, the problem may
become highly explosive.”

In view of this, I would like to know whet-
her it is a fact that alarge number of Paki-
stani nationals are entering India without
passports through the Rajasthan border and
setting there permanently ? If it is so, I would
like to know whether the hon. Minister is
aware of the fact that many of them are work-
ing as spies of Pakistan, the Border Security
Force is conniving in this matter and no
action is taken to stop that. If it is true, it is
very dangerous to the safety and security of
the country. In view of this, what action do
the Government propose to take ?

SHRI P.C. Sethi: Sir, it is rather unfair
that charges are levelled against the Border
Security Force Both the army authorities
and the Border Security Force are very
vigilant. But the hon. Member should realise
that the Rajasthan border is and open border,
which opens up into miles and so sometimes..
DR. SUBRAMANIAM SWAMY : “Open
border” is a wrong term; you have to withdraw
it. You can say it is a long border, but not
open.

SHRI P. C. STHI : Yes, it is a long border.
PROF. N.G. RANGA : Even then our
security forces should be there.

SHR1 P.C. SETHI : Our security forces
and sometimes even the army is there. The
Defence Ministry is taking | steps to see that
infiltration all along the border of Pakistan is
completely stopped and nobody is allowed to
enter India without visa and valid documents.

SHRI MOHAN LAL PATEL : Without
passports the Pakistanis come to India, live
here without passports and work as spies of
Pakistan.

SHRI R. L. BHATIA : It has become a
regular practice for all those people who
come from Pakistan to normally overstay.
Whenever their term is about to be over,
they simply put up an application. Since their
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applications are generally accepted, either on
compassionate or other grounds, they over-
stay. May I know from the hon. Minister
whether the same is made available to Indian
nationals who go to Pakistan and overstay
there, on compassionate grounds ?

PROF. MADHU DANDAVATE : Refer
it to the Pakistan External Affairs Minister.

SHRI P.C. SETHI: I cannot say what
facilities are available in Pakistan. But,
according to the agreement signed between the
two countries, a similar provision should be
applied in both the countries.

PROF. MADHU DANDAVATE : Are the
Indians allowed to vote in Pakistan ?

SHRI SATYASADHAN  CHAKRA-
BORTY : There is no right to vote in Pakistan;
s0, he is wrong.

DR. SUBRAMANIAM SWAMY : Like
Russia, there is no vote in Pakistan.
SHRI SATYASADHAN CHAKRA-

BORTY : 1 want to educate my friend, Dr.
Swamy. There is right to vote in Russia.
People vote there. I want to educate him...
