protocol has been signed with the
USSR for 1980 which provides for a
total trade turnover of Rs. 1900 crores.
Exports to the Soviet Union in 1980
are expected to increase over the year
1979,

(b) Engineering items like steam
boilers, incinerators, thermo-blocks,
printing machines and other items
such as cotton sewing thread, -cotton
hosiery etec. have been introduced in
the trade protocol for the first time.

(¢c) Many consumer items from
India like cosmetics, spectacle
frames, handicrafts, instant coffee,
cigarettes, detergents etc. have be-
come popular in the Soviet Union.
