Benefits to Scheduled Castes and
Tribal Communities

*301. SHRI A. C. DAS : Will the
Minister of HOME AFFAIRS be
pleased to state :

(a) whether there is a general
complaint the comparatively better off
scheduled caste communities and tribal
communities are getting major bencfits
given by Government to SC/ST ;

(b) if so, whether Government are
thinking seriously to study these
problems and try to solve them ?
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THE MINISTER OF STATE IN
THE MINISTRY OF HOME AFFAIRS
(SHRIMATI RAM DULARI SINHA) :
(a) and (b) No such general complaint
has come to notice. The bulk of the
scheduled castes and scheduled tribes
are poor and in all developmental efforts
it is Govt.’s endeavour to bring up
those who arc below the poverly line.
means test has also been prescribed for
certain schemes so that benefits go to.
the really deserviug. The Ministry has,
however, entrusted some studies on the
socio-economic development of the
scheduled castes in some areas of Uttar
Pradesh and West Bengal and the final
reports are awaited,

SHRI A. C. DAS : As you know,
in our country we have got about 949
Scheduled Gaste and 605 Scheduled
Tribes communities included in the list
of different Stales and Union Territories
having total population of 10.48 crores
and 5.16 crores respectively according to
1981 census. Among these communities
some communities are backward, some
are less backward and some are little .
advanced. For example, among the
Scheduled Castes some are untouchables
and some Scheduled Caste communities
are advanced, Similar cases are also
found in the case of Scheduled Tribe
communities. In this connection, T would
like to know from the hon. Minister
whether there is any categorisation
according to their status particularly
referring to  their socio-economic
condition in respect of Scheduled Caste
and Scheduled Tribe communities ?

SHRIMATI RAM DULARI
SINHA : The main thurst during the
Sixth Plan has been to raise the
economic level of the Scheduled Caste
and Scheduled Tribe families through
specific family benefiting programmes,
so as to bring them above the poverty
line eventually. For assistance under
these programmes the norms adopted
under the Integrated Rural Development
Programme have been adopted. Assist-
ance has been extended to families
whose income level is Rs. 3500 or less .
as per the Integrateg Rural Development -
Programme norm. So, those communities
of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
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Tribes who fall under this category, are
to be benefited.

' SHRI A.C. DAS : The communities
which are in the lowest rung in the
social order in the Scheduled population
are not availing of the facilities being
provided by the Government.
Moreover. these communities are not
aware of the programmes of the
Government due to their backwardness,
superstitions, etc, May I know the steps
that have been taken by the Government
to persude them to come to the lime-
light to avail of the schemes and
programmes ? May | know whether any
study has been made in this regard ?

No doubt, Government have made
sincere endeavours to bring up those
who are below poverty line, those
SC & ST communities suffer from
superstititions, backwardness and
inferiority complex. What steps

Government propose to take to reform
them and to bring them uplo a
reasonable standard ? Further, may I
knew how many families from each
category have so far crossed the
paverty. line ?

SHRIMATI RAM DULARI
SINHA : As rcgards the -.agencies
for conducting a studey, under the

Centrally Sponsored Scheme of Research
and Training, some socio-economic
studies on the development of Scheduled
Castes have been entrusted to rescarch
organisations like the Giri Institute of
Development Studies, Lucknow, Gandhi
Institute of Social Sciences, Varanasi,
and the Centre for Area Development
and Action Research Studies, New
Delhi. The other day, 1 replied to the
same of question of hon. Member. The
draft report has been received recently
from the Giri Institute in respect of the
study undertaken in blocks of Uttar
Pradesh and this is under examination,

During the Sixth Five Yedr Plan
the target is to render assistance to 23
lakh Scheduled Tribes families out of a
I_otal of about 57 lakh tribal families
living below the poverty line in the
Tribal Sub-Plan area. Reports indicate
that by February. 1984 nearly 30.6 lakh
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femilies have been assisted. During the
Sixth Five Year Plan the target is to
render assistance to 96,44,763 Scheduled
Caste families out of which about
65,32,514 have been assisted by
January, 1984,

SINHA : I have already stated that
assistance has been extended to families
whose income level is Rs, 3,500 or less
as far as the Integrated Rural Develop-
ment Programme is concerned,

MR. SPEAKER : He has specifically
asked that if one family has got one
such facility, that family shall not be
allowed for the second time. That is
what he said.

SHRI P. C. SETHI : It is strictly
being watched and monitored that no
family gets the aid prescribed for a
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scheme twice. Each family has to get it

only once a year.
