MOTION ON ADDRESS BY THE 
PRESIDENT

Mr. Speaker: The House will now 
resume further discussion on the 
Motion of Address by the President. 
Out of 12 hours allotted for this dis­
cussion, 4 hours and 34 minutes have 
already been availed of and 7 hours 
and 26 minutes now remains, exclud­
ing the time to be taken by the Gov­
ernment. The list of amendments 
moved on the 13th February has 
already be^n circulated to the hon. 
Members on the same day. Shri 
D. A. Katti may now continue his 
speech.

Shri D. A. Katti (Chikodi): Mr.
Speaker, Sir, the conversion move­
ment of the Buddhists, instead of
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being discouraged, instead of being 
suppressed, should be Aicouraged by 
our Government. Because, the Bud­
dhists are out to destroy coxnmunalism 
and casteism, which our Prime Minis­
ter condemns outright and down right 
In the case of the Bhuddhists, because 
thfey have changed their religion, there 
Is no change in the economic condi­
tion. They are economically as back­
ward as other Scheduled Caste people. 
This change of religion has not given 
them any material gain. Therefore, 
I urge that all the facilities except the 
political reservation.1? which they 
enjoyed as members of the Scheduled 
Caste should be continued to them, 
irrespective of their conversion to 
Buddhism.

Let not the Constitution come in the 
way. If it is imperative to amend the 
Constitution, that must be done 
immediately. If Government is sincere 
and honest in this respect, I believe 
the saving clause (4) of article 16 of 
the Constitution of India will enable 
the Government to make reservation 
in services in favour of citizens of 
backward classcs, if in the opinion of 
the Government it is not adequately 
represented. I have not got the 
Constitution here; it may kindly be 
referred to.

If Government has a desire, it can 
do it And I don’t think the Govern­
ment has any desire. This matter has 
been discussed here for more than 
three times. My friend Mr. Kamble 
has raised debate on the subject by 
moving a resolution. But the Gov­
ernment has not at all been moved

Whether the facilities are continued 
to these people or not, the conversion 
movement will go on ceaselessly. But 
because of this attitude of the Gov­
ernment, the Buddhists will one day 
be forced to agitate for this purpose. 
Ours is a democratic Government, and 
democracy as has been defined by Dr, 
Ambedkar is a form and method of 
Government whereby revolutionary 
changes in the economic and social life 
of the people are brought about with­
out blood-shed. So far as conditions

in this country are concerned, I think 
this definition of democracy is very 
appropriate. More than anywhere else 
in this world, in this country besides 
fundamental changes in the economic 
life of the people, revolutionary change 
in the social life of the people is 
essential. We need reconstruction of 
the society, based on equality and 
fraternity, which is an urgent need. 
That is one of the most important 
functions of a democratic government.

So far as the fundamental change in 
the economic life of the people is 
concerned, what is being done by the 
Government is not enough. I do not 
wish to enter into the details now. 
But I feel that the question of a revo­
lutionary change in the social life of 
the people is completely ignored in 
this country. Rather than that, any 
such movement is being suppressed, 
as has been done in respect of Buddh­
ists.

But wc must all remember that the 
first condition precedent for the suc­
cessful work ng of democracy is that 
there must be no glaring inequalities 
in the soe'ety. There must not be a 
class, which is completely suppressed 
or oppressed, which has all the bur­
dens to carry, and another class which 
has all the privileges. Dr. Ambedkar 
once observed that such an organisa­
tion of society contains within itself 
germs of bloody revolution.

The Scheduled Caste people and the 
Buddh’sts are trying in their own way 
to uproot these glaring social inequa­
lities Therefore, their hands must be 
strengthened by the Government.

Before I conclude, I would like to 
refer to the Enquiry Committee report 
on the death of Dr. Ambedkar. Some 
hon. Members desired an enquiry, and 
an enquiry was made. But the report 
of that enquiry has not been published. 
By conceal;ng the report, by making 
a statement, which was not at all con­
vincing, the Home Minister has created 
grave doubts in the minds of the 
people, and there is great dissatisfac­
tion prevailing among the Scheduled' 
Castes and Buddhists in this country, 
who are followers of Dr. Ambedkar
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[Shri D. A. Katti] 
and who are millions in number. 
Therefore, 1 submit that the report 
should be placed on the Table in order 
to remove doubts from the minds of 
the people. If it is not possible 
to place the report on the Table of the 
House, at least, it should be given to 
those who demanded an enquiry.

Shrimati Renuka Ray (Malda): 
Mr. Speaker, brief and concise, the 
Presidential Address yet gives an 
overall picture of the things that 
have been done, the difficulties that 
still confront us and the ways and 
means through which these are 
sought to be overcome. The financial 
difficulties that we have been facing 
and which have been very great are 
still naturally exercising our minds. 
But, there is no doubt that the Gov­
ernment has been more alert in the 
matter of import and export controls, 
about our overall financial situation 
and in following a more vigorous and 
progressive taxation policy.

So far as the international situation 
is concerned, I do not think there is 
any rational man or woman who has 
any difference of opinion regarding 
our policy on this subject. But, what 
does exercise our mind is that in the 
implementation of national policies 
our machinery is not adequate. I 
am very glad that there is some men­
tion in the Presidential Address about 
this matter when it speaks about the 
National Development Council's 
recommendation that in the Block 
areas, the operational budget should 
be in the hands of the B.D.O. and that 
the Block shall be the unit of deve­
lopment and planning. Here lies the 
most significant thing of all to my 
mind.

I feel that while our policies are 
right, it is in the implementation of 
policy and the machinery through 
which we have to accomplish this that 
we must focus our attention to a far 
greater extent. Government and the 
people at large are all convinced of 
one thing not today, but for the last 
few years—that we have had to go 
in for short-term policies of giving

food and relief wherever there has 
been failure of crops, we have not 
made much advance, 1 should say, 
though 1 do not say there has been 
no advance, in regard particularly to 
small irrigation projects, though this 
is much talked about. I know that it 
exercises the mind of the Government. 
But, I would like to know why we 
cannot go further ahead.

As I have indicated our failure in 
swift implementation of work as on 
this front and so in other hinges on 
the administrative machinery through 
which we have to work, I feel that 
as yet our minds do not seem to be 
free from confusion about this. I do 
not say that the Government has 
made no changes at all. But, 1 do say 
that in spite of repeatedly saying that 
our machinery must be geared to the 
needs of a welfare State and must 
be changed from what was needed for 
a police State, we still remain to a 
large extent where we were.

In a few days, we shall be taking 
up the Budget. We shall see again the 
spectacle that comes year by year 
viz., the budget lapses. This is only 
one out of a large number of items 
that need to be discussed. I think 
everybody recognises today and 
realises that as these lapses are brought 
up, there is a tendency on the part of 
the Government, from Ministry to 
Ministry, from the Ministry to the 
States, from the States down to the 
man who implements on the field, to 
pass on the responsibility when the 
budget lapses come. Yet we do not 
seem to eradicate the root of this evil. 
So much energy is wasted, and so 
much time has to be spent in trying 
to get sanction that there is no time 
for execution of work. The end of the 
year comes and there is a feverish 
haste. The implementation authority 
who is in no way responsible or has 
very little responsibility is asked to 
spend money probably in a period of 
three months and naturally wasteful 
expenditure, to avoid which so many 
checks are placed, becomes inevit­
able. Yet, we go on in the same old 
way.
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I would like to say that unless there 
is gome radical change made, until we 
cab feet 'dtft di this titea df ttfagtalg to 
otitfewn procedures, customs and 

depaxtmehtU ftnd Other­
wise, we cannot get awuy from that. 
Tbere »  no doubt thfct there is too 
much of centralised financial control 
over the spending Ministries in the 
Cjpalre with the consequent festfit 
(hat * there is bargaining going on. 
the spending Ministries also speak in 
terms of asking More than they are 
likely to get tfecaosfe they think tiftt 
this is the only wby ok getting some­
thing Unis spectacle goes m.

The position as regards the Centre 
H*d the States is still worse. I am glad 
that to a great extent this system of 
matching grants has been given up, 
whgch dorms 1956-57 slowed down 
the pace of the Second Five Year 
Plan in its fltot year All the same, 
there is yet a very great deal that 
has to be done by which we can bring 
about swifter progress of work Each 
separate scheme coming up from the 
districts takes fbr too much time to 
get sanction by the administrative 
Ministries in the States and then in 
the Centre and the Central Finance 
Ministry I would say that the Central 
Ministries which are the adminis­
trative ones should be given 
greater accounting responsibility 
Similarly, the State Governments 
should be given this money sanction* 
ed and a review kept afterwards and 
no irritant checks put in beforehand 
There has to be a change in our out* 
lobk Although 1 do not deny that 
there have been many Cbxnmittees 
and mSiny Cbfcixnissions which have 
reported on these vital matters, yet, 
I know we do not get on with this 
matter tx> the extent that we should 
tJfttil we do that, it is no use talk­
ing about swifter progress

l*hen» I come to the new pattern 
through which we are trying to 
overcome these difficulties oi  red 
tape, and that is, the autonomous 
and semi-autonomous boards in the 
public sector to a large extent, in

regard to large projects and also in 
some other vital matters, we have 
been stating up these boards It was 
a 'thing about which we have been 
very happy But, to some extent we 
have had a rude shock. I think even 
In the matter of the boards, we 
sftocda be careful as to what the 
powers are to be, What the procedure 
is, and how in the light of experience 
theSe should be established Although 
toe talk about so many kinds of 
change, toe do not go ahead

Then, I will speak about something 
else, that is, the import and export 
jpdHcy o! th£ Government I know 
that there has been a great deal of 
tightening vtp during the last year 
which has improved matters, but 
honestly I must place before the Com- 
thetoe Minister certain points Even 
this morhing thtere was a question re­
garding the production of artificial 
silk, and the answfer given was that 
goods are produced for export, but 
any one who goes round the markets 
or ships will see that the bulk of the 
artificial silk produced is being utilised 
m the country Is it therefore neces­
sary to produce so much artificial 
silk’

In iplte of the restrictions, we still 
see luxury goods, non-essential goods 
in the shops and the market places, 
and that to the layman appears 
strange when we are following a very 
stringent policy

Then ih regard to the import 6f 
essential goods, 1 want to point out 
in all humility that sometimes there 
is so much delay that ihe very purpose 
for which some very essential goods 
are required is defeated I do not 
toy that it is a matter of policy, but 
sometimes permission is given for iih- 
pdrting goods which are not essetatial 
ror our mahu&cttire while it is not 
given for essential goods.

Let us take some other policies 
which also concern ihe Commerce

Ministry. I was rather amazed to bear 
that there are in this count# at least 
five, maybe more, firms which have 
been given licences to manufacture 
automobiles, but as yet there is not 
one firm which has reached anywhere 
near self-sufficiency in producing an 
automobile in this country, whether 
a jeep, a truck or a motor car which 
we will be able to use if imports were 
to be prevented because of war or any. 
other reason. It is stated that seventy 
per cent or even 90 per cent of the 
parts are being manufactured in the 
country, but if a carburettor is not 
made in the country, a motor car can­
not function. And this is the kind 
of thing that is going on. If in the 
public sector we can have a locomotive 
made entirely in the country in re* 
gard to all major vital components, 
why not the same obtain in the pri­
vate sector in regard to at least one 
kind of motor car, even though it 
may not be a picturesque-looking 
one?

Take the case of Poland. Two years 
ago many people went to an exhibi­
tion there and they found a particular 
motor car which looked very old- 
fashioned compared to the wonderful 
things that are produced in America 
and other places, but they had laid 
emphasis on one point that they 
would have one vehicle which they 
could use and in respect of which they 
could be self-sufficient. Why should 
that not obtain in India? Why should 
we give licences to so many and yet 
not have one car made here in all 
these years, for which even the car­
burettor is made in this country? I 
request the Commerce Minister to 
look into this matter. It is a matter 
of great concern to us, and therefore 
I say that so for as policy is concerned, 
we have no quarrel with the over-all 
policies, but we find that the difficulty 
arises in the implementation of the 
policies, in the matter of working them 
out in detail.

Mow. there are the oil refineries 
about which we have cpme to an 
agreement. This rupee company is a 
good thing, but let us be warned also

that vnyupe dealing with people *hc 
have be6a monopolists, who knotf a 
great deal more about it than we do 
ourselves. We have certain handicaps 
also because in a country which be­
lieves essentially in the freedom of the 
individual, where we have the private" 
sector along with the public sa$tpi& 
there will be the natural tendeqpy for 
the private sector to pay more and 
get the best experts available. Since 
we want the public sector to expand 
tmd be a good one also, Govern­
ment must be more vigilaitt about 
this.

I have seen some of the agreements 
into which we have entered in earlier 
years with some °* the firms who have 
helped us no doubt, but these agree­
ments have also led to restrictions on 
our own work here. I do not want to 
enter into details. It is only by a 
method of trial and error that we can 
learn, but we must realise that 
there are many things that are still 
going wrong, because sof which our 
energies, time and labour are being 
wasted and we are not able to pro­
gress as much as we could have 
I am the last person to belittle the 
efforts of Government. It is only 
human to make some mistakes, and 
mistakes are inevitable when one 
is trying to go ahead, but we must 
learn from them. We must keep an 
open mind in these matters, and I 
hope and trust that the Government 
will do so.

I have not much time at my dis­
posal, and there are many other things, 
which I hope to be able to bring up 
when the relevant Demands for Grants 
come up, but the whole thing hinges 
on the kind of administrative machi­
nery that we have. We had a Bill 
the other day, which has just been 
enacted, regarding corruption among 
public servants. That is necessary, 
but what is more necessary than the 
personnel is the machinery itself; an 
overall change in the machinery itself. 
We may make mistakes, but we must 
rectify them and benefit by them. If 
we really want to go ahead and bring
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about changes in the economic sphere 
by  ̂which equality of opportunity is 
assured to all and disparity W  wealth 
disappears, then there is only one way 
in which we can do it, and that is 
not only by adumbrating our policies 
but haying the machinery through 
which we can actually implement those 
jpoipies into reality.

Baja Mahendra Pratap (Mathura): 
Sir, I am very glad that X got this 
opportunity. X have moved two 
amendments to the Address of the 
hon. President. Our hon. President 
has kindly said • great deal about 
more production. Certainly we 
need more production because 
we see that we have to bring 
a good lot of foodgrains from 
abroad Along with that, X have to 
submit that there should be some 
kind of birth control which our hon. 
Prime Minister also recommended. I 
have said in a couple of resolutions 
which have not been admitted that 
people suffering from advanced TB, 
lepers and people condemned for 
murder should all be emosculated 
because their children are harmful to 
the nation. That would also help in 
reducing the number of our popula­
tion. We have been trying in this " 
direction in a spiritual way because 
we have quite a lot of sadhus also 
who do not lead family life and thus 
they also help by not producing 
children. But, in any case, I have to 
submit that this is a question which 
has to be seriously considered. Merely 
to produce more is not enough. A few 
years ago I have said that there are 
countries in the world which are 
really vacant; for instance, East Africa 
or a greater part of Africa and South 
America. We can send out quite a 
large number of people to these coun­
tries. From my own experience X 
may also tell you that Japan is trying 
in different ways to send emigrants to 
those countries. My very good friend 
Mr. Kaju Nakamura is specially 
interested in this question. He always 
travels to Brazil and ether placet, and 
takes thousands and thousands et 
Japanese people to those countries. I

think we can also sand out quite a 
large number of people to these lands.

In connection with Ooa I have said 
■owrthing which may not be very 
pleasant to some of my fellow-Mem- 
ben. 1 feel that we speak a great deal 
of a small little Goa. There are other 
ways to settle this question. Z have 
suggested that we may enter into a 
friendly alliance with Portugal on the 
principle that we send millions of our 
people to the Portuguese colonies of 
Africa. If we could do that there will 
be no question of Goa at all; all the 
Portuguese colonies of Africa will 
thus belong to us, I believe .

Many years ago I wrote while in 
Japan that X want to make India the 
centre of all religions. At that time I 
suggested that it would be a fine idea 
to make Ajmer a place of pilgrimage 
for all the Mussalmans, and we ask 
Bis Holiness the Pope to make Goa 
his winter capital; in summer he can 
live in Rome and in winter he can 
come and stay in Goa. Then we have 
Bodhgaya and Brindaban the holiest 
place of Hindu religion. Amritsar Is 
the holy place of the Sikhs, and we 
have Adyar, the holy place for the 
theosophists. We have also in Cal- 
cutta the holy place of the Brahmo 
Samaj. In that way we can make 
India the centre of all religions. In 
regard to Goa I suggest that we may 
ask His Holiness the Pope to make it 
his winter capital.

It is a very important question as 
to how we settle this problem of 
population. I have suggested in a few 
words some remedies. We can en­
courage good sadhus—of course, not 
the evil sadhus who look different 
into families with evil eyes, I mean 
good sadhus—not to produce children. 
We can also encourage the sick peo­
ple and people with bad characters 
not to produce children. We may 
also send out people to other coun­
tries where there are vacant lands.

I must say one thing here, that the 
situation has changed a little. While 
speaking cm the Address of the Presi­
dent formerly, 1 objected to his 
umbrella. I object to (hat still, but 
the situation has a bit changed because

our hon. President invited me to 
Rashtrapati Bhavan and heard my 
Religion of love, so that I am looking 
forward that he may be converted 
to our Religion of love and there may 
be no more difficulty as regards these 
different details about which he spoke.

Mr. Depnty-Speaker: Hie hon.
Member should not disclose any pri­
vate conversation that he had with the 
President

Raja Mahendra Fratap: He is not a
private person. I am also not a pri­
vate person. Therefore, everything 
dealing with the hon. President is a 
public thing. I hope, Sir, you will 
excuse me.

Now, the most important problem 
is of world peace. I hear many fine 
speeches. They speak of troubles 
created by this man or that lady. I 
have just heard how our Navy should 
be strong. But our friends forget that 
in spite of the greatest military force 
of Germany and the greatest military 
force in Asia of Japan, both the coun­
tries were destroyed by military 
force. I do not believe any more that 
any great military force could save 
our country; in fact, no country can 
be saved by only military force.

And, it is a very wrong idea to 
think that co-existence will help us. 
As I said the other day too, these 
people who speak of co-existence, 
especially when the great powers 
agree to co-exist, they only want 
to get more time to prepare for a 
more deadly war. This is what co­
existence is, and we should not be 
satisfied if someone encourages us 
about Panch Shila, co-existence and 
in our talks ^bout world peace. I 
have said, and I must repeat, that 
our hon. Prime Minister, though he 
is very honest and he sincerely 
speaks about world peace, is a part­
ner for world war. When our coun­
try is a part of the British Common­
wealth is tied with the United 
States of America, how can we say 
that we are neutral? We are not 
neutral. Therefore, all these fine 
speeches on world peace, co-existence 
and Panda Shila are only to deceive 
the poor people, or these people who
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[Shri Mahendra Pratap.3 
tipaak about such things an deceiving 
themselves.

Therefore, the only remedy for all 
Midi ills is World Federation, there 
should be Federated World Govern­
ment. 2 have said about it before and 
I repeat it now: Just as Soviet Russia 
has made Communism its creed, just 
as Anglo-Americans have made demo­
cracy their creed, we must make 
World Federation our creed.

With our World Federation we can 
fraternise with all the small or weak 
States of Europe. These States, I 
know from my experience, hate Rus­
sians and also the Americans. These 
«m»n States of Europe are looking 
forward for some new plan, for some 
new movement which could give them 
real security in their own homes.

The world federation, as I have 
expounded, gives complete security to 
the States. What do I say in my 
world federation? 1 - say that 
Honolulu in Hawaii Islands will be 
the world capital, that Australia and 
New Zealand will belong to the world 
capital district, that there will be five 
autonomous States or provinces, conti­
nental provinces, of Asia, Europe, 
Africa. North America and South 
America. I say that Geneva will be 
the capital of Europe. I say that in 
Europe there will be three districts, 
Oriental, Nordic and Latin. You see 
that by this method every country in 
Europe will be secure in its own place 
and the oriental district, as 1 define 
it, with the capital at Budapest, will 
separate western Europe from Soviet 
Russia.

1 know that all the States of Europe 
appreciate this plan and Latin 
America also. 1 know it also by my 
experience, as I was in Mexico. I 
know that Latin America hate North 
Americans. They hate americans and 
call them Yankees, and they hate 
Soviet Russia for the Soviet's non* 
religious or antireligious views. They 
are very strong Roman Catholics. 
When we will go to them and say, 
"Here is a world federation, with

unity of religions and economy of a 
joint family,” they will like It

I have worked for years on this 
plan. When I say something, X say by 
my own experience, as I have already 
said, and all my friends know that I 
was six times in the United States 
and ten times at Moscow. So, 1 know 
something about these countries and 
their way of thinking or their psy­
chology which is very important Z 
say that these Latin Americans want 
some such movement which I present 
to the world.

As regards our independent countries 
of Asia, I think my friends also know 
that I was five times in Afghanistan, 
—six and a half years I lived there; 
I was in Iran; I was in Turkey; I was 
in Central Asia, travelling on horse­
back many hundreds or thousands of 
miles So I say that what I say is 
from my own experience. These coun­
tries hate Soviet Russia and they do 
not have any faith in American colo­
nialism. These countries will also be 
pleased to fraternise with us.

Let us have a look at the world map 
and see things. Supposing all the 
European States are with us, suppos­
ing all the Latin Americans are with 
us, under the plan of a world federa­
tion and supposing countries from 
Afghanistan to Turkey join us and 
the African states join us, then, what 
is left? Only, England together with 
Washington and Moscow. Well, we 
can force them not to fight and we 
can have world peace.

Mr. Deputy-Speaker: We should be 
content with world peace, I suppose. 
He may conclude.

Raja Mahendra Pratap: I shall finish 
with the last point which is veqr 
important. That is very clear: that 
there should be one world state. 
Only in one world state can you atop 
wars between nations and give securi­
ty to every country. That is very 
clear. 1 think even a fool can under­
stand it.
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Now, take religion. * It Is also very 
important, b«oaiue, the other day we 
saw how blood was shed in Bengal 
and la Punjab.

Ail Boo. Member: And in Bamnad.
Baja Mahendra Pratap: Why do 

people fight for the ideas put into 
their brains in their childhood? We 
can explain to them that these are all 
ideas, religious ideas, political ideas, 
and they should not fight like savages 
for these ideas. This is very import­
ant. Well, I dare not take more time, 
for, it will take a long time for me if 
I go further with that idea.

1 say one thing more. I stand for 
one Punjab, one Bengal. He is not a 
Bengalee who does not stand for the 
unity of Bengal, whether he is a Con­
gressman or a non-Congressman. 
There is no question about it. He 
must have patriotism for Bengal, one 
Bengal, which has led our country to 
freedom.

I say further that I stand for an 
Aryan —Iran to Assam and Himachal 
to Ceylon. I cannot explain it now. 
X have asked for a meeting of the 
Parliamentary Group and I will ex­
plain that there.

Mr. Deputy-Speaker: No new points 
can be taken up now. The hon. 
Member’s time is up.

Baja Mahendra Pratap: One thing 
more: the joint family system: this 
Congress system and this Communist 
system make us fight and we do not 
want fight. I say that we should ac­
cept as a principle that every village 
and every town will be considered a 
joint family, with respect to the eld­
ers, love for children and healthy 
working of the community.
