But 1 would
like to know why nu cffort has been made
towards ¢xporting shellac to Canada. This
has been one of the main iteras of foreign
trade, and .there was a time when we wete
the only esporters of  shellac, but now
Thailand is competing. 1 would like to
know what steps Goveinment are propos-
ing to take to export shellac > Canada.

If Canada wants shellac, certainly we will
export it. It is not that we do not want
to export it.

SHR1 VISHWANATH PRATAP SINGH:
There has  been a drop in exports of
cashew to Canada. Therc has been alter-
native source of supply to USA and Ca-
nada from Brazil., and also there has been
a general dechine in the total consumption
ot cashew in USA & Canada.
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SHRIMATI M. GODFREY: Therc has
bien @ drop in exports of 1ea last year as
compared 10 the previous vear. May |
know thc 1easons therefor?

SHRI VISHWANATH PRATAP SINGH -
The drop in tea exports is not so signifi-
cant becanse in 1972-7% the evports  were
of the order of 1,83.000 and in 1973-74 thev
were 1,80,000. There is a drop of $ thou-
<ands. but this is a very small variation.
Thi» is in the vontext of the world situa-
tion of tea exports which quantitatively
have *kept 2 certain level w0 far a Indin
18 converned.
