(a) and (b) We had signed Agree­
ments with the World Bank Group 
for an amount of $506 million during 
the Indian fiscal year 1971-72 and it 
is anticipated that during the current 
fiscal year 1972-73 Agreements would 
be signed for about $400 million.

(c) This assistance is likely to be 
provided for projects in various sec­
tors such as agriculture, including 
agricultural credits, marketing and 
education, fertilizer, water supply, 
urban development, power transmis­
sion, telecommunications and also for 
industrial imports.
