In Junte,
1973 the Government notified a sche-
me for the import of a limited number
of deep sea fishing vessels, Imports of
these vesselg from shipyards in Poland,
Mexico and Italy were finalised after
a detailed scrutiny of the technical and
economic aspects of the offers receiv-
ed from various foreign shipyards.
The pumbers finalised for import are
as follows:

Poland 10 Nos, 23.25 M length
Mexico 20 Nos. 23.16 M length
Italy 20 Nos. 24.30 M length

Allokments accordingly been made to
the varioug eligible applicants. So far,
during 1974-73, contracts have been
signed between the foreign ghipyards
and the Indian buyers (State Fisheries
Corporations, Companies and indivi-
duals) for the import of 11 Nos. of
2430 M vessels, 6 Nos. of 31.95 M
vessels from Italy and 9 Nos. of 23.16
