Atthis stage, it is not possible to 
indicate when the employees concerned will 
be finally absorbed but every effort will be 
made to complete the work as soon as 
Possible.

Survey for Industrial Potential in India

THE MINISTER OF INDUSTRIAL 
DEVELOPMENT (SHRI MOINUL HAQUE 
CHOUDHURY): (a) to (c). Surveying 
the industrial potential of the coulltry is a 
continuing process. It has been done in 
large measure by various autho'rities from 
time to lime in differenl parts of the country 
and will continue to be done in increasing 
depth and sophistication. However, no 
single agency has been entrusted with the 
specific task of undertaking a scientific surv.:)' 
of the industrial potential of the entire 
country. The Central and State Governments 
and various agencies under their conlrol 
have from time to time got techno-economic 
and other industrial surveys carried out in 
various parts of the country. For instance, 
State Industrial Development Corporations, 
DCSS[, N.l,D.C., N.C.A E.R. etc. have 
undertaken area surveys pertaining to parti-
cular projects. The Industrial Development 
Bank of India has, in association with other 

. public financing institutions. recently under· 
tnlten surveys of the inuustrial potential of 
different backward regions of the country. 
This study covers the infrastruclure. facilities 
available, supply of raw materials and 
market prospects. Su'vClY reports have 
already been submitted in respect of Assam, 
Bihar, J and K and Tripura. This rrocess 
is continuing. 
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
