Reatrictions
on inter-State movement of Khandsan
sugar were imposed on the 2ad March,
1972, to prevent large scale diversion of
sugarcane for khandsari sugar manufacture
and the consequent closure of vacumm pan
sugar factories for want of adequate sup-
plies of sugarcane. However, these restric-
tions were withdrawn with effect from
14th Aprif, 1972 after the closure of the
sugar mills in the khandsari producing
areas.
