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mell the railway's requirements of
pointa crossings, structurals, etc, One
difficulty that he pointed out is corre~
«t. For the complete rehaul of the old
machinery an investment of Rs. @3
lakhs is necessary. We are trying to
make necessary provisions and 1 can
assure him that for want of financal
resources the overhauling of that fac-
tory will not suffer. One meore assu-
rance I can give: on the basis of the
availability of resources we will iry
to have full utilisation of installed ca-
pacity of the Arkenam waorkshop.

SHRI M. KALYANASUNDARAM.
I am glad that the Railway Minster
has come out with an assurance that
this workshop will be utilised to its
full capacity.

But regarding the hand-signal lomp,
he made it appear, in the information
given by him, that the market pur-
chases were cheaper by more than 50
per cent, and that the lamps produced
in the Arkonam workshop cost more
than double. Is he aware that <uch
lamps are not produced by the private
sector on any commercial basis? They
are pecullar only to the Railways
When Mr. Alagesan and myself went
to that workshop, we were informed
by the workers themselves that the
private sector does not produce any
lamps. They purchase the condemn-
ed lamps from the Railways and re-
pair them and sell them to the Rail-
ways. That is why they are cheaper
by 50 per cent; and the very next
year they come to the same workshop
for repairs. If it is a fact, will the
hon. Minister enquire into this and see
that the hand signal lamps are also
produced efficietly at Arkonam?

PROP. MADHU DANDAVATE:
As far ag the first part of the question
4s concerned, we will really enqure 1n
to the matter. If what he has been
soying is the state of affairs, it s
then really a difficult pomtion; and
we will have to check it. I will en-
quire into jt. As far ag the second
part of the question is concerned, 1
anust repeat that our priority at the
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present stage whea we want to stren-
gthen maintenance of the railway tra-
cks is that we want tg concentrate
more on the manufacture of track
malerials, point structures etc. And at
this stage i1t will not be possible for
me to give that assurance as far us
signal hang lamps are concerned. We
will concentrate on them in the new
workshop.
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SHRIMATI PARVATHI KRISHN-
AN: The hon Minister has stated
that a resolution has been forwarded.
Is 1t not a fact that when the Minister
visited there, a deputation waited on
him, and gave him a memorandum,
and that he gave them the assurance
that he would look into these matters
and deal with them sympathetically?
He now says that the resolutron is
being examined. Why is it that there
15 50 much delay? He met the deputa-
tionists humself on the spot more
than 2 monthg ago. Why this inordi-
nate delay is going into the memoran-
dum and dealing with the problem?
