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S H R I J Y O T IR M O Y  B O S U : I am 
n ot going to ask anything about ^
case. W hy do you  worry about i t ?  
T h en , we can have a discussion on the 
same in your chamber, and we would 
like to see that things are done in a 
prope# manner.

M R . S P E A K E R  : I  w ill transfer this 
questi('n till tom orrow. W e can have 
the discussion in my chamber and then 
take it  up.

S H R I J Y O T IR M O Y  B O SU  : A ll right.
I thank you for the coasideration given 
to me.

Talks between Industry and Govern­
ment on Unemployment 

Problem

*752. S H R I K . A . R A JA N  : W ill 
the M inister o f IN D U S T R Y  be pleased 
to state :

(a) whether he has called fo r purpose­
ful talks between Industry and G o ve rn ­
ment to solve the problem o f unem­
ployment ;j

(b) if  so, whether the Industry has 
responded to his call; and

(c) if  soj the details thereof?

T H E  M IN IS T E R  O F  IN D U S T R Y  
(SH R I G E O R G E  F E R N A N D E S ) ;

(a) N o, Sir.
(b) and (c). D o not arise.

SH R I K . A . R A JA N  : A  report 
appeared in the Samachar that the 
then M inister o f Industries made a 
statement that he is going to have a 
dialogue with the industry on the 
question of unemployment. N ow  the 
hon. M inister says that no such thing 
has taken place. I do not know what 
is the policy o f the Government in 
this matter. Does he hold the view that 
a purposeful dialogue with the industry 
in the matter o f solving the unemploy­
ment problem is not called for ?

SH R I G E O R G E  F E R N A N D E S : 
Employment or unemployment are que­
stions where, in my opinion, dialogue 
w ih  the industry is not called for. 
W hat is called lor is a policy on em- 

loym ent which eradicates imemploy- 
ment. Again, it is a question which 
does not concern only industry. Over 
70 per cent o f our people are employed 
in agriculture. M ost unemployment ori- 
pnates in the village. So, it is an 
integrated policy on employment which 
eradicates unemployment that is called 
for. Governm ent as a whole is concerned 
w ith this problem , and we are working 
in that direction.

S H R I K . A . R A JA N  : Since w e 
hear s» m uch about luder-utilisation 
o f  industries and non-utilisation o f  
employment in certain industries, will 
the M inister take this issue w ith the 
concerned industries?

S H R I G E O R G E  F E R N A N D E S : 
There is considerable under-utilisation 
o f capacity in several industries. T h is  
is due to many constraints. T here 
are problems o f excessive capacity, 
which was not wanted in the first place. 
T here are problems o f power. There 
is also the question o f purchasing power. 
There are a number o f industries which 
are today not working to capacity 
because there is just no market for 
their products. There are a number 
o f factors. W e are constantly discussing 
this question at the level o f the M inistry 
and with those who are concerned. 
I am not aware o f any deliberate imder- 
utilisation of capacity at the moment. 
I f  the hon. M em ber gives any information 
to that effect, I am prepared to look 
into i t . ,

SH R I S H Y M N A N D A N  M IS H R A  : 
M ay I know whether it is a fact that 
the rate o f increase in employment 
in the private sector has been decelera­
ting o f late? I f  that is so, since the 
word “ dialogue”  is most respectable, 
would the hon. M inister institute an 
enquiry into this fact ?

SH R I G E O R G E  F E R N A N D E S : 
It is true that there has been some 
deceleration of employment in the 
private sector. Frankly I do not know 
whether this is a question which can 
be solved through any dialogue. What 
is required is a total toning up o f our 
industrial policy to see that the economy 
expands and that more employment 
is generated. I do not think there is 
any reason to hold an enquiry into 
the circumstances in which this dec- 
leration has taken place. I think we 
are all aware o f this.
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S H R I S A U G A T A  R O Y  : This 
year the Governm ent in its Budget 
proposals has given a number o f incen­
tives to private industry in the matter 
o f tax relief by way of investment and 
other allowances. I want to know 
from  the hon. M inister i f  the Govern­
ment has in m ind any fiscal policy 
in which a special incentive w ill be 
given relating it to the number o f people 
employed or to bs em ployed in an 
industry.

S H R I G E O R G E  F E R N A N D E S  : 
T h ere is no such change.
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D R . K A R A N  S IN G H  : It is true 
that the unemployment problems 
requires a comprehensive and m ulti­
faceted policy. T h e hon. M inister has 
also said that the agricultural sector 
provides very large employment. But 
I must admit that I am rather surprised 
that he has ruled out or brushed aside 
this question o f a continuing dialogue 
with industry. T h irty  per cent of 
the jobs are provided by industry, 
and they are provided in those areas 
where the problem of educated un­
employment is most acute. I would 
submit that the hon. M inister should, 
in  fact, have a constant and continuing 
dialogue not only with industry but 
also w ith labour in the private and 
public sectors so as to ensure em ploy­
m ent , policies that are in keeping with 
our national policy o f  reducing unem ploy­
ment.
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S H R l G E O R G E  F E R N A N D E S  : 

A  constant dialogue is always qn by 
the Governm ent both with industry 
as well as with labour both in private 
and in public.

S H R I A . K . R O Y  : Som s time 
back, the M inister told the House that 
i f  necessary, the management o f the 
factories m iy  be taken over not by 
the State but by the workmen. Sir, I 
would like to tell you that Dhanbad 
is an industrial belt o f India where 
within three months io,ooo workmen 
have b ien  thrown out o f employment. 
W ill the hon. M inister propose to 
have a talk with the trade unions as 
to how to solve the problems o f un- 
em ploym int by taking over the manage- 
m ;nt o f thos; factories ?

S H fll  G E O R G E  F E R N A N D E S  : 
T n is  is a suggestion which I will consider.
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S H R I H /VRIKESH R \ H A D U R  : 
In  spite o f many efforts made by Govern- 
m :n t, the unemployment problem has 
not been solved in the backward areas. 
W ill th ; M inister kindly let us know 
whether he is going to start small 
scale industries in the backward areas 
80 that unemployment can be reduced

in those ar«as, especially in Eastern 
UP?

SH R I G E O R G E  ^^ERNANDES : 
T h e  main thrust o f our policy in so 
far as small scale and cottage industries 
are concerned, w ill be in the backward 
areas.

A ll India Educational Service

* 754 . SH R I P. V. G . R A JU  : W ill 
the M inister o f H O M E  A F F A IR S  be 
pleased to state whether Government 
o f India propose to revive the concept 
o f developing and having an “ A ll IncUa 
Educational Service” ?

T H E  M IN IS T E R  O F  H O M E  
A F F A IR S  (SH R I C H A R A N  S IN G H ); 
T here is no such proposal under consi­
deration o f the Government o f India 
at present.

SH R I P. V. G . R A JU  : I  put this 
question on the i8th  o f July to the 
Education Minister and, therefore, I 
may be permitted to ask the question 
both to the Education M inister and 
the Home M inister. A  proposal was 
mooted by the Government o f India in 
1963-64 that imless we have an All-India 
E ducational Service, we cannot inte^ate 
and unify under a imified educational 
policy. W e have accepted the three- 
language formula i.e. English, Hindi 
and regional language for this prupose. 
Through the All-India Educational Ser­
vice it will be possible for a person from 
Assam to teach in Gujarat and vice-versa. 
T h e  emotional integration and unity 
o f the country will be evolved by having 
a uniform educational policy for the 
whole country. Therefore, I would 
request the Government o f India to 
revive the concept o f the All-India 
Educational Service which was there 
in 1964 and which will lead to the 
emotional integration and unity o f 
the country. What is their policy in 
regard to this ?

M R . S P E A K E R  : He has only made 
a suggestion for action.

SH R I C H A R A N  S IN G H  : It is not 
a question; it is a suggestion.

SH R I P. V . G . R A JU  : T he emo­
tional integration and unity o f the 
country can be evolved only by having 
a imiform educational policy and the 
three-langu^e formula can be fully 
integrated in that. I would like to 
know from the hon. Minister whether 
he will consider the evolution of an 
All-India Educational Service to imple­
ment the three-language formula of 
the Government o f India. What is 
the Government’s view on this matter.
