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canalised  distribution. IDPL, who
are the major consumers of this butk
drug, have been asked to check on
the quality of production and to con-
sider securing thein Indomethacin
supplies from this firm at mutually
acceptable prices. ’

(c) The canalisation scheme for im-
port and distribution of bulk drugs
was approved by Government in
April. 1870. As a part of this appro-
val, it was stipulated that, in cases
where public sector manufacturing
units such as the IDPL were the ma-
jor producers of canalised bulk drugs
in the country, distribution will be
made through them. Distribution of
the canalised bulk drugs of IDPL
where they commenced production
during the last 3 years, was under-
taken in accordance with the above
policy decision.

(d) Chavda Committee has made
no specific recommendation regard-
ing compulsory distribution control
on indigenous production of canalis-
ed bulk drugs.

The railways have
also been asked to provide resting
facilities to T.T.Es by providing acdi-
tional accommodation wherever fea-
sible.
